MINUTES OF MEETING OF YOUNGSTOWN ST/T E UNI'FRSITY
SENATE COUNCOL HED COCICBER 23, 1967

The Senate Council met on October 23, 1967, at 4L PM in Room 309 of the
Science Building with Chairman Irwin Cohen presiding. Also present were Edward
Reilly, Marilyn Solak, Frank Tarantine, Donald Byo, Philip Hahn, Esther Niemi,
Margaret Pfau, and Qus Mavrigian,

Dr. Cohen announced that he had attended the first meeting of the Student
Affairs Committee.

A discussion was held regarding the minutes of the joint meeting of the
Administrative Council and Senate Council held on Sevtember 29, 1967. It was
moved by Dr. Hahn, seconded by Dr, Tarantine, that the Senate Council recommend
to the 4dministrative Council through Dean W. H Coffield that the minutes of
the joint meeting be corrected to read: "Moved by Dr. Hahn, seconded by Mr.
Dykema, that Kenneth Tomko be 4l lowed to continue as President of Student Council
until further action can be taken." (thus deleting the words "by the Student
Council itself.,") Motion carried.

Moved by Dr. Hahn, seconded by Mr. Reilly, that the Senate Council recommend
to the #dministrative Council through Dean W, H Coffield that the minutes of
the joint meeting be corrected further to read: "4 discussion was held regarding
the problem presented by the fact that the incumbent President of Student Council,
Kenneth Tomko, is technically ineligible to hold this position since he does not
have the 2.75 accumulative grade average required.” (thus deleting the words "by
Student Council regulations,"”) Maion carried.

Moved by Dr. Pfau, seconded by Mr. Reilly, that the Senate Council ask the
Student iffairs Committee to consider the matter covered i n the second paragraph
of the minutes of the joint meeting of the Administrative Council and Senate
Council held September 29, 1967. Motion carried,

Moved by Mr. Reilly, seconded by Mr. Byo, that we ask the #cademic Affairs
Committee to consider the suggestion that it should he combined with the Curriculum
Committee, and that we ask the Curriculum Committee to consider the sugeestion
that it should be combined with the Academic'Affairs Committee. Motion carried,
Mr. Reilly offered to inform Dr. David Behen, Chairman of the fcademic Affairs
Committee, of this motion, and Dr. Pfau offered to inform Dr. Thelma Miner, Chair-
men of the Curriculum Committee, of this action.

A discussion was held regarding President i, L. Pugsley's sugerestion made
at the Senate meeting of Octorer 13, 1967, that student representation should be
included in a number of the standing committees. No agreement was reached on

this matter, but it was agreed to continue this discussion at the next meeting to
be held on October 25, 1967, at L PM. in Room 309 of the Science Building.

Meeting adjourned at 5 P.M.
