REPORT OF CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS COMMITTEE: 

This report  was given by the  Chairman, Dr ,  Philip J, Hahn. 
The Constitution and Bylaws Committee has prepared a Motion t o  amend the Con- 

s t i tu t ion  tha t  would admit students elected by students as voting members of the 
Senate, The Constitution and Bylaws Committee has worked up t h i s  Amendment i n  re- 
sponse t o  sentiment tha t  came from the Student Affairs Committee, Student Govern- 
ment and a lso  from Student Council, A l l  Senate members received a copy of t h i s  
Amendment i n  the mail. 

The Proposed Amendment t o  the Constitution and Elylaws is as follows: 

MOTION t 

Article  111, Section 2. Members b)  

"Student members with the r igh t  t o  vote s h a l l  be elected by 
each undergraduate school o r  college. There s h a l l  be two each 
elected from the School of Business Administration, the School of 
Education, and the  College of A r t s  and Sciences, and one each 
elected from the School of Engineering, the Technical and Community 
College, and the School of Music. The Chairman of Student Council 
and the  President of Student Government shall be ex-officio voting 
members, Student members s h a l l  be full- time undergraduate students 
e l ig ib le  f o r  election t o  Student Government, 

 h he following proviso is  also a p a r t  of the Motion but not a part of 
the ~mendment ) : 

The Constitution and Elylaws Committee s h a l l  ed i t  the Constitution 
t o  reconcile the appropriate sections with Article 111, Section 2 b),

DISCUSSION: 

I) Is this t o  b interpreted t h a t  a student must be a full- time undergraduate 
student a t  the  time of h i s  election o r  must he maintain t h a t  s t a tus  throughout his 
t em? 

Dr. Hahn: It is implied t h a t  t ha t  s t a tus  sha l l  be maintained, 

2)  What would prevent a student who is no longer Full-time and who simply drops out 
of the Senate, i s  ruled inel igible ,  would the number then drop u n t i l  the  following 
election? 

Dr .  Hahn: There might be s e t  up a means of a replacement depending upon the  Rules 
established by the electing body or  perhaps the  Student Affairs Committee. 
Dr. Hahn s ta ted  he understood t h e  Student Affairs Committee was going t o  consider 
t h i s  matter. He asked Colonel Wales about it. 

Col. Wales: His Committee has had some discussion on t h i s  bu t  they have not cane 
t o  any conclusion as  ye t  on t h i s  matter. 

Dr. Hahn: The Bylaws do provide tha t  when someone i s  no longer e l ig ib le  or  re- 
signs o r  leaves, the next one i n  l i n e  becomes the  person. I do not know whether 
o r  not you could apply t h i s  i n  t h i s  case o r  not. 

3)  Regarding t h e  request f o r  a student vote: What tresponsibil i ty '  attaches t o  a 
vote i n  the Senate? 
Dr. Hahn: Originally when we had talked about the poss ib i l i ty  of students be- 

coming members of the  Senate we had thought t h a t  t h e i r  primary function would be t o  
comment on matters tha t  had been considered i n  committees where students a re  mem- 
bers. 

Now, as s t a t ed  i n  Article 11, Section 5 b), students sha l l  serve on 
designated Standing Committees. This was i n  the  Proposal, But the implication 
here was they were t o  now have the opportunity t o  vote on matters i n  the Senate 
where they had previously considered them i n  Committee, 

They would now have an opportunity t o  a f fec t  the  outcome by a vote i n  
the Senate. This implies, fo r  instance, t h a t  the  students would not have anything 
t o  say about t h e  Faculty Affairs Committee. 
Miss Boyer: But as  members of the  Senate you would then give them a qual i f ied 

vote f o r  some issues and not f o r  others? 
Dr .  Hahn: A s  members of the Senate obviously a student can ge t  up and say what 

he wants, but we would be implying t h a t  they would be primarily concerned with those 
matters i n  which students a re  on Committees, 

Dr .  Behen: The in t en t  of t h i s  Amendment Dr .  Behen stated, i f  he interpreted it 
correctly when they talked about it i n  Committee, is t o  make students members of 
the Senate, duly elected members of the Senate, 

D r .  Behen s ta ted  they even discussed the propriety of putting in  the 
clause 'with the  r ight  t o  voter, Our own fee l ing  was tha t  it was not necessary be- 
cause saying "student membersu would carry with it the  r igh t  t o  vote, receive 
minutes, speak on the floor,  serve on committees, perform other functions and have 
general responsibil i t ies.  

