"Student nenbers with the right to vote shall be
el ected by each undergraduat e school or college. fThere
shall he two each elected fromthe School of Business
Administration, the School of Education, and the Col |l ege
of Arts and Sci ences, and one each elected fromthe
School of Engineering, the Technical and Community
Col | ege, and the School of Misic, The Chairman of
Student Council and the President of Student Gover nment
shal | be ex~officio VOting members. Student members
shall be full-tinme undergraduate students eligible for
el ection to Student Government."

(The follow ng proviso is also a part of the Mtion but not
a part of the Amendment):

The Constitution and Byl aws Committee shall edit the
Constitution to reconcile the appropriate sections
with Article III, Section 2 b).
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
