The meeting was called to order at 4: 03 p.m. in Schwebel Auditorium by Chair-
man, Clyde Vanaman.

Preceding the regular agenda of business, Dr. Vanaman recognized Dr. Cohen,
who moved adoption of the following resolution:

WHEREAS the Youngstown State University Academic Senate has now
started its second year of operation under the chairmanship of an
elected faculty member, and

WHEREAS Professor David M. Behen was the chairman of this body
during its first year of such operation and during the difficult
period of transition to operation under a new charter, and

WHEREAS this body has benefitted from the leadership, wisdom,
and kindliness of Professor Behen in his tenure as chairman of
the Senate, now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED that this body formally express its deep and
sincere appreciation to Professor Behen, and, in token of this,
forward to him a copy of this resolution.

The motion was seconded by Dr. Roberts. The motion carried unanimously.

Dr. Vanaman announced that Dr. Caryl Freeman had agreed to serve as Secretary
to the Senate and that Dr. Daniel O'Neill had agreed to act as Parliamentarian. He
asked that Senate approve these announcements, as specified in Section 4, Paragraph
a of the Charter and Bylaws. Mrs. Dykema moved approval of the appointments; Dr.
Ameduri seconded the motion. The motion to approve carried unanimously.
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Dr. Vanaman introduced one guest at the Senate meeting, Mr. Paul Amodio, the
new Director of Athletics for Youngstown State University.

Returning to the printed agenda, Dr. Vanaman called for corrections, additions,
or other changes in the published minutes from the meeting of Friday, November 8,
1974; the minutes were approved as distributed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Constitution and Bylaws Committee: Chairman, Stephen Hanzely, made two
announcements:

1. New members of the Constitution and Bylaws Committee are Edwin
Pejack, Charles Singler, and Irwin Cohen.

2. The Committee has received a request for an interpretation of the
Charter and also has received a request to consider a potential
amendment to the Charter.

Dr. Hanzely indicated that the Committee was meeting and would consider the two
requests and report at a later date.

Executive Committee: Chairman, Richard Jones, made the report which is
appended to these minutes.

Curriculum Committee : Chairman, Virginia Phillips, moved that Article e,
Section 2 of Bylaw 6 be suspended for this meeting to give special consideration to
a course that was inadvertently omitted from the Curriculum Committee report to
Senate at the June 7, 1974, meeting. The motion was seconded by Dr. Shuster;
the motion to suspend carried. Mrs. Phillips then moved the approval of the change
of Psychology 834 to Psychology 734; the motion to approve was seconded by Dr.
Jones. The motion carried.

OTHER COMMITTEE REPORTS

There were no other committee reports.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

There was no unfinished business.
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NEW BUSINESS

Dr. Cohen inquired 1) will Senate meetings be returning to the usual first Fri-
day of the month, and 2) is there something which Senate should be doing about
the possibility of a change from the term to the early semester plan?

Senate Executive Committee chairman, Dr. Jones, responding to the first
question, indicated that Senate would be returning to the traditional first Friday
meeting dates.

After some discussion which indicated that conflicting reports had been received
at the University concerning the possibility and procedures for making a change from
the term to the early semester system, Dr. Hanzely moved that the Executive Commit-
tee of Senate look into the matter of semesters vs. quarters and what is currently
happening, and report back to the Senate with possible recommendations for action
at the March meeting. The motion was seconded by Dr. Sterenberg. The motion
passed.

Miss Maruskin inquired as to whether Senate was aware of the teacher exchange
plan currently being operated in the state of Ohio. Dr. Alderman replied that forms
had been circulated through the faculty, showing an interest by some ten or twelve
members in participating in the plan. To date, no match had been made for these
persons in other universities.

There being no further business, Mr. Sturgeon moved adjournment. The meeting
adjourned at 4: 35 p.m.

R. Jones was selected chairperson of the committee.

The mogt important business for the Executive Committee is the appointment
of faculty to the chartered Senate committees. In addition to this work, the
committee received from President Coffelt a request to recommed faculty personnel
to 13 advisory committees. |t was agreed that both the committee appointments
and recommendations to the President would be based on faculty interests. To
this end a committee interest form was distributed to all full-time faculty includ-
ing department chairpersons. The Executive Conmittee plans to have all committee
appointments and recommendations completed by the end of January.

One exception wes mede to the above procedure. The Executive Committee has
established the membership of the University Curriculum Committee. This action
was hecessary because of the large voume of work on which that committee had to
act.

