A quorum having assembled, the organizational meeting of the 1975-76 
Academic Senate was called to order a t  4: 08 p.m. on Friday, May 16, 1975, 
in Schwebel Audi tor ium b y  the chairman of the preceding Senate, Clyde 
Vanaman. D r .  Vanaman asked the Senate's wishes regarding a method of  
operation for th is  organizational meeting. A motion was made to name Dr .  
Vanaman as act ing chairman for th is meeting; the motion was seconded. The 
motion passed unanimously. 

D r .  Vanaman then called for additions, corrections, o r  other changes in 
the minutes o f  the meeting held on Friday, May 2 ,  1975. There were several 
changes: 

1. On page 1, under COMMITTEE REPORTS (Charter and By-  
laws Committee), the last sentence in numbered paragraph 
2 should be changed to read as follows (changes of word ing 
are underl ined) : The  Committee determined that under the 
present charge of  the Academic Af fa i rs Committee, it would 
not be able to ini t iate o r  consider the foreign language 
requirement because the courses of  on ly  one department 
were involved. 

On page 2 of the Minutes, under COMMITTEE REPORTS 
(Academic Affairs Committee), the last two sentences in the 
second paragraph should be changed to read as follows 
(changes underl ined): In answer to a question, he also 
informed Senate that the Social Services Technology program 
would be nominally housed in the Department of Special 
Studies in the Technical and Community College. The 
motion to accept the program passed unanimously. 
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3. On page 3, under COMMITTEE REPORTS (Curr iculum Com- 
mittee), the next  to the last sentence in the fourth paragraph 
should be changed to read as follows (changes underl ined): 
Dur ing the discussion, Mrs.  Phi l l ips reported that it w i l l  
henceforth be the pol icy of the Curriculun, Committee not 
to act on - 800- and 700-level courses which do not have 
prerequisites until a f i rm pol icy has been determined b y  
the Academic Af fa i rs Committee, 

There being no other corrections, additions, or  changes,, the minutes were 
declared approved as amended. 

NOMINATIONS FOR CHAIRMAN OF THE SENATE 

Clyde Vanaman was nominated for Chairman of the Senate; the motion was 
seconded. Dr .  Vanaman accepted the nomination. M r .  McBr iar ty  was nominated 
for Chairman of the Senate; the motion was seconded. Mr .  McBr iar ty  declined 
the nomination. There were no other nominations for the office. A motion to 
declare the nominations closed passed unanimously. 

Later in the meeting, a point of order was made indicating that the Charter 
requires that a ballot contain at  least two names for each position to be f i l led.  
A t  that time, the nominations for Chairman of the Senate were reopened. Mrs.  
Dykema was nominated for Chairman of the Senate; the motion was seconded. 
There were no other nominations. A motion was made and passed unanimously 
to close nominations w i th  two names: Clyde Vanaman, Chr ist ine Dykema for 
Chairman of  the Senate. These names w i l l  be placed on a mailed bal lot for 
Senate consideration. 

NOMINATIONS FOR MEMBERS OF THE CHARTER AND BYLAWS COMMITTEE 

The fol lowing persons were nominated to fill three vacancies on the Char- 
ter and Bylaws Committee: llajean Feldmiller, Daniel O'Neill, Tadeusz K. 
Slawecki, Fred Blue, Joseph Kirschner, Ph i l ip  Hahn, Paul Dalbec. A l l  nomin- 
ations were seconded. Joseph Kirschner declined to have h i s  name placed on 
the ballot. A motion was made to close nominations for the Charter and 
Bylaws Committee; the motion passed unanimously. Six names w i l l  be placed 
on  the mailed bal lot for election to the Charter and Bylaws Committee. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Charter and Bylaws Committee: In the absence of  the Chairman, Edwin 
Pejack reported for the Committee as follows: 
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1. A t  the June meeting, the Committee w i l l  present a bylaw 
which contains a method for removing appointed and elected 
members to Senate and to chartered Senate committees. 

2. A t  the June meeting, the Committee also expects to present 
a proposal for a new charge to the Research Committee in 
order to bring i ts  work  into harmony w i th  the already 
existing Research Council. 

