Meeting of the Academic Evente Committee -- February 22, 1978, 4 p.M.

Floyd Barger presiding.
Present: Barger, lurey,; Hedvick, Hulsopple, Reid, Slavin, Szirmay.
Absent: Browulee, Byo, Foldvary, Roderick

The meeting was calied to order by the Chailirpersoan, ¥, Barger,
who introduced two new studant mewbers of the Committee; Nina Rossi
(a transfer student from Goucher College! and Richard Curry, a
representatlve from Studeni Goeverument.

The chair announced filrst that Barbara Scott of the Alumni
Relatlons Office would like to arrange a specific meetinn with
the Committee to conaidevr cur positicn on the hovors convocation,

Under 0id Business, Barger veminded tvhe Committee that last
fall he had accepted the positicon as Committee Chairperson with
the idea that scweone new would be elecited early in the following
vear. Heowever, there were no vaunteers willing to serve as
chairperson of the Committee. Consequently, Slavin suggested
that Barger reconsider serving as Chalrperson if no volunteer
would come forward. As a result of this it was agreed that any
discussion of & new chsirperson would have to be moved to the
and of the ageunda.

It was then reported that Hedrick and Siavin had wet with
Barbarg Scett since the Committee's last meseting o study item #3
on the Agenda--the receptiocns Lfor graduates and theilr parents
following the formal graduation exercises. These receptions
would be held following the formal graduatlion exercises In each
of the schools involved. Hedrick revorted that Barbarsa Scott

felt that there were many positive things that came from such a

receptiocn prompting the bellef that such a practice should be
continuad. Barbara Scott z2isc had reporied to the committee
members that ste felt caterinz should he continued by Cladieux.
She reported that lagt veazy the planners had prepared for about
6,000 peopile while 4,060 had stteunded. Ehe also reported that
no funds would be available fov cookies, ete. (The cost for the
punch alone last year was $800.00) Parger then asked if funds
weuld be avalisble this vear. Hedrick reported that the cost

sheuld be zasumed by the variocus schools cr colleges which could

receive funds from thelr varicus departuents.

Addirionaliy, it wes rvepovted thet people strtending these
receptions would be divected e the denariments of each of the
schools whera the graduates would recelve cheilr diplomas. It
was delleved that the new Avrts and Sciences facility would help
to alleviate the situaticu of the previous vear.
Suggestions were made in the dizcussion thst followed:
1) Slavin said that lcecatdion of departments musi be
mide clear to theose atteading the graduation/receptions.
2) Ix reply to Slavin's question to find cut 1f funds
were availsble for cookies, etc¢., Barger said we could
contact the varicue deans tec gee 1f they could supply
funds.

3) B8lavin proposed that Hedrick send a letter to the

variocus dean$ dnguiring about the aveilability of funds.

The unext item oa the agenda that was discussed {(item #5) was

that concerning the method of honoring retiveea. Hedrick reported



that of the questionugires thet had been distributed, there were

58 repliem.

of the gsample belleved that some document shouvlil! be presented to

the retiree while eight {#) thought ¢his wag unaiscessary and two (2)

chose not to respond. Hedrick reverizad further that most responses
came back with the sdded commaens thet the guestlovws ghould
talk with the people who cre wetizing.

Barger suggested that 3 lettar should be sent out to retirees
giving them the option of elther belug recognized or not belng
recognized. Also the gquestion was raised as to how thiz would be
included in the graduvation exercisas.

In the discussion that ensued Barger, Slavin aand Hedrick
related the: no one knowzs who really plané the commencement
exercises except that Barbara 8cett iz vespousible for its
implesentation.

At this point Barzer summasrzied the results of the question-
naire and the discussion of it. it was concluded:

1) thst names of retirees should be facluded in the.
commencenent bulletin

2) that szome recognition of these retireez be given by the -

3) that at some polnt the refliree be presented with a
framed document (a2t graduation, within ais own department
or wherever seems most suitable)

4) that a letter be gent to each of the retirees allowing
tham to opt ouviz if they sc desire.

5) that once the above steps have been conmpleted the
Committee should leavs danplenentaticn of this nlan

to Barbara Scott.

Hulsopple made a2 motion that the sbove poilnis summarizad
by Barger be adopted by the Committea., It was geconded by
Slavin 2wl passed unanimously by all present.

Reild suggested that University Relatlons would photograph
retirees. Hedrick suggested fornally for the Coumittee that a
form letter to retirees should be sent from Taylor Alderman's
office.

Barger assked that the Commitisze meet ageain this quarter.
It was agread that che next meeting would be held az 4:00 P.M.

on March 8, 1978.
