GRADVUJATION HONQRS FOR TRANEFLR STUDENTS

Current university policy regarding graduation honors fop
transfer students was structured to suit criteria for the Daco:
laureate Degree. It allows transzfer students to he elinibiae for
Baccalaureate Degree honors if they earn %0 quarter hours «f credit
at YSu,.

A separate policy for transfer students pursuine the Associate
Degree does not exist. These students are thus forced o nmeet the
above criteria while attempting to qualify for Assoeiate Degres
honors.

Because assoclate derrees are 490 to 100 q.h. in iencth, a
transfer student pursuing this decree may transfer in onlyv a few
credits if he is 7o remain elizible for honors. The fcademic Affains
Committee has det:rmined that in terms of coverasge of mainr area
coursework, 60 q.h. of an associate proeram is approxirmatelyv enuiv-
alent to 90 q.h. of a baccalaureate program. The commirtee there-
fore presents the followine motion.

MOTION

a. Transfer students beino awarded the
Associate Depree at sraduation are
eligible for honors if they have
earned £0 or more quarter hours at
YSU and have met other conditions
of present policy.

b. The above policy is to be made
retroactive to include the 1971-72
academic year.
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
