Continuing Education:

Dr. Hill discussed ‘the jmavitation Trom the Lontinuing
Education Committee to attend their next meeting.

Pr. Hill sugzested - inviting Or. Swin, alsd, as hs had
concerns with their policy statement.

Nursing lIrogram:

Dr. Pill suvmwerized a discussion with -Ur. Sdgar. L6
concerned the new degre:: (BSN) proposed through YSU's
department of nursing, and not, as traditionally, through
a School of Nursing. Dr. Edgar anticipates no problems
in initiating this program. He sees no difficulty in
adding the upper-division program to the Applied or
Associate degree.

Dr. Hill was concerned Lhat thers may be a ¢hallsnge to

the new Bachelor's degree from the College of Arts and
Sgienece.

Dr. Baldino asked if this committee was capable of
dealine with Dr. Faraska's concern of making an exception
for those who wish to also receive the naw degree.

Dr. Hill answered yes.

Ms DeCapita was present to answer any committee questions.
She discussed the exact breakdown of requirements and
required credits for ths proposed nursing program.

Dr. Hill asked how the new curriculum paralled the B>
degree in A&S.

¥s DeCapita answered that she paralled it with the nursing
departments current degree, BSAS. A

Dy Rich;ey pointed out that it differs from the A&S
degree, in the languafe requirement.
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Fs DeCapita added that the NLN looks for a free-standing
BSN degrae.

r. Baldino asked if work éxperience as &n BN is
recommended or required for entrance into the new program.

Ms DeCapita answered that entrance requirements are
passage of the State Board and validation exams, the
work experience is mentioned as a guideline for those
who do intend to work and attend school part time,

Dr. Hill asked about the relationship between the State
Board and validation exams. Both are required for

enitrance intd the third year, what happens if the
validation exam is not rassed.

Mg DeCapita answered Lthat there will be & syllabus set
up for them to follow. Remedial help will be available
and there is a second chance for passage offered.

Dr. Scriven added that those who have received diplomas
have taken academic courses on campus (or at accredited
institutions) to supplement their diploma training.

Dr. Faldine aaked 1f there 1s an outline of reqiired
courses and hours available for these students. Where
can it be seen in writing?

Dr. Scriven answered that these (nursing) institutions
do offer the reguirefl courses, and academic transcripis
are available. le added that the professional diploma
schools are all accredited by the NLN. The course work
and experience are considered at least equivalent to our
own academic fprograms.

Dr. Hill pointed out that we will be accepting the NLN
as Lhe accrediting agency. He asked if we have any
parallel policy for other departments or programs.

Ms VeCapita answered that this is the reason for validation
exams, credit by examination is establisned in the
University. She also pointed out that in order for our
students to be accepted in Graduate School, we need this
accreditation by the NLN. Our major 1s currently not :

recognized as upper division. We'd like to seperate from
the present degree.

Pr. Scriven added that many of our students have left

the area, beceuse they can not reteive receognition for
their degree work.

Dr. Hill asked if there could be a case where a student

would complete the general education requirements outside
an accredited University.

Ms DeCapita answered no, these courses are taken on
campus. :
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Dr. Sceriven felt that jperhaps b Une o 1y soon
move into the 20th century and = :rd e
appropriate experience.

Dr. Richley added that credit by :xa rommon practice
in many departments. Every student i et the 45 hours
ma jor requirement, either by course - or by exam.

Dr. Balding asked if the nursing vall .lon exams were

all written.

Ms DeCapita answered ‘in the affirmat + and added that
they are hoping to establish clinica :xams also.

Dr. Scriven felt that it is an irapproupriate circumstance
fogr the Aurging depariment $o test Lhelr studspnss'in all
subject matters, He felt there should be departmental
exams which relate exactly to the course work.

Dr. Faldino added that he has profound reservations that
everything can be dealt with in written exams.

Dr. Scriven stated Ehat it 1% uyp 16 Che academlo
department to deecide wnether ecredif will be given.

Ms DeCapita pointed out that the NLN tests are available.
It is up to departments to approve them.

Dr. Baldino asked if there were any obstacles to the
degree Vitlle of Ghe preogram.

Dr. Richley answered that the title is Bachelor of Science

in Nursing, a tegged degree. 1 can't isagine problems

Ms DeCapita added that we want to seperate ourselves from
the current, 24 hour upper division degree.

Vs DeCapita answered that the pressure is from the community,
they want the prestige degree (BSN).

Dr. Hill feels the AAC should go forward and recommend
the propesal. However, if the Senate demands to retain
the old dégresa Lltle, should the new progran be -initiated?
