Dr. Hill ralssd somé Questions sabout the awmrding of
science credit requirement for anthropology majors.

Mr. Quinby agreed that it did sesm €0 be a double
standard.

Dr. Richley pointed out that anyone who majors in a
science can use his department courses as his science
requirement. This isn't unusual.

Dr. Kougl felt that Dr. White's major concern was
students completing all thelr reguirementg in their

own department. He felt the regquirements could be
rewritten.

Dr. Richley felt that Dr. White might want to rethink
that conecern, since it does seem to be a commorl praciice.

Dr. Raldino felt the larger gquestion 1s the concern over
the entire general requirements matter. He asked about

a report made, not long ago, to the Senate, defining
general requirements.

Mr. Yiannaki answered there was sucn a study done four or
five vears ago, undesr Dp. Edgar, Ha belisved,

Dr. Baldine felt 1t 18 matting eloss o the time when
this committee must make a decision about the general
education requirements. It's unfai to everyone to
piece-meal this way.

Mr. Yiannaki agreed that someone neads to overhaul
department decisions, whigh often should come to the
AAC, but do not.

L. Righley felt that Or. White mads sGne sxcsllent points,
such &8 j-everyone agrebd 1t I8 @ sgience course, sSciernce-
fiction courses offered by the jnysics department are
automatically science credit ccurses, and that anything
the natural science departments put forth will be honored
as satisfying University requirements.,
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Dr. Baldino pointed out that there is difflculty 4}
definition, so of course, there i¢ confusion.

¥r. Yiannaki felt that one reason problems oocp¢\1s that

in the course descriptions the prerequisites Sllp by
unfullfilled.

Dr. Baldino asked if a course 1s automatically accepted
as a science course because it comes out of the chemietry
or biology department.

Mr. Yiannaki answered yes, he thought 1t wopuldl be. He
pointed out that they may add a statement to the effect
that it does fullfill requirements.

Dr. Baldino asked if the Curriculum Committee has &n its
charge to decide on such matters and check prerequisites.

Mr. Yiannaki answered yes, we do ofi{én cheek prerequisiﬁes,
and then refer to the AAC any change which could affect
the entire University.

Dr. Richley added that when I advise students, any.-<eec t-—t/
department course effered will satis y the pequ;nements*
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There was general agreement that this is the way it is
done.

Dr. Kougl asked who made the decision to give credit to

various pgeograpgy classes. Was it the Senate or was it
the AAC.

Dr. Richley answered that it was battled in and approved
in the Senate.

Dr. Hovey was not convinced of the detramental effects
of "piece-meal tampering'. He added that the courses
are gn the 1ist, they can't cougt woth ways.

Dr. Hovey pointed out that the catalog states definitions,
I don't see that this committee can make the necessary
changes.

Dr. Richley argued that it would be as easy as asking
the Senate to approve the catalog changes needed. He
added that if it weren't for flood-gates, I don't know
why we would attempt to study the general requirements.
If there is not a "flood", and some department thinks

that these are science courses, that should be enough to
go ahead and give them credit.

the science requirement is natural sclence, and anthropology
won't meet this requirement. He doesn't think we should
declare anything a science or not, without further
discussion or informatior.

Mr. Yianrmaki felt that the agrumerits Dr. White presented

were very valid. An exception should be made or it should
be tabled.

Dr. Hovey agreed that we shouldn't spend more committee

time on this matter. I think we should turn it over to
a sub-commlittee or table 1it.

Dr. Baldino moved that this matier bte tabled until the
next mesting., ODOr. kougl setonded.

Dr. Richley summarized the latest memo from Dean Faraska:
The memo had to do with the existing Bs degree. The
new progzram, BSN, 1s more desirable. He thought graduates
of the current program might want to come back to take the
new degree program. However, there is a stipulation that
one can't receive a second degree in the same major area.

Dr. Richley pointed out that the current program is being
phased oukt, there is a Ltwo year time Limit.

Dr. Baldino was concerned about the program's part time
population. He asked if legally the time limitation can

be enforcrd. He was also concerned about those who really
wanted the new BS degree.

Dr. Richley pointed out that this imposition, changing of
catalog programs, goes on everyday.

Dr. Hill asked if Dean Faraska was easing out the entire

degree program, or Just the nursing sections. He alss
asked the difference between the new upper division
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courses and the old 700 level courses.
Dr. Richley answered that just the nursing section would

differ in the new program, and that they are a totally
new group of 700 and 80U level courses.

Dr. Hill asked if Dean Faraska's memo identified the
precise language of the Gegree.

Mr. Yiannaki pointed out the difference in the degrees.
The BEN is recognized nationglly as the elite degree.
