Historical Background

The Public Relations Office was under the director of Frieda Flint from 1920-19686, retiring a
year before the University became State sponsored. Flint was the university’s first public
relations director. After her retirement, Philip A. Snyder became director of the office and
referred to the office as “University Relations.” Freda Flint’s initials appear on the advertisement
proofs.

Scope and Content

The materials in this collection pertain to various publications whether it is in the form of
advertisements or newsletters. The strength of the collection is the display of advertisements and
materials from the early to mid-1940s. Dates of the collection vary from 1912-1966, but the bulk
is the 1940s.

Colophon

This collection was processed from end of March to April 2015. Lisa Marie Garofali, assistant
archivist with a M.A. in History, was the processing archivist and creator of this finding aid.
This collection was assembled by persons unknown and deposited in the YSU library at a date
unspecified. The collection was left from Freda Flint to Phil Snyder, who succeeded her as
Public Relations Director, to use and save for historical purposes. The identification note on the
box listed the material as “Phil Snyder’s Notebook.” According to the Accession Form, it was
transfer to the YSU Archives in 2005, making it one of the first collections in the Archives.
Because of the historical material in this collection, some items were featured during the YSU
Centennial Exhibit in the archives.
