1. 	 Dean Scriven moved for approva l of the minutes of June 26 secon ded by 

Dean Sut ton. 110t ion carried. 


2. 	 The memorandum written by Susan Khawaja to Dean Scr Ive n was di sc ussed 
at some le ngth. Dean Sutton po i nted out that it is impossible to 
make an accurate e valuation of t he proper starting point for foreign 
students. De an Sc ri ven moved approval of the Khawaja memorandum. 
I t was s e co nded by Dean Sutton. 

After some di s cuss ion Dean Sut t o n rnade a motion to amend the memorandum 
by substituting the words "major department chairman" for "usual 
departmen ta l methods" in sub-paragraph 2). Seconded by Dean Scriven. 
Motion carr ie d. 

After more discussion, Dean Sutton moved to delete sub-paragraph 5), 
Motion was seconded by Dean Evans. Motion carried by a vQte of 5 to 2. 

3. 	 Dean Scriven passed out a letter that has been mailed to some 906 
prospective students enclosing therewith a form entitled "Confirmation 
of Undergraduate Admission". Dean Scr i ven also passed out a suggested 
Inter-Office Co r respondence from Bill Livosky to department chairman 
concerning a follow-up by departments to this initial letter from the 
Admissions Office. The deans were asked to communi~ate their reactions 
to Dean Scriven this week. 

4. 	 Dr. Edgar discussed the procedure that is fol lowed in processing 
purchase requisitions. The deans were asked their opinion of discon­
tinuing the need of the dean signing those purchase requisitions that 
are charged to the departmental budget where the department chairman 
is shown as the proper authorizing signature in the budget. 

After some discussion, the sentirnent indicated that the Sch661 of 
Business Administration, School of Education, and the College of Fine 
and Performing Arts wished to retain the present procedure for signing 
purchase requisitions. The other schools and colleges were amicable 
to eliminating the dean's signature. 

5. 	 DeaM Sutton brought up the subject about the recent memo by the 
Presi dent concerning the procurement of services in excess of $10,000. 
Dean Sutton said that the Purchasing Department was interpreting this 
to apply to all purchases as well as services. Dr. Edgar will obtain 
a clarification. 
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6. 	 Dr. Ed gar a dvi s e d the deans tha t a few f a c ulty st il l ha ve not submitted 
the i r repo r t of the i r f ac ul ty improve ment leave which they took last 
year. 

7. 	 Dr. Ed gar r e mi nded the deans of the morator ium on new prog rams that 
the Pre s i de nt had annou nced a ye ar ago and wh i ch wa s re ferred to by 
Dr. Edgar i n hi s speech to t he facu lty on Se ptember 17. 19 79. Any de an 
wishing to obtain an except ion to t h is mora t o r i um sho u l d t a lk to Dr . 
Edgar before proceeding with any pre l iminary work. Dr . Edgar repo r ted 
that last year there were 417 qua rter hours o f new co urses added a nd 
on l y 96 quar ter hours we r e dele te d . He as ked the deans to c lose l y sc r u­
ti ni Le a ny new cours e s be i ng propo sed and i n 50 far as pos s i ble have 
new courses tied to co urses be ing de le ted . 

8. 	 Dean Mc Gr aw asked t he other deans about the procedure they follow i n 
proces s i ng petit ion s for ch an ge of F to W in those cases where a 
student has comp letel y wit hdrawn during a particular quarter for reasons 
such as i ll ness, e t c . 

The othe r deans i nd icated they requ ire ve r ifica ti on of the circumstances 
prior to approvi ng s uch petit ions. Dean Smith i ndicated that on 
occas ion a petition will be approved without additional verificat i on if 
t he si tua t i on warrants such act ion .

The placement of student s h o ld i n g a Baccalaureate Degree (14 ­
year study in a Frenc h s t y le sec ondar y System) has bee n a p r oblem 

at Y.S.U. for s ome time, due to the fac t that students do no t 1) 

rece i ve advan ced c r e d it by t ran s fe r for t he ir last years work, prior 

t o arriva l or 2) take placement t ests upon arrival . 


These s tuden t s do have t he option of Cred i t by Exam, wh ich 

usually requ i res a min imum of I quart e r to acqu ire (sc i en ce an d ma th 

exams are generally a va ilabl e at the final exam d a tes of t h e quar ter 

i n whi ch spec if ic c ourses are offered) 0 St u dents s eeking Cre d it by 

Exam, f o r their a dvanced Nark must wai t un til c redit is p laced on 

their record befo re tak in g cour s es f o r wh i c h such cre di t i s pre­

requ is i te, be c aus e presen t Universi ty p oli cy p revents c redit f or 

less a dvanced cours e s taken out of sequenc e . 


In order to effective1y and realist ica lly pla ce such students 

it is recommended that: 


1) 	 "Baccalaureate" st u d ents, when they arrive for the I -we ek 
Orientation program for International Students, follow 
informal interview procedures with departmental advisors/ 
cha irmen to dete rmine their b est placement, a cc ording to 
prior studies, and that a waiver be granted for pre­
requisites as n ecessary. (This process is presently avail ­
able for those not seeking credit). To aid, a list of 
such subjects is made available to the students and a list 
of such students may be made available to the departmen ts. 

2) 	 Immediately follow i ng the above, application for Credi t by 
Exam be taken for relevant courses studied at the Bacca­
laureate level; the dates for such exams to be set by the 
-Y~Hal-Ge~aF~ffiea~a}-ffleF.h~d~. major department chairman, 

3) 	 Upon successful completion of Credit by Exam, the placement 
of the Credit on the record be effected, regardless of more 
advanced co urses that might be on the record after steps 
1 and 2: ie., that the date of credit be considered as the 
date of Baccalaureate study, prior to arrival. 
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4) 	 I n t he case of failure o f the exam, no credit should 

be granted. 
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
