gree Is cardinal end white, the colors 01 Youngstown State 
universIty. tn addllion. the lacing of the hood represents 
by Its color the discipline In WhIch the degree has been 
grnnled; whIle lor arts, letters, or humanities; golden yellow 
for science; purple for law: green lor medicine; lemon yello\!. 
for library sclenco; orange for .etlglneerlng; drab for com· 
merce or busIness; IIghl blue for education: pink lor music;
