Dr. Norman P. Aubum served as
preaident of Tha University of Akron
from 1851 wntil 1971, Under his leader-
ship, the university experienced ity
greatest period of growth. culminating
in its admission into the Ohio system of
higher sducation in 1987,

Dr. Auburn has also served as presi-
dent of the Ohlo College Assoc|ation,
tha Association of Urban Unbraraities,
tha Association of University Evening
Colleges, and the Herman Mushistein
Fourdation of New York City. He s &
trustee of the Akmon Art institute, Lans
Theological Saminary (C ), Me-
Cormick  Theological Seminary

{Chicago), and the Greater Akron Misi-
cil Association.

A graduate of the University of Cin-
cinnati, Dr. Auburn holds seven honor-
ary degrees, including the Doclor of
Laws degree from The University of
Akron, the University of Cincinnati,
Parsans Collega, and the University of
Liberia (West Africa). Othar hnmr-l- ac-
corded him (nclude the Gowernor's
Award of the State ol Ohio and a
Knight Commandership in the Liberian
Humane Order of African Redemption.
He currently serves the Academy for
Educational Development. Inc., a5 vice
president and director of urban studies.
