Morris-Harvey coming to Youngstown after three straight losses outscrapped the

Youngstown University 's hard-playing football forces had to go all the way to defeat 

a fired-up B.W. eleven before l 0 ,000 fans at the annual Supermarket Bowl game. Scor­
ing in all but the third quarter, Y.U . finally downed the Yellow Jackets 28-14. 

Ray Carter supplied the scoring punch, rambling 33 and 6 yds. for a pair of tallies . 
The negro speedster from North High put on a brilliant display garnering 42 yards in 5 
carries. Tony Cougras, former Campbell Memorial standout, grabbed a Beck aerial on the 
B.W. 25 yd. line and with a half-step lead on the defense, pivoted and streaked to 
paydirt for another 6- pointer. The other tally came on a 3 yd . end run by Dave " Flame" 
Kimmel. Frank Beck's hard-running and deception kept the "Jackets" guessing all night . 
" Iron-man" Stafford , along with the stalwarts, Burrelli , Vecchiarella , Cougras, DeAs­
centis , Martinko and Delsignore were outstanding in the line play.

Local boys played quite an important part on the Marshall squad. Quarterback Billy 
Zban , former All-City choice from East Hi g h, has been a key man in the " Thundering 
Herd 's" attack for the past two seasons along with Ted D'Alesio a regular tackle, who was 
instrumental in stopping the Penguins , who is also from Youngstown East.

Fatigued by the long plane trip , the Penguins could only find consolation in the 
stellar play of Web Dawson, who once more provided all of the Youngstown f ireworks. 
Dawson 's tallies both came via the ground on runs of 29 and 3 yds. Youngstown muffed 
many opportunities that may have given them a victory. Among them were fumbles on 
Abilene 's 6 yd . line, l yd. line, and interceptions by the Wildcats after having gotten 
deep into their territory. 

The line play was good and hard throughout by a ll of the Youngstown linemen. 
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This was really the year for the fans who enjoy real " first-class " basketball. While 
the record complied by the "Rosse ll imen" was not a phenomenal one, the action provided 
by the team was at times beyond explanation . 

Here are some of the " name" tea ms which the Penguins defeated during the cam­
paign . Earl y in th e season they met the big Steubenville College quintet, led by hi gh­
scoring Paul Browlee, who was an All-American choice the year before. Afte r losi ng to 
Youngstown U. , Steubenville went on to w in 17 straight ga mes before suffe ring another 
loss. The powe rful Akron aggrega tion ca me to Youngs tow n riding the crest of a 16 ga me 
w inning streak w ithout having been beaten . The Y. U. cage rs were about a 15 point un­
derdog but came out on top by a 64-62 score in one of the most thrilling ga mes ever 
witnessed at the South Hi gh Fi e ld House. The hero was Charl es Bushman, a freshman , 
w ho pushed in a beautiful one -ha nder w ith two seconds remaining. Loyola College of Chi­
cago was beaten by You ngstown just a week before they dumped th e " Iri sh" of Notre 
Dame. 

Credit must be given to a ll of th e boys for their fine play, but probably the most 
outstandi ng performance was turned in by Tony Knott. Tony se t a new season record 
to ec lipse the one that he had already set, and fini.shed up his college career w ith 2218 
poin ts to join a handfu l of players w ho have surpassed the 2000 point mark. Next in 
scoring was a freshman from Midland Pa ., named Herb Lake. Lake established a new 
record for points scored by a fr eshman and lent a hand in the rebound department. Bob 
Atte rholt , a fo rmer All-American Hi gh School cager from Sharon , Pa ., was the " p!ayma ker" 
and astounded the fans with his amazing accuracy from outs ide w ith his "set shots". Tall 
Bob Mayberry had his bes t season ye t as he d isplayed ve rsat ility in shooting, passi ng, and 
especially rebounding. Paul Da nil ov, Charl ey Moore, and Andy Woodall, w ho made up the 
fifth man , were equa ll y capab le of fine ball handling and play making. They cou ld also 
shoot from outside when they had to.
