YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio - A scholarship fund has been established in memory 

of Dr. Charles W. Dobson of Boardman, assistant professor of psychology who 

died following a heart attack Nov. 9. He joined the YSU faculty in 1983. 

Dr. James C. Morrison, chairman of the Psychology Department in YSU' s 

College of Arts and Sciences, announced creation of the Charles W. Dobson Memor­

ial Scholarship Fund, and said the annual award will be made to deserving juniors 

and seniors. 

Selection will be made on the basis of achievement and need, with special 

consideration given to adult students.

YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio - George Bernard Shaw's turn-of-the-century high comedy, 

"Candida. II will be presented in the Spotlight Arena Theatre of Youngstown State 

University's Bliss Hall beginning Thursday, Jan. 8. Curtain time is 8 p.m. 

This second offering of the University Theatre season is a witty comedy 

about the wife of a stuffy parson who finds herself in a romantic triangle with 

an 1B-year-old poet. 

"Candida" is set in late 19th c.entury London, and playwright-philosopher 

Shaw uses it to poke fun at the traditional value of domestic tranquility and 

the stability of marriage. 

Dr. Timothy J. Lyons of Austintown is directing the comedy. He is dean 

of YSU's CoIl ge of Fine and Performing Arts and artistic director of University 

Theatre. Assisting him is Paula Rose McConnell, a junior and theatre major 

from Canton. 

Scenery for the production is designed by Dr. Frank A. Castronovo of 

Boardman, associate professor of Speech Ccmmunication and Theatre. 

Tina M. Lavorata of Youngstown is designing the lighting, and Maple 

Turner III, also of Youngstown, is designing costumes. Both are YSU juniors. 

Music for the show is being selected and performed by Dr. Robert E. 

Hopldns of Poland, professor of keyboard in the Un versity' s Dana School of 

Music.
