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YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio - Youngstown State University I s Campus Security is moving 

into the future. 

The department is doing this by installing an access card system. And accord­

ing to Sgt. James Gray of Campus Security, it is " one of the greatest things 

since water." 

This system allows security personnel to monitor the doors of campus buildings. 

A reader installed at all doors makes it necessary to run an access card through 

the reader to enter the door. Anytime there is an attempt to enter a door with­

out using an access card. an alarm sounds. 

"This system is a way of keeping the outside world from intruding into the 

college community," Sgt. Gray said. 

First installed at the Unlversi y in 1985, it is now in operation at the 

Kilcawley Residence Hall, Stambaugh Sports Complex, the track, tennis courts 

and Recreation Area 5 on Spring Street. 

"Every building on campus will have this system installed within the next 

year to year-and-a-half," Sgt. Gray reported. 

A computer housed in Campus Security's office on Spring Street is the brains 

for the system. "We program the computer to t rn the system on and off right 

from Security," Gray said. 

The computer is programmed to turn the system on during "down hours," or 

the time that the buildings are not in normal operation. For instance, r'esidents 

in YSU's only dorm, Kilca~ley Residence Hall, must use their cards after 11 p.m.

Currently, all dorm residents receive an access card for the hall. Those who 

want carda for other campus building must put in a written request through 

YSU's Physical Plant. 

One of the advantages of thi- system is that everytime an acces card is 

used, Campus Security immediately receives a computer printout stating that 

the card was used. The printout details the owner of the card. the owner's 

Social Security number, what time the owner is entering the building, and what 

building the owner is authorized to enter. 

"If something happens on campus, that printout gives us a starting point." 

The sergeant stressed that if a person is issued a card for one particular 

building. he or sh can only use the card on that building. 

"If a student has an access card and is authorized to go into the dorm, it's 

useless to try that card in other locations!" Sgt. Gray said. 

"This ystem allows us to control doors without actually having an officer 

standing there," he said. "It's a fantastic piece of equipmentl" 

Sgt. Gray praised the University' s administration and Richard Turkiewicz, 

dlrec or of Campus Security, for "looking into the future tl for this system. 

The University has also installed a video monitor system in Stambaugh Sports 

Complex that allows Security to "monitor all crucial areas of the bUilding," 

Gray said. 

The video cameras are located outside as well as inside Stambaugh and are 

monitored by Security dispatchers. Three monitors in the dispatcher's office 

allow Security to constantly keep an eye on the building. 

"The system is a good one," Sgt. Gray remarked. "\ve know if someone is around 

or in the building before we get a call and we can ispatch officers. If entry 

is trie , we're already at the scene.~___
