Sixteen seniors in education chosen for prrogr\am;,*

On Sept. 1, 1978, 2 -new ex-
perimental course for senior-year
teacher practicum has been es-
tablished at ¥YSU for secondary
education certification,

Dr. Edgar Cobett, professor of

Secondary Education, is one of
the directors for this program,
which is being held at Rayen High
School and Canfield High School.

Cobett says that the program
s “an extension of the Canfield
Project. All the good elements are
retained and the bad eleménts.are
overcome.” This is a three quarter
project that is in the experimental

stage. “It is a pilot to seeifitisa - -

viable alternative to meet the new
standards of teacher education,”
as mandated . by the. State of
Ohio.

The program, A Strategy for
Curriculum Design
has been developed by Cobett,
other staff members and the
Institute for Curriculum and In-

struction. The ICI Basics Teach-

ing/Learning Strategies Program
consists of pre-mstructlonal, in-
structional and post-instructional

strategies. Some of these strategies-
