enthusiasm, any subversive propaganda of selfish interests, or any-

unwillingness to accept justifiable sacrifices that we may be asked to

make.

First of ail, the selection was conducted
under a new system. The old system: was fo
receive applicazions from those interested in
the position. Applicants were requested to
submit their names and their qualifications.
This system appears sound, and undoubtedly
has produced good results in many cases. But
in a great many instances the people who
judged the applications felf that many who
ranked as the best qualified to do the work
simply did not apply. It was either s case of
being too engrussed in studies to voluntarily
ask for more work, or of being 2 little reticent
when it came to submitiing their names in

. ecmpetition,

" This year » new system was inaugurated.
The members ¢f the senior class were all eli-
gible for the position of Neon editor. Both the
elass and the faculty members were given one
vote, per person, and were asked to give spe-

" cial consideratisn to scholastic records. The
resulf was gcoodl. The new edifor was com-
Plstely - surprized when she heard of her ap-
peintment, and admifs that she would never
have thought of submitting her own name.
She is an English major and has a fine schol-
astic rating; obwaining the latter gualification
was one of the major sims of the designers of
this new plan. 1t seems to be a good-idea to
sesk out people fo fill these important posi-
tions, rather than requiring them to stage
thzir own camp.iigns. :

This selecsion also brought forth the
comment in Student Council that it was good
to hear that someone who has not held a great
qany offices or chairmanships was to be edi-
toir. It is, indeed, a good plan to distribute the
positions involving leadership and planning
over a larger ar:a. Too few people are holding
too maany johs,

It is a cemmon practice, not only here at
co.lege, but in most life situations, to burden
a Zew people with all the work. It is the old
story of a person being eleeted to one job,
doing that job -vita considerable proficiency,
becoming known, and promptly being “sad-
dled” with every position that comes along,

Certainly ii is true that some people are
more capable ¢f leading activities than others.

But the field is not as limited as practice

- would have us believe. Every one of us knows
of some case or other of a person’s holding a
graat many offices znd filling them only half
right. The person may be qualified to head
aciivities, but does not have nearly enocugh
time to go arourd, Bvery one of us also knows
of a case of a person who had few other ac-
tivities being elected to office. The inferest
and energy that was brought into play guar-
_anteed success. [t was just a matter of having
enough time to cevote to the task,

Sometimes it is distressing to hear of
another position comsng up and being im-
mediately turned over to an already over-
burdened person. A good solution has been
found to securing leaders in cases where the
application gystem did not produce the best
results. A ruling that would limit the number
of offices or chairmanships a student can hold
weuld also undoubtedly produee good results.
When filling a r.evw position we might at least
ask the important question: “How many of-
fices does this parson already hold?”

We'll Have to Take a Second Look

Here’s a brief note on the two pictures in the
Conference Room of the library. Similar in subject

matter, they are THE CARID PLAYERS, by Paul .

Cezanne, and MOULIN ROUGE, by Henri Marie
Raymond de Toulouse-Lautrec Monfa. .

Cezanne started to study law, but was persuaded
by his friend, Emile Zola, to go up to Pariz and
study art. Luckily, his father was a rich banker, be-
cause he didn’t sell a picture until he was 40. His
pictures had proveked so much ridicule that he went
back to his native Provence and lived as a recluse,
unknown for 20 years. When he was 56, a dealer in
Paris arranged a one-man show of his work. Some
called it a “nightmarish apparition of atrocities”;
others were enthusiastie,

He was a strange fellow, ill at ease and inar-
ticulate; yet, from a stray remark of his about re-

~ ducing 21l shapes in nature to three fundamental

formes: the cube, the cylinder, and the cone, grew
the new school of cubism. He was regarded as the
high priest of abstract art; yet he was never abstract.
He could not draw well, so he left out things that his
predecessors had thought necessary. His people ave
like statues, frequently awkward, but forcefully
defined by planes and by profiles whose clearness
is' uninterrupted.

There are five pictures with -the title, THE
CARD PLAYERS — all painted in the 1890’s, One

version has five figures, another four, and the re. .

mainder only two figures each. Besides these, he
painted and drew several studies of each of the in-
dividual players in various poses.

This picture shows hew he disterted ecolor,
drawing, and perspective to give power to a com-~
monplace scene. There is a rhythmic beat of the
main ponderous masses, like the motif of a sym-
phony, with added variety in color; size, and spacing.

Toulouse-Lautrec lived about the same time as
Cezanne. A nobleman’s son, as a delicate child, he
broke both legs, and for the rest of his life was a
cripple. His suobjects were the hectic night life of
