When he stopped for a working layover ia
New Orleans in 1976, he met his future wife, Barbara, who joined him for the
second part of the adventure and helped him write "The Walk West," which
chronicles their trip from Louisiana to the Oregon coast.

Jenkins and his wife currently live in New Orleans with their two children.
