Inflation wil l very likely clip 

into the pockets o f Y S U students 
once again this fall. On June 18 
the Y S U board o f trustees 
approved an instructional fee 
increase o f S20 which wi l l take 
.effect in the 1979-80 school 
years. 

According to Dr. Neil D. 
Humphrey, Y S U vice president of 
jtinance,', the increase is necessary 
to supplement state subsidies and 
to meet rising costs, particularly 
in the areas o f utilities,.supplies. 

and salaries. 
Since the Y S U - O E A (Ohio 

Education Association) facility 
union negotiations for salary in­
creases are still pending, it is too 
early to tell how much of that 
increase wiji offset inflation in the 
faculty pocketbooks. A 9.25 
percent increase in 1979-80 
faculty salaries is currently before 
the faculty for ratification. 

Faculty salaries are drawn from 
the university operating fund 
wlu'ch is fed by student fees, 
imiscellaneous revenues, and state 

assistance on a formula , basis. 
The instructional fee increase 

is S3 for part-time and $20 
for full-time students. General 
fees remain unchanged at $55 
a quarter. 

Surcharges for ' non-resident-
students have increased as well. 
These students will pay tuition 
plus a surcharge which has increas­
ed from $220 to $240 for full 
time and from $20 to S2I per 
credit for part-time students. 

Many increases, decreases and" 
discontinuations were voted on a 

variety o f special .fees in colleges 
across campus. 

Humphrey says he feels that 
the increases- are probably not 
sufficient' to cause a dramatic 
drop in enrollment. The trustees 
are' expected to watch this factor 
closely, however. 

"The cost o f attending Y S U 
is still far below Ohio's other 
state universities," Humphrey 
continued. "The average tuition 
for Ohio undergradates is $95 K 
and YSU 's cost is $96.50 below 
that figure. YSU ' s cost is the 

second lowest in the state," he 
added. 

The fee increases are now in 
the form of proposals only. 
Possible tuition freezes imposed 
by the Senate Finance committee 
and the lengthy and uncertain 
Y S U - O E A negotiations prevent 
finalization at the present time. 

Inflation has a way o f finding 
everyone, including Y S U students. 
It. would be a good idea to 
examine those fall bills carefully 
when they arrive. 
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Calling energy the state's 
number one problem, former U.S. 
Attorney General William B. 
Saxbe urged YSU 's spring graduat­
ing class to accept a challenge 
o f supporting the need for ample 
energy. He urged graduates not to 

* succumb to those prophets of 
doom who advocate the state and 
the nation is facing an inevitable 
economic .austerity. 

Saxbe, who now charis the 
Ohio Alliance for Energy, 
Growth and Jobs,' spoke to 
1,018 graduates at YSU ' s 57th 
spring commencement, held 
Saturday, June 16. 

In his remarks Saxbe zeroed 
in on. the job losses o f many 
thousands in the Mahoning Valley 
and the extremely high Ohio 
migration rate. "Unless we stem 
this tide, Ohio wi l l continue to 

go backward« and Ohio's future... 
wjll be just as bleak." . . 

Saxbe said the highest priority 
must be given to providing ample 
energy, supplies1 . to Ohio's 
industries, businesses and the in­
dividual consumer "Engergy," he 
said, " is the very, keystone o f our 
economy..." 

Saxbe called for a welcoming 
o f new sources of power, utiliz­
ing both coal and nuclear energy; 
fighting excessive government 
requirements on the environment; 
sweeping away bureaucratic road­
blocks, and government that re­
strict growth and inhibit incent­
ives; and supporting legislation 
that promotes growth through tax 
incentives and new venture fin­
ancing, . 

Saxbe reminded the graduates 
that when energy supplies are 

reduced, the job market 
ultimately shrinks, "...and it wi l l 
continue to shrink unless we 
reverse this trend,. ;When you 
reduce the number o f jobs avail­
able, the economy of this state 
wi l l begin crumbling piece by 
piece." 1 

Refusing to accept a philo­
sophy , by what he calls "no-
growth proponents"--those who 
might have us believe that our, 
days of greatness are gone for-
ever-Saxhe remains optimistic. He 
told the graduates that people 
must be will ing to adopt a pos­
itive attitude about Ohio's future 
and then be will ing to take pos­
itive action to assure the state's 
future includes the energy Ohio 
needs to keep people working. 

