April 25-28. 

A featured event during th& festival will be a four-day visit by Dr. Samuel 

Adler, one of the weI' d's f0rem_st c mposers of Jewish sacred music, as part of 

the University's Schermer Scholar-in-Residence Program. 

The festival programs, all free and open to the public, will include six 

concerts, a syrnpo~ium, panel discussion, special presentations at Rodef Shalom 

Temple and the First Unitarian Church of Ycungstown, as well as special discus­

si~ns and comp~sitiLn lectures. 

The c ncerts will include n-campus perf(;rmances by the Cleveland Philharmonic 

Orchestr , Cleveland Chamber Orchestra, Ohi,-; State Oniversity Contemporary Music 

Ensemble, ~ent State University New Music Ensemble, and several groups from YSU's 

Dana School of Music. 

Sometimes called "a bridge between the older liturgists and the American-born 

eneration' because of his eclectic composing 8~yle, Dr. Adler will speak on 

"The Composer and His Audience in Our Century'- at 8 p.m. April 25 in the Ohi"

at 9:30 p.m. in the Special Lectures Lounge, Kilcawley. 

Dr. Adler will present a Dana convocation entitled "The Educaticn f the 

Musician in America ll at ~o a.m. April 26 in YSU's Dana Recital Hall in Bliss Hall, 

Room 1026. 
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A Sabbath Eve service featuring a few of Dr. Adler's 200 published composi­

tions will be held the same day at 8 p.m. at Rodef Shalom Temple, Elm and Woodbine 

Streets, Youngstown. 

On April 27, Dr. Adler will give the keynote address to the ASUC's Re on 5 

Convention at 11 a.m. in the Dana Recital Hall. 

His visit will conclude with an "Interdenominational Symposium on 20th Century 

Sacred Music P at 11 a.m. April 28 at the First Unitarian Church of Youngst wo, 

Elm treet and Illinuis Avenue. 

Dr. Robert L. Rollin of B0ardman Dana ass ciate professor of music, is 

festival courdinator. 

DI'. Adler, curr'cn y chairman of the Compositien Department at the Eastman 

Scheol of Music, University of Rochester, N.Y., is kn wo not only for his sacred 

music. but also foI' his co p sing, directing and ccnducting. 

The Dana New Music Festival will also feature several new compositions chosen 

by a committee fI'om some 120 submissions, many coming from outside the Region 5 

area of ASUC. Region 5 includes eight states from Minnesota an Iowa east to 

Ohio nS well as OntaI'io. Some of the works chosen for presentation are by 

composers from as far away as Florida and California. 

The symposium on Sunday, April 28, will not only feature Dr. Adler, but also 

Cantor David Weisser of Rodef Sh lorn Temple, Rev. Steven Beall of the First 

Unitarian Church, and Ms. Carol Gu,lielm~ a Dana School of Music alumnus and 

frequent ace, mpanist fer Dana choral groups. 

B:n'n the sen of a distinguished canter in Germany in 1928, Dr. fidl I' came tc, 

the U.S. in 1939 and studied ccmpcsitiou even priGI' to entering Boston University 

in 1946. He earned his bachelor's degree in 1948 and a master's de ree fr'm 

Harvard University in 1950. Among th0se he studied under were Paul Hindemith t 

Aar0n Copeland and Serge Koussevitzky. While serving in the A my he was 

awarded the Army Medal of Honor for organizing and conducting the 7th Army 

Symphony Orchestra in Germcny. 
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Dr. A leI' was director of music at Temple Emanu-El in Dallas, Texas, frcm 

1953-66 an was alsc' or~ nizer and conductc'r of the Dallas Chorale for two yeC.rs. 

He has conducted the Dallas, Houstcn and St. Luis symphonies, among others, 

and has lectured, tau ht and conducted worksh~ps at many colleges. universities 

and conservatories in the U.S., Jerusalem, Austria, and other countries. 

Dr. Adler's ublished works include five symphDnies, four .peras, a ballet, 

and many chamber and choral works, both s~cred and secular. He has been the 

recipient of several grants an awards including a Ford Fcundati.:)n grant, a 

Rockefeller grant and four grants from the National Endowment for the t~ts. 

The Schermer Schllar-in-Residence Program was established at YSU in 1980 

through an endowment from the Frances and Lillian Schermer Charitable Trusts 

adm'nistered by the Youngstown Zi0nist District ~f the Zionist OrGanizati.n cf 

America and 5'nai B'rith Mahonin Lod~e 339. It memorializes the Schermer family 

of Y'-'ungstowo, and seeks to a vance their interests in young people. education. 

the Jewish community and the community at 1ar8e. 

Each year~ Schermer residencies brinE to the YSU campus notable speakers and 

performin artists who explore contemp ,rary issues and interests in a series of 

public presenta ions. The Schermer Pro~ram thus S ryes to extend the aca ernie 

resources of the University b yond its classr~oms, and tr strengthen the link 

between the campus and local communities. 

The Dana Schonl ~f Music. funded in 1869 in nearby Warren, Ohio, as Dana's 

Musical Institute, mereed with the then YClunwstown Cclllege in 1941.
