"The Mikado" features the adventures of Nanlu-Poo. son of Japan's ruler. who 

flees his father's court to escape an arranged marr1age. His escapades in the 

far-of village of Titipu an eneo nters with the inhabitants produce the fu 

and tuneful narrative of the operetta.