Inasmuch as we f e l t  t h a t  undoubtedly the question would be raised: 
Does t h i s  mean they would have the r igh t  t o  vote? Since we saw tha t  it would do 
no harm t o  put the expression i n  there, we simply added the expression; but the 
in t en t  of the  Amendment i s  t o  make these students duly elected members - these 
students who a r e  duly elected members of the  Senate w i t h  the r igh t  t o  vote is  
simply t o  preclude any doubt on the matter. Beyond t h a t  where they would function 
I assume it would be the  same a s  it is with any other faculty member - we a l l  have

our own par t icu lar  qualifications and limitations,  and I might make a be t t e r  mem- 
ber on some types of Committees and be qui te  unsuited t o  membership on others. . Ell is :  We should be precise about the matter of the qualificat,ions f o r  
s,tudents e l ig ib le  f o r  election - by being a Full-time student, and as  to whether o r  
not he must maintain t h i s  s ta tus  throughout h i s  term of office. 

I think the addition of four  (4) more words i n  the  Amendment would 
remove the other interpretation. 

D r .  Edgar: Are you wil l ing t o  amend this ,  M r .  E l l i s ?  
Mr. E l l i s :  Merely making a suggestion. 

AMENINENT: Mr. E l l i s  moved t o  Amend the  Proposed Amendment t o  the 
Constitution by adding the  following words to  the  l a s t  
sentence : 

maintain the qualifications throughout h i s  term of 
of f ice  i n  order t o  remain i n  the  Senate. 

Seconded. 
Dr .  &hn: must maintain e l - ig ib i l i ty  throughout t h e i r  term of office? 

Dr. Edgar: A t  the end of the  l a s t  sentence, Mr. E l l i s?  

D r .  Hare rephrased: and must maintain the i r  s t a tus  as Full-time students. 
( M r .  E l l i s  ~rnendment): Seconded. 

Dr .  Roberts: A l i t t l e  confused. In order t o  be a student member -- it says 
student members s h a l l  be Full-%ime undergraduate students. 

I t  says you have t o  be a Full-time nndergradnda+,e st,udent i n  order 
t o  be a student member, without the Amendment. 
Dr .  Hahn: And you might say must be e l ig ib le  f o r  election t o  Student Gove~*r~merit 

a t  the time of election. 

Student : Why the phrase i n  there regarding Student Government? 
(Mr. Simko) Student Government s e t s  up its own rules  and regulations on who is 

e l ig ib le  - they must be Full-time and they must a lso carry a cer tain 
cumulative point average. A t  the time of election t o  the Senate a 
student, due to  circumstances beyond h is  control, may be a part-time 
student and ye t  s t i l l  wish t o  serve on the  Senate next year. He has 
every in t en t  and purpoae of being a Full-time student the  following 
year but  a t  the  time of the election he may be only part-time. This 
is another point on which you have t o  be careful of your wording, 

Dr.  Hahn: To answer your f i r s t  point as  t o  why it says t o  be e l ig ib le  f o r  
Student Ckvernment. This was  debated i n  the  Senate before; the purpose was t o  make 
it general ra ther  than r e fe r  t o  a specific point average. 
Student : Because you don't want t o  revise  the Constitution every time? 