The Executive Committee established an Ad Hoc Computer Committee to consider

three specific items needing immediate action. The charge to this Ad Hoc Committee
isin the library. This Ad Hoc Committee is to complete its work by 1 February.

The Executive Committee has requested from the Constitution and By-Lans
Committee a formal interpretation of Section 5, item-c of the constitution. This
section concerns distribution of committee reports to the Senate.

Ore responsibility of the Senate Executive Committee is to assign faculty to
appointed Senate committees. The Executive Committee has been asked by President
Coffelt to recommend faculty membes for the newly established administrative
boards and advisory committees. Both the appointments to the Senate committees and
the recommendations to the President will, when possible, be based on faculty in-
terests. Senate committee appointments will be for the remainder of this academic
year, and in most cases for the 1975-76 academic year.

Under the rev Senate constitution not only has the number of appointed committees
been decreased from 31 to 9, but also the charges to may of the nine committees
have been changed. Listed bedow are the nine appointed committees with their charges
and memberships. The administrative mambas (number unspecified) are appointed by
Dr. Coffelt and have no voting privileges (see by-law 6, b-2). Student members,
appointed by Student Council, have voting privileges (see by-lav 6, b-3). Following
this list is a list, also including charges and memberships of the three Administra-
tive Boards and ten Advisory Committees.

Enclosed with this nero is a scan sheet to be filled out by you indicating
those committees on which you would be willing and prefer to serve. This scan sheet
must be returned to R. W. Jones, Department of Chemica Engineering and Materials
Science, by no later than 15 January 1975.

Board Authorization

On June 22, 1974 the Board of Trustees of Youngstown
State University adopted Resolution YR 1974-41 authorizing
the operation of the Academic Senate under this charter.
The following excerpts, taken from the minutes of the
Board of Trustees, are an integral part of the document
approved by the Board.

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees believes that YR 1974-4]
sound operation and growth of the University can
be promoted by cooperative participation of fac-
ulty, administration, and student representatives
in development of new policies and changes in ex-
isting policies pertaining to academic functions
and activities of the University; and

WHEREAS, the Board is supportive of efforts
to maintain a collegial relationship which will
be fostered by the principles in the new charter;
and

WHEREAS, the charter has been endorsed and
recommended by the predecessor Senate, faculty,
and administration.

NV BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, that the Board
of Trustees accepts and approves this charter for
the Youngstown State University Academic Senate,
with the understanding that, in complaince with
authority and responsibilities vested in the Board
by law, this charter and all actions of the Aca-
demic Senate are subject to the Board's right to
review and approve, or reject.

PREAMBLE

In recognition of the essential role of the faculty in the devel opnent
of policies concerning the academc functions and activities of the Uni-
versity, it is appropriate for the Senate to have prinary responsibility
for the devel opnent of new policies, or changes in existing policies,
integral and essential to the academc functions and activities of the
Lhi versity.

In further recognition of the responsibilities of the faculty to
the University comunity, the Senate shall have the right to nake such
studies as it considers necessary, and recormend to the administration
changes that said studies indicate are appropriate.

ARTI CLE |

PURPCEE --The purpose of this charter shall be the furtherance of the
recogni zed rol e of the faculty concerning academc functions
and activities of the University; to provide an orderly manner,
includi ng the establishnment of Byl aws, through which the fac-
ulty may assune its role; to provide for the expression of
opi nions fromothers in the University conmmnity who are al so
interested in the academc functions and activities of the
Uni versity; and, to provide the faculty with the neans to
conduct such studi es as may becone necessary to the expression
of a responsi bl e opi ni on.

It isdirected that a Senate be established for the pur-
pose of inplenenting the recognized role of the faculty. It
shal | be known as THE ACADEM C SENATE

DEFINTIONS --For the purpose of this Charter and the Byl aws, the nean-
ing of the follow ng terns shall be:

Section 1 ol | ege.

As used in the Charter, college shall nean an academ c unit
under the direction of an undergraduat e Dean regardl ess of
the name assigned to the academc unit.

a college is subdivided into a school or schools wth said
school or school s responsi bl e to the undergraduat e Dean of
that col l ege, the school or schools shall be represented hy
t he nunber of departnents in the school. If a school is not
divided into departnents, it shall be considered an academ c
depart nent .

Lﬁon notificationor discovery by other neans,
the Hections and Balloting Commttee shal l
determne the fact of vacancy and the nature of
such vacancy, and shall proceed to fill such
vacancy on either a pernanent or tenporary
(involving a period of one quarter or |onger)
basi s, as specified herein.