Executive Committee: Chairman, Richard Jones, reported the activit ies of 
the Executive Committee for the year. The repor t  i s  appended to these minutes. 

Curr iculum Committee: Co-Chairman, Edward Largent, moved that four 
courses be adopted: Chemical Engineering 851, Chemical Engineering 864 
(These two courses to be adopted exactly as shown on the agenda for the May 
2nd meeting); Home Economics 809, w i th  the prerequisite changed to read 
"Home Economics 611" ("Consent of the instructor1' was deleted); Criminal 
Justice 649, w i th  the prerequisite changed to read "None" (a change from 
"Permission of the instructor" ) .  The motion was seconded by Dr .  Jones; 
the motion passed unanimously. 

Mr .  Sturgeon inquired if the proposed new course, Management 719, 
would be returned for Senate consideration. Dr .  Largent said that this 
course had been returned to the Management Department for resolution of 
dif f icult ies and that it was un l ike ly  that the course could be returned to 
Senate before the Fal l  of 1975. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

There was no unfinished business. 

NEW BUSINESS 

Dr .  Jones, Youngstown State Universi ty 's Representative to the Faculty 
Advisory Committee to the Chancellor of the Ohio Board of Regents, gave the 
repor t  which is  appended to these minutes. 

D r .  Vanarnan announced that the colleges of Engineering and Education w i l l  
be holding elections to select new members of the Executive Committee, and 
reminded the Senate that, of the various chartered committees, the Curr iculum 
Committee w i l l  be restructured in the Fal l  of 1975. 

Committee chairman were reminded that a l l  committees a re  expected to 
repor t  once a year (even though the report  may state in this part icular year 
that there is  no report) ,  and i t  is  anticipated that these reports w i l l  be made 
at the June 6 meeting of Senate. 
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Dr .  Baldino inquired, "Could someone who is  conversant w i t h  the regulations 
of the Agreement indicate whether o r  not non-members are entit led to vote next  
week. If they are not, I would l ike  to challenge Mr .  Abram's comments about 
the 'success of this part icular Agreement."' The question was ru led  out of 
order by the acting chairman. Dr .  Baldino was referred d i rect ly  to the 
Executive Officers of the OEA. Dr .  Baldino asked that h is  question be made 
par t  of the record of the Academic Senate. 

There being no fur ther business, the meeting was adjourned at  4: SO p.m.

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REPORT TO THE SENATE FROM THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 

This report w i l l  br iefly review the work of the Executive Committee 
during the 1974-1975 academic year. 

Because two schools could not hold elections for  Executive Committee 
representation unt i l  af ter  the beginning of the Fall Quarter, the complete 
Executive Conunittee membership was not established unt i l  mid-December. Be- 
cause the chartered committee structure had been completely changed, new 
f o m  had t o  be developed to  sol ic i te  faculty committee preferences, These 
forms were distributed over the quarter break. More than 250 questionnaires 
were returned t o  the Executive Committee. Problems with the computer program 
used to  analyze the information delayed Executive Comittee action unt i l  the 
end of January. Finally, i n  mid-February appointments to  the nine appointed 
chartered committees were completed. The Executive Committee also recommended 
to President Coffelt faculty to  serve on Advisory Boards and Administrative 
Committees. The Executive Committee has also appointed three faculty to  the 
K i  lcawley Center Board. 

Since February the Executive Comnittee has established the following 
three ad-hoc committees : 

Calendar Committee: The Ohio Board of Regents adopted a policy allowing 
the higher education institutions a choice between the quarter and the early 
semester calendar system. This ad-hoc committee was established to  study the 
desirability and feas ibi l i ty  of changing to  the early semester calendar a t  
YSU. This is an eighteen member committee. 

Student Advising: Results from a Student Government-sponsored, 'Workshop 
on Communications" held i n  January of th is  year clearly identified academic 
advising as  a c r i t i c a l  problem a t  YSU. This ad-hoc committee was established 
to  enumerate the problems associated with academic advising, t o  study advis- 
ing methods used a t  both YSU and other institutions, and to  recomnend a 
solution t o  the advising problems a t  YSU. This is a seven member committee. 