In conclusion, Saxbe stayed

A tentative agreement concern­

ing salary increases for full-service 
faculty was reached by negot­
iators for Y S U and the Y S U 
chapter of the Ohio Education 
Association (YSU-OEA) i a s t 
"Thursday, according to Dr. 

^omas A. Shipka, chief negot­
iator for the faculty. 
1 The tentative agreement pro­

vides for each faculty member 
to receive a 9.25 percent salary 
increase in 1979-80 and hi 1980-
31-, the two years covered by the 
agreement. 

)This wi l l result in a.two-year 
i&mpounded- increase of 19.35 
percent, explained Shipka, -

However, .this 9.25 percent 
is l imited by specified salary 

ranges . for each o f the four 
teaching ranks. Individuals wi l l 
receive less than a 9.25 percent 
increase i f with the full increase, 
their salary exceeds the maximum 
amount for their rank. 

The salary ranges for 1979-80, 
as specified in the tentative agree­
ment, are as follows (1978-79-
figures are in parentheses): 
Instructors, $10,000 to $17,500 
(9,000 to $16,500); Assistant 
Professor, $12,999 to 22,300 
($11,000 to $21,000); Associate 

•Professor, $14,000 to $26,700 
($13,000 to $25,000); Professor, 
$17,000 to $31,700 ($16,000 to 
S29,000). 

In 1980-81, said Shipka, the 
minimum amounts for each 
rank are raised $1,000 and the 

maximum raised are as follows: 
Instructor, $1,000; Assistant Pro­
fessor, $ 1,300; Associate 
Professor, $ 1,600; Professor, 
$2,300. -

Shipka estimates that approx­
imately 10 percent o f the faculty 
wi l l be receiving less than the full 
percentage increase because they 
wi l l "bump up against the salary 
maima. " Instructors, and Assoc­
iate and Assistant Professors can 
avoid "bumping " through 
promotion in rank to different 
salary ranges, he explained. 

However, said Shipka, 14 o f 
the full Professors wi l l receive 
less than the full percentage 
increase. 

The tentative agreement also 
calls for the University to study 

the desirability o f picking up 
the faculty members' employee 
contribution to the state retire­
ment system. 

Under the present system each 
faculty member contributes 8.5 
percent o f his salary to the 
system, but a recent opinion by 
the Attorney General o f Ohio 
indicates that the employer may 
pay the employee's contribution 
in 1980-81 in lieu o f a salary 
increase for faculty. 

Faculty have received the pro­
posal by mail and must submit 
ballots on ratification by July 2, 
explained Shipka. 

Although he thinks some 
faculty members may vote against 
the agreement because it "falls 
short o f the anticipatory inflat­

ion percentage increase, Shipka 
thinks that the agreement wi l l be 
accepted. 

Dr. Taylor Alderman, vice 
president for personnel, in a 
University press release, said he 
expected the University's Board 
o f Trustees to review the tentative 
agreement at a special meeting 
shortly after the faculty ratif­
ication vote is taken. 

T h e . Y S U - O E A is the exclusive 
agent ^ for Y S U ' s fdll-service 
faculty. The chapter has. been 
negotiating- with the University 
since early Apr i l to establish 
salary terms for the final two 
years o f their current four-year, 
agreement (1977-1981).

Enjoys opera

A newly formed student organ­

ization has just been instituted 
at Y S U that concerns itself with 
steps and instruction in pre­
venting rape and building self-
confidence. 

The Y S U Karate Club was 
organized last quarter by Gale 
Mil ls, acting director o f campus 
security and the club's advisor as 
well as Joe Bonacci, campus 
security officer and third degree 
black belt, co-ordinator and 
instructor o f the club. 

Boriacci says, "The biggest step 
against rape is its prevention." 
The club is designed to further 
instruct students, faculty, 
adminstrators and alumni in 
karate. 