(Mr. Simko) 

D r .  Hahn: Yes, t ha t  is  the  reason f o r  it. 
A s  t o  the 2nd point: Perhaps you have a point there tha t  some one 

intends t o  become a Full-time student but then t h i s  creates complications. 
I don't know how t o  answer that. Perhaps some one e lse  can c l a r i fy  

or  give good reasons f o r  or  against. 

D r .  Hare: Student should be e l ig ib le  t o  serve i n  the Senate a t  the time he 
stands f o r  election and remain e l ig ib le  throughout the time he serves i n  the 
Senate.

Dr.  Hare contrd.:It seems t o  me t h a t  the only problem t h a t  exists i n  a l l  of t h i s  
i s  the  of means, by elections o r  successions, The problem could be 
handled exactly i n  the same way tha t  the facul ty  members of the  Senate a re  
handled, and tha t  is when there i s  a death, resignation o r  a sabbatical leave 
(which is  about the  same thing) then the next i n  l i n e  moves up. 

QUESTION CALLED FOR ON AMENDMENT: . Ellis withdrew the  Amendment. 

Dr .  Hahn: There a r e  two (2) conditions here: (1) Full-time and (2) e l ig ib le*  

Dr. Shipka: What i s  the function of t h e  phrase l lNl - t ime ' t?  Why not leave it up 
t o  Student Government? Students should determine by t h e i r  own c r i t e r i a  what the 
conditions should be. 

Why should we s e t  tha t  phrase i n  there t o  complicate i t ?  I f  the 
students decide i n  order t o  be on Student Government t h a t  they should be  Ful l-  
time and have a grade point average of 2.5 l e t t s  leave it up t o  them. If they 
want t o  change the  conditions f o r  e l i g i b i l i t y  fine. 

Dr .  W. Miner: We do the same thing with the Limited Service Faculty. Limited 
Service Faculty members are not e l ig ib le  f o r  the  University Senate. 

I would say the same argument would apply and there i s  a rat ionale  
t o  say tha t  Limited Service people should be members of th i s  body, So far we have 
not accepted that. 

Dr .  Shipka: Perhaps we should. 

Dr. T. Miner: It seems t o  me tha t  the Full-time student is more properly the 
representative of the  student body. I rea l ize  t h i s  is not (we could argue t h i s  
point) b u t  I f e e l  personally t h a t  the student members of t h i s  Senate should be 
Full-time members as representatives of the student body. A part-time student 
could be taking a one-hour (1-h) course, and tha t ' s  all. 

Dr. Shipka: What is the  present requirement f o r  e l i g i b i l i t y  to Student Government? 

Ans. : (by Mr. Simko) 2.25 cumulative point average and Full-time student. He 
must not be planning t o  graduate i n  h i s  term of of f ice  Mrs. Dykema stated,

Dr.  Paul  Beckman moved approval of the Curriculum Report 
of April 2, 1971 in  i t s  entirety. The Report includes 
changes i n  College of A r t s  and Sciences in: Black Studies, 
Home Economics, Foreign Languages (~rench, German, ~ p a n i s h )  , 
English, Geography, Plathematics, Sociology and Anthropology; 
School of Education (Elementary Education, Secondary Educatiori); 
School of Music. These changes had been previously approved 
by the Curriculum Committee. 

Dr .  Hare: Point of Order, A t  a recent Senate meeting a rul ing was passed 
'F;;iday, March 5, 1971 Senate Minutes, page #17) t h a t  the Senate not consider * - -  

Curridurn changes proposed by any Department unless the Department Chairman 
or a representative of t h a t  Department Chairman is present a t  the  time the  
matter is brought up, 

Dr .  Hare s ta ted t h a t  the only possible way the Curriculum Committee can 
properly introduce these Motions and follow the  above ruling is t o  ask Department 
by Department if there is a representative present a t  today's Senate meeting. 

Dr .  Beckman s t a t ed  each Section then would be taken up separately, 

MOTION: Dr.  Beckman moved approval of the changes i n  College of 
A r t s  and Sciences i n  Black Studies Program.