() The Hections and Balloting Conmttee shall
mai ntain records of balloting results for all
el ected Senate positions for the purpose of
determning the basis for filling such vacancies
as mght occur.

Section 2 Filling of Vacancies and Certifying Menbershi ps.

@ A vacancy anong the el ected Faculty Senators
or on an elected chartered coomttee shall
be filled by the unel ected candi date who re-
ceived the hi ghest nunber of votes in the
el ection, as certified by the Hections and
Bal loting Coomttee. In the case of a tie,
the Hections and Balloting Cormttee shal l
conduct a drawi ng of |ot to deci de the appoint-
nent .

(b  Appointments to fill vacancies shall termnate
upon the return of a person being replaced or upon
the expiration of the termof office, whichever
cones first.

() The B ections and Balloting Coomttee shall report
the filling of a vacancy to the Executive Commttee.
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Section 3 Qther Faculty Vacanci es,
The matter of such vacancies as not here provided for
shal|l be referred to the Executive Committee of the
Senate for disposition.

Section 4 Non-Faculty Vacanci es
Adnmini strative or student vacancies in the Senate or
its subsidiary bodies shall be filled by the appro-
priate individual or body and in a manner consistent
with the provisions of the Charter.

Section 5. The Executive Cormittee shall report the filling of
al | vacancies at the next Senate neeting.

BYLAW 8. CRDER OF BUSI NESS AT SENATE MEETI NGS

The order of business at all Senate neetings, except the organ-
i zational neeting, shall be:

1) Call to order

2) Approval of the mnutes of the last neeting

3) Report of the Charter and Byl aws Committee

4) Report of the Executive Committee

5) Report of the Elections and Balloting Conmttee
6) Reports of other Senate Committees

7)  Unfinished business

8) New busi ness

9) Adjour nment

BYLAW 9. RULES GF ORDER

Section 1

Section 2

The rul es of order specified in the latest edition of
Robert's Rules of O der Newly Revised (Scott, Foresman
and Conpany) shall govern where applicable, provided
that they are in accord with this Charter and Byl aws,
and except as they are superseded by the standing rul es
specified by this Bylaw or by resolution of the Senate
concerning the conduct of its business at a particular
meeting.

Any menber of the University community shall have the
right to address the Senate, provided he has notified
the chairman, in witing, of his Intent, and has ar-
ranged with the chairman for a suitable tine at which
he may be recognized. A menber or guest of the Senate
may speak at such time as he is recogni zed by the chair.
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Section 3. All meetings >f the S nate shill be open Neeti ngs
unl ess atherwise deci:'ed by a vore of :he Senate.

Section 4  Senate business shall be ccaducted by Informal Con-
sideration, except following affirmation of a notion
"to consider formaily." ({dosure ot Debate, neverthel ess,
may still be ordered by a twc-thirds majority.

Section 5. A adjourned neeting shal: he ordered for the next neeting
of the Senate in eithar of the fol |l owi ng circumstances:

(a) When the conduct of the Yenate's busianess i S
terminatad by cb-: loss of a quorum.

(b) Wen the conduct of the Senate's business is
terminated by th: arrival of a pre-deternined
time of adjournm:nt, in the absence of a notion
to extend the linits of debate, except upon the
maj ority rejectioa of the privileged notion
"to fi X the time to which to aijoura.”

Section 6. Wpon a ruling of the zhair in resgomse t0 an appeal by
any Senate membar, su action of the body shall be de-
clared null aad void¢ if, in the procedures by which
such action was taksr, either these standing rules or
appl i cabl e parliamentiry procedures have been viol ated.
Such appeal may be mede either during the meeting in
whi ch such action wae taken, follow ng the affirnation
of a notion to adjoura, or at uny tlae before the next
meeting of tlie body. The rulinz of the chair nust be
made no |ater than tte begi nning of the subsequent
meeting.

BYLAW 10. AMENDMENTS

Section 1 Proposed ameundments to tha Evlaws ghall be first sub-
mtted or referred te the Charter and Bylaws Conmttee.

Section 2 A proposed amendment tO the Bylaws shall be mailed by
the Secretary of the Sanacz ro the Senate menbership
at |least one weak prior to itS being submitted to the
Senat e for comsidera: fon,

Section 3 A the neeting of the Senate at which the Arendment is
to be considered, th: Charter and Byl aws Coumittee
ghai rman shall pliace the ‘mendment before the Senate.
Wth af f irmative maj. rity vote of the Senate, and In the
absence of a challen:e durieg the chal | enge peri od,
the anendnent shal | t.ecome effective.