Honors Pro ram: A t  its l a s t  meeting i n  1974-1975 academic year, the 
Senate __h-g vote t o  return t o  committee a proposed Honors Program. Under the new 
Charter the Honors Sub-conunittee w a s  eliminated. The Executive Conunittee re- 
established the Honors Committee with essentially the same members, and charged 
the committee with the responsibility of submitting to  the Academic Affairs 
Comittee an Honors Program before the end of th is  quarter.

FAC has met several times since my l a s t  report. Each meeting involved dis-  
cussions concerning progress, i n  the legislature, on the proposed higher education 
budget for  the 1975-1977 biennium. Since the proposed budget changed daily my re- 
ports would have been out of date before presented t o  the Senate. Now, however, 
the House has approved the budget, and there w i l l  probably not be any major change 
i n  the Senate version of the b i l l .  Important aspects of the house b i l l  are: 

there has been a 34% increase i n  the budget, not including capital 
improvements. 
the proposed YSU subsidy (minus capital improvements) is $13,834,540 
for  the f i r s t  year and $15,768,510 fo r  the second year of the biennium. 
the 96% rule on enrollment w i l l  be retained. 
subsidy w i l l  be paid for  a student living within 30 miles of a main 
campus. 
no change i n  student fee structure. 
no change i n  wording concerning sabbatical leave. 
a l l  contract format must be approved by s t a t e  auditor before distributed. 
s t a t e  auditor has authority t o  defer payments of subsidy for  an undefined 
period of time. 
no change i n  wording concerning faculty work week. 
no monies can be transferred from the general and instructional funds 
without expressed authorization of Board of Trustees. 
Management Improvement Program is dead. 
OBOR is mandated t o  conduct studies t o  determine causes of student 
a t t r i t ion ,  t o  make recommendations t o  limit undesirable a t t r i t ion ,  t o  
ascertain the existance of duplicative program offerings, and t o  develop 
minimum s ize  c r i t e r i a  for  determining whether marginal programs should 
be subsidized. 

Also discussed a t  the FAC meeting was substitute HB70. This b t l l  dealing 
with collective bargaining had not been approved as of 14 May, Drtpwtant aspects 
of the b i l l  are: 

a) prohibits state-wide bargaining by faculty. 
b) professional and non-professional grotrps can form single unit  for  

purpose of bargaining i f  both units vote t o  do so. 
c) only factors subject to  bargaining are wages, hours, terms and conditions 

of employment. 
d) provides for  an agency shop. 



There have been added t o  the end of the b i l l  several paragraphs which a l l  
professional union organizations find highly objectionable. These items have 
apparently been l i f t ed  from the Ferguson Act. I am not qualified t o  discuss 
these aspects of the b i l l ,  but I do have a copy of the b i l l  and w i l l  lend it t o  
anyone who i s  interested i n  reading the b i l l .

The consideration of proposals and the awarding of funds to support approved 
proposals clearly is an administrative responsibility. The continuation of 
the URC, therefore, serves to provide the vehicle for this function. 

The charge to the Senate Committee on Research does appear to overlap the 
responsibility of the URC, and unless both committees acted in concert, 
there undoubtedly could be confusion. One of my main concerns ia this 
regard is that prompt consideration and support of faculty proposals to the 
URC not be jeopardized. 

As far as I can ascertain, the handling of proposals from the faculty by the 
URC has worked quite well. The URC, as a committee of faculty and administrators, 
even though now labeled an administrative committee, could be expected to continue 
to serve the faculty quite well. The SRC, then, as a separate committee, 
really would not be necessary, and my recommendation is that the SRC not 
be maintained. 

An alternative which would permit the separation of the administrative function 
is to keep both committees active, but with identical membership on them. For 
those actions involving disburserent of URC funds, the Graduate Dean would 
serve as committee (URC) chairman; for those actions involving determination 
of policy and criteria, the chairman of SRC would preside.