According to Bonacci, " Y S U 
lias two very fine self-defense 
programs, but the programs only 
last for 10 weeks." He stated 
that there is a real need for this 
club. 

Bonacci also said the club 
picks up where the self-defense 
programs left off. If a person 
takes the course in self-defense 
he must continue with the 
instruction or he may forget 
everything that was taught. This 
is where the club comes in. 

,The club wi l l give members 
a chance to build more confid­
ence, be more physically active 
and learn more about the art o f 
karate. 

Preventive and permissive 
defense tactics against rape wi l l be 
taught to anyone who is interest? 
ed in learning about them. 

Prevention tactics include self-
defense measures against an 
attacker and the use o f ordinary 
objects as weapons, such as keys. 

Permissive tactics include ways 
to defend oneself after an attacker 
has already grabbed a hold o f his 
subejct. 

" Men and women' are 
encouraged to jo in the club for 
their own protection and to 
build up their self-confidence. 
Stretching exercises are taught 
which can help any athlete. 
The club wi l l also work with 
lateral movements and coordin­
ation. 

Competition is also a feature 
o f the club. Y o u don't have to be 
a superstar to compete." 

Along with teaching more 
about karate, Bonacci wi l l also 
bring in guest speakers to the 
club such as Barb Niggel, owner 
and instructor of the Indo-
American Karate School in 
Loweilville. 

Membership consists o f a $25 
fee which goes for instruction 
fees, gvest speakers and tourna­
ments. A stipulation in the club's 
consitution states that no monies 
shall be spent unless approved by 
a majority o f the membership. 

The .club has already started ' 
classes in karate. The classes are 
from 4-6 p.m. every Wednesday 
in the Ohio Room of Kilcawley 
Center. They wi l l be held until 
fall. If anyone is interested in 
attending the classes, Bonacci can 
be located from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
in the Campus Security Office in 
Kilcawley Dorm or one can go 
directly to the class. 

"Karate is getting big colleg-' 
lately," stated Bonacci. He is one 
of the regional directors o f the 
Karate Association and added, 
" b y 1984, we (karate. experts) 
may go into the Olympics. 

Bonacci wi l l be testing for his 
fourth degree black belt at the 
end o f the year. He has recent­
ly won the State Middle-weight 
championship o f alt policemen 
this past weekend and he is on 
the Ohio team that wi l l be going 
to San Diego in 1980 to compete 
in the National Policemen Tourna­
ment. 

Bonacci also owns and operates 
his own school in Sharon. His 
students have been in 104 tourna­
ments and 103 times have come 
back with 10 or more trophies. 

Not 'only is Bonacci director 
o f the Buhl Club Karate Assoc­
iation and speaks all over the' 
nation about self-defense, rape 
and the martial arts, but he 4s 
also the co-ordinator for the 
tournament in Ohio next year for 
the Law Enforcement Athletic 
Association.

Woody Allen's 'Manhatten'resembles 'Annie Hall'

Manhatten (United Artists) is 
Woody Allen's newest movie. 
Manhatten is almost Annie Hall all 
over again. It's riot as lighthearted 
as Annie Hall but not nearly as 
serious as Interiors. On the sur­
face Manhatten is a tangled web 
of relationships, but deeper down 
it tells us more about Woody A l ­
len, or his character Isaac. 

Woody A l l en portrays Isaac a 
television comedy writer. Michael 
Murphy is Yale, Isaac's best 
friend. Diane Keaton is Mary, 
Yale's mistress. Mariel Heming­
way is Tracy, the 17-year old love 
interest o f Isaac. Meryl Streep is 
Isaac's ex-wife and Anne Byrne is 
Yale's wife. Once the identity o f 
the characters is understood, their 
lives cc<7ne entangled. 

Isaac is a grown man who 
doesn't want to grow up. Emo­

tionally he is still a little chi ld. He 
tries to regain his youth by dating 
17-year old Tracy. Occasionally 
Tracy makes an adult' remark 
and Isaac becomes angry and tells 
her not to act so mature. Isaac 
then goes after Mary, Yale's mist­
ress. He is infatuated with Mary 
because she is so intelligent,, 
strong-headed and more mature. 
Even though she dislikes almost 
everything he likes, he dates her 
possibly because he wants to feel 
inferior to her. Meanwhile, Isaac 
is terrified that his ex-wife-turned-
lesbian wi l l reveal his true childish 
self to the world. Et cetra, et cet-
ra. 