Dr .  Shipka: Suggested t h a t  f o r  convenience and time element involved t o  c a l l  the 
Roll of each Department t h a t  has curriculum changes coming up and determine 
whether o r  not there i s  a representative present from the respective Departments.

We 
went through the motions of approving a General Education Curriculum and the  
Catalog reads that courses can be acceptable f o r  sat isfying Social  Studies require- 
ments i f  these courses a r e  taken from certain Departments. This should be spelled 
out. 

In  the Black Studies Pmgram t o  be offered - Black Studies 600 - Introduction 
t o  Black Studies I is applicable toward the  University requirement i n  Social  
Studies; Black Studies 601 - Introduction t o  Black Studies 602 i s  applicable t o  the 
University requirement i n  Humanities, 

Who is to establ ish t h i s  fac t?  Is it up t o  the Curriculum C o ~ n m i t ~ e e  t o  accept 
these courses o r  can any Department?

MOTION; Dr.  Hahn moved an Amendment t o  delete  the  l a s t  sentence -

DISCUSS I O N  : 
1) Dr.  Pfau: I n  favor of applying these t o  the graduation requirements i n  the 

respective areas, 
The basic question i s  probably the need f o r  the Black Studies Program, 
In the ea r l i e r  discussion of the  Inter-Departmental course "Man i n  Technology1! 

it was emphasizied t h a t  a course t h a t  d id  not apply t o  the graduation requirement i n  
any area would have some d i f f i cu l ty  i n  catching on a s  an elective. 

The Senate then voted t o  accept t h a t  course as applying t o  any graduation re- 
quirement. It seems t o  me we a re  faced here with an urgent problem of providing 
a Black Studies Program. You remember the  d i f f i c u l t i e s  on campus last Spring. 
You may perhaps recognize tha t  i f  t he  facul ty  does not support such a Program it 
w i l l  place the President of the  University i n  a very awkward position. 

I think we should keep in mind t h a t  students w i l l  want t o  choose courses early 
i n  t h e i r  c~wriculum, t h a t  is, i n  the  f i r s t  two years, t h a t  do s a t i s f y  graduation 
requirements. 

I urge defeat of the Amendment before you, 
Dean Rob5x?on: - --- The courses i n  Black Studies were well developed, in consultation 

with the 5 Departments. 

Dr.  YozwTak: I am not  i n  favor of the Amendment, bu.t I am jn  f ~ v o r  of the courses

3) Dr.  Dobbert: Correction of Miss Pfau (with a l l  due respect) - when we were in- 
volved i n  get t ing t h e  Technology course - Man i n  Technology - it was sa id  a t  the  
time t h i s  could be up to  the discretion of the Chairmen of the Departments whether 
or  not they would want t o  count t h i s  as  a graduation requirement. 

It seems t o  me - leave i t  up t o  the individual Departments, we should not 
force Departments t o  accept or  not accept. 

The Amendment w i l l  s o r t  of s t r a i t j acke t  the autonomy of Departments. De- 
partments could use more autonomy than less.  

4) Dr. Cohen: We do have the  machinery t o  take up these questions and t h a t  i s  the 
Curriculum Committees of the Colleges of the University who approved these courses. 
They look a t  descriptions of these courses very carefully; pa r t  of the description 
is  the sentence t h a t  the one Black Studies Course i s  applicable toward the Uni- 
vers i ty  requirement i n  Social  Studies; and the  other one i s  apg3icab.l e tto -bile Uni- 
vers i  t y  requirement i n  Humanities. 