The very first thing you notice 
about Manhatten is that the movie 
is shot in black and white. Isaac, 
over the opening, is writing a 
book. ' In a few words Isaac sees 
the world through black and 

white values. He can't have an in 
between. 

The movie is beautiful visually. 
There are some scenes which 
couldn't have been possible in 
color. 

Manhatten is scored with 
George Gershwin music adding 
to the 40's atmosphere. As in 
Annie Hall, there is a lot o f topic­
al humor. Unless you're on top 
of all the current events they'll 
fly right by you. Manhatten is 
also filled with rapjd-fire one-lin­
ers about antirsemitism. sex, hom­
osexuality, politics, analysts and 
all the other Woody Allen beefsr 

The acting is the same as al­
ways. Woody Allen as Isaac, is 
the same as Alvy Singer in Annie 
n a i l . Diane Keaton portrays 
Mary the same way as Annie Hall 
only less flustered and more sure, 
of herself. She even wears the 

Kenley stages hilarious success 
Time Next Year'

The Broadway and box office 

comedy hit Same Time Next 
Year has come to the Kenley 
Players stage, bringing with it all 
the hilarity which has made 
the play so popular. 

Through Sunday night, E .J . 
Thomas Hall on the University 
o f Akron campus wil l host this 
two-character comedy starring 
Katherine Helmond and Robert 
Mandan (Jessica and Chester Tate 
in ABC's "Soap" ) . 

The play is about two people 
who get together the same week­
end every year for their annual 
extra-marital fling. The play's six 
scenes • cover that meeting at 
five-year intervals from their first 
meeting through their twenty-
fourth "anniversary." 

What makes the play so good is 
that it examines the changes in 
attitudes, priorities and emotional 
responsivenesss in the . two 
characters. Helmond'and Mandan 
both manage to demonstrate these 
transitions so smoothly it would 
appear that they really are letting 
24 years o f life's pain and pleas­
ures wear on them, rather than 
just" acting in a two and a half-
hour play: 

Mandan's protrayal of George 
is noteworthy for two reasons. 
First, he always manages to look 
so guility. His lover, Doris, finds 
this both annoying and charm­
ing; consequently, Mandan's 
ability to let George's guilt 

complex surface is imperative. 
Secondly, Mandan ages very 

well. True, the make-up artist and 
hair stylist can be credited with 
the appearance changes, but it is 
Mandan whose movements arid 
voice inflections project the 
yputhful enthusiasm of George's 
earlier years and whose demeanor 
later in the play is that o f a 
dignified and subdued older 
gentleman, 

Helmond is as much a hit with 
the Akron audience as she is 
with her studio audience on the 
set o f "Soap . " Perhaps this 
is because her character at the 
beginning o f the play reminds one 
o f Jessica Tate. She is naive, 
sweet, and slightly scatter brained. 
However, by the second act any 
sign.of Jessica has vanished from 
Helmond's performance as exper­

ience brings about an unexpected 
maturity and sophistication in 

. Doris. 

" John Kenley is to be com­
mended for breaking a bad habit 
for this show. Kenley has the 
annoying tendancy o f taking an 
adult comedy and turning it into 
a family show suitable for the 
kids, the grandmothers, and the 
family cat. (A case in point 
is last year's presentation of 
Pippin). Fortunately, there was 
little alteration in the script for 
this play, thereby keeping lines in 
which some might find distaste­
ful, shocking, but nevertheless 
hysterical. 

While the acting is above 
ireproach, there are some notice­
able technical problems. Audio 
memorabilia played during scene 
and costume changes to represent 
time lapsing is static filled, and 
the recording. for George's piano 
plavine is unconvincing. 

Seldom does a play o f this 
caliber come so close j .o the 
Youngstown area. It is definite­
ly worth the drive to Akron to 
see Same Time Next Year.