These a re  the sentences t h a t  a re  subject t o  the Proposed Amendment. I 
have assumed t h a t  these Committees have looked a t  these courses and decided tha t  
they a re  valid; they are  offered i n  the College of A r t s  and Sciences; the one is 
i n  the area of the  Social  Studies and the other one is  i n  fac t ,  a course i n  the 
area of what is properly called Humanities, Therefore, they do belong i n  these 
areas, and therefore, the Curriculum Committees have decided tha t  i s  valid. This 
is  the  machinery and t h i s  was  properly followed, 

Therefore, I think the Amendment should be defeated, 
5 )  Dr .  Hare: We are  running in to  a very serious catalog problem. The General 
University requirements a re  s t a t ed  i n  one block i n  the Catalog as  passed by the 
Senate--at l e a s t  i t  was l a s t  year o r  two (2) years ago. This represents an ex- 
ception to  the statement that i s  i n  the Catalog and w i l l  force an Amendment change, 
an ed i to r i a l  change here, o r  a ser ies  of footnotes or  cross-references or  something, 
6)  Why not l e t  Phi l  Snyder worry about tha t?  
7 )  Dr .  Hare: I do have t o  read the Catalog a t  times. 

8 )  D r .  Hankey: Wouldn't it solve the  problems especially i f  600 were cross- listed 
f o r  instance as  History o r  Sociology and 601 were cross- listed as a Literature 
course or  Language course? 
9) Dr .  T, Riner: Defeat the  Amendment, it hat is, the crossing out of the l a s t  
sentence i n  #600 and a lso  i n  #601), 

I am much i n  favor of courses which cross disciplines and I want t o  en- 
courage our students t o  take such courses.

The Council Chairman is a meniber of the School of Education's Academic Stan- 
dards and Policy Committee which is studying the School's admission, retention, and 
graduation policies. Council members have been asked t o  serve on various School of 
Education committees. 

A year ago the  Council brought t o  the at tent ion of the School of Education the 
problem of drug education f o r  teachers. After considerable discussion it was de- 
cided t o  devote one session of the Student Teaching Seminar t o  drug education, This 
approach t o  a continuing problem i n  our society has been continued this year. 

Significant developments reported t o  the Council recently included: 
1. The selection of YSU as one of the 15 National Regional Centers 

of the Kettering Foundation's Individual Guided Education project. 

2. Video-taping of student teachers i s  proving useful and w i l l  be em- 
ployed more extensively when additional equipment is  available, 

3. Masters programs are  being developed t o  prepare professional counselors 
and reading specialists.  

4. Earl ier  laboratory experiences a re  being planned i n  all teacher 
education programs; the Sheridan School project is  underway w i t h  
excellent cooperation from the school faculty. 

5. The Student Teaching Advisory Council i s  helping establish c r i t e r i a  
f o r  the  select ion of cooperating teachers and ass i s t ing  i n  a review 
of the t o t a l  program.

Ans.: - Mrs. Batt in  - We f e l t  t ha t  f o r  t h e  student working here he would have t o  

take h i s  courses only a t  cer ta in  times i n  order not t o  confl ic t  with his work; 
a f t e r  work o r  before work; there was a question about it. 

2) Puts pressure many times on Departments who have full- time employees; often a 
conf l ic t  between s tudies  and work. Are we not encouraging students even now t o  
take full- time jobs by giving special  privileges t o  those who work here? 
Mrs. Smith: Two (2) items. We s e t  up p r io r i ty  times when students could register:  
1) We had t o  take people out of our offices and send them over t o  regis t rat ion 

when we rea l ly  needed them i n  the of f ice  but  students would ask t o  be excused t o  go 
and be registered. Depending upon what time they went they might o r  might not re- 
turn t o  the i r  desks. So, one of the se l f i sh  reasons on the pa r t  of those i n  the 
offices, was t h a t  i f  we could reg is te r  than early on a cer tain morning we would 
know they were going t o  be back a t  work. 

2) The other thing tha t  has happened, and giving us a real problem, even with our 
full- time students and our night students especially - a t  2:00 p.m. i n  the after-  
noon, with regis t rat ion s t a r t ing  at12:OO noon t h i s  Quarter, one of our night 
classes was closed. It was t h e  only class  given on tha t  par t icular  night and the 
day students had f i l l e d  the  class.
