A challenge to the current policy used in cases of
academic dishonesty was the paramount issue at
Wednesday’s Academic Senate meeting, the first of the
1988-89 school year.,

The Senate voted 65-19 against the challenge
spearheaded by Dr. Ronald Tabak, physies &
astronomy, who spoke for himself and Dr. Stephen
Hanzely, physics, who is currently on sabbatical.

Motions that were passed by Academic Senate last
June replaced the Student Discipline Board with the
Student Academic Grievance Subcommittee as the body
to hear and determine cases mvoivmg academic -
dishonesty. = | V.

The subcommittee was glven the power to issue
disciplinary sanctions, including warning, probation,’
suspension arnd expulsion. The Subcommittee also has

the power to mandate a grade change after holding 2

due process hearing and also consultmg w1th the affected _

department.

But Tabak argued that the Suthmmlttee structure
— six faculty members, six students and one ad-
ministrator — put the faculty at a disadvantage in
. representation. He proposed in the June 1 meeting that
the Subcommittee be comprised of six elected faculty
members — one from each school or college — two
students and one administator. o

Tabak stated that approval of this motion would give

“the faculty a two-thirds representation, which would

be consistent with the structure of the Senate.  The
amendment died because of a lack of a second.
* Dr. Thomas Shipka, philosophy, opposed the
challenge and noted that the issue was a discussion with |
& 17-year history. “It's h;gh time we made at least a ht-
tle progress,” stated Shipka.

Shipka adH‘ed that; although he deesn t like all parts

Senate members did approve two proposals, one of
which recognizes that instructors have final power in
assigning final grades in all cases except those cases in
which the Student Academic Grievance Subcommittee
has the power to mandate a grade change. The other
approved proposal defines “cheating” as using or at-
tempting to use unauthorizéd materials or information
in class assignments or tests and recognizes that theSub-
comrnittee may wish: to consider intent in making a
ruling, :

Dayhgh't servuce stopped

Mémbers of YSU's support group for handicapped students are
unhappy with Student Government'’s recent decision to curtail Cam-
pus Escort service during the afternoon.

Bob Walls, vice president of Student Government, said the noon
to 5 p.m. shift has been eliminated at this time so that more escorts
will be available during busier night hours.

Walls said that afternoon escort service is still avaﬂable but peo-

~ ple must notify Campus Escorts 24 hours in advance. Service from
8 a.m. to noon and 5 to 11 p.m. has not been affected, he added.
John Powell, president of YSU’s Handicapped Support Group,
said the decision puts handicapped students at a disadvantage . -
. becausé they planned their classes on the availability of escorts.-
~ Walls explained that Campus Escorts, which is funded through
- Student Government, works on a 150-hour-per-week budget. The
demand for escort service at night has been much higher than
originally anticipated, he said, and people have waited as long as
20 minutes for an escort. -

Cuts had to'be made to keep wathm the budget and “maintain
our superior service to those who request escort service at night,”
Walls said. The hours that were allotted during the afternoon will
make it possible to add escorts during the other shifts, he said.

According to Powell, the Handicapped Support Group requested
a permanent schedule for daytime escort service beginning this
quarter for students who needed assistance in getting around cam-
pus. Students who wanted a daytime escort had to make prior ar-
rangerments in past quarters, he said.

Members of the support group normally make arrangements to
escort students themselves and relied on Campus Escorts only when

~ group members were not available, Powell said.
“It was there if we had an emergency,” Powell said. “Our

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Speaker addresses issue of ethics

Businesses can be successful without resorting

to unethical methods was the message Robert

- Altan Cooke presented Tuesday night in Kilcawley
Center’s Ohio Room.

Cooke, director of the Institute for Business

Ethics at DePaul University, was speaking on
campus as part of the Paul J. and Marguerite K.
Thomas Colloquium on Free Enterprise.
Cooke said that too many have the attitude that
. business and ethics are a contradiction of terms,
. “much like military and intelligence.”
“Some business executives promote this idea,”
Cooke said, “but its possible to make a profit
without suckmg it to people.”

Cooke added that business executives are no’

more ethical or unethijcal than any other group
in society. He said that like any group there are
some bad executives, but the group as a whole
should not be condemned for the actions of some.

There are three basic approaches to ethics
Cooke said and then outlined each. The first is the

‘way you would want to be treated in business.

“J.C. Penney followed this approach and even

“used it as the motto of the store for a number of

years,” Cooke commented.

The second approach he detailed was the
Enlxghtened Ego approach in which self-interest
is the basic concern without helping others. Cooke
added that this was similar to the “Invisible Hand”
that Adam Smith talked about 200 years ago, say-
ing that by some getting rich it would benefit all
others in society.

“Where would we be without busin&s._s and cor-
porate philanthropy? This University for one

- would not be here,” Cooke said.

The third approach is the Utilitarian in which
the businessman is motivated by working for a
common good.

“Each of us follow one of these approaches
Cooke -
remarked. “Each has practical applications in
everyday life.”

Cooke continued that there are some common
misconceptions associated with business, among
them the feeling that profit and morality don’t
mix, “an absolute .morality, success requires

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Senate steps forward |

by rejecting motion

Few people realize it, but history was made at
Wednesday’s Academic Senate meeting,

By a vote of 65-19, the Senate voted to reject a
cha.llenge that would have sent the policy concer-
nmg the Student Academic Grievance Subcommit-
tee’s role in cases of academic dishonesty back in-
to the discussion stages.

Some faculty members argued that the balance
in this subcommittee put instructors at a disadvan-
tage. Having six students, six faculty members and
one administrator — who would chair the com-
mittee and cast a vote only in case of a tie — makes
instructors the minority. The chairperson of this
subcommittee, according to.the proposal approv-
ed by Academic Senate last year, will be the vice
president of Student Services. This person, the
challengers argued, is normally the students
advocate,

. But the significance of Academic Senate’s vote
does not lie solely in the issue at hand, History was
made because the Senate refused to take a step back
in time, ’

Academic Senate has not arned a reputation for
being expeditious in its affa:;rs. Minimum gradua-
tion requirements were researched and studied for
years, only tc have proposed revmons tabled by
the body in 1984,

General area course requirements were studied
for two more years and another plan was drawn
and deliberated upon. It, too, failed at a 1986
Academic Senate meeting.

Plagirism and cheating have been discussed at
length in Senate meetings for years, too. Last year’s
Academic Senate battled on these issues as well as
recording academic dishonesty on students’ records
and due process for students in grade appeals.
Questions remain in each of these topics.

. I¥sencouraging to see that the faculty and stu-
_ dent members of this year’s Academic Senate are
- interested in getting issues resolved.- No decision
regarding academic policy should ever be made in
haste — and no decision should be jeopardized by

inefficiency.

I could do to help.

Also iricluded amongst all the

information were actual, real-
life tales of torture. In fact, page
one was headed with one of
those morbid accounts.
« It reads: “We are God in
" here... That’s what the guards
taunted the prisoner with as they
applied electrical shocks to her
body while she lay handcuffed
to the springs of a metal bed.
Her cries were echoed by the
screams of other victims and the
laughter of their torturers.”

The first time I read that, I
swallowed hard and tried to im-

‘agine that scene. I couldn’t.
That, to me, was hard enough
to believe, let alone try to
picture.

But it does happen — every
day. Political prisoners are held
against their will and, although
many are not tortured, many
more are. Too many.

Amnesty is trying to stop the

torture. They're trying to gain
prompt and fair trials for
prisoners, and they’re working
on securing freedom for
prisoners of conscience.

Their Urgent Action Network
involves a system of researchers
who verify facts about a case.
They feed it into a computer and
that information is then sent to
caring people who write Urgent
Action letters on behalf of the

tortured prisoners of conscience.

Their system works. Amnesty

réports that when they are able
to act within 72 hours of learn-
ing about an arrest or torture, 50
per cent of the prisoners are
either released or treated better.

The symbol of Amnesty Inter-
national is a lit candle, entwin-
ed by barbed wire. With help,
that wire can be cut and the

candle can be free to bumn’

brightly.

This time, I'm thinking more |

seriously about getting involved.

More than a year after the enactment of Ohio’s
law raising the minimum age to purchase alcohol
to 21, campus bars near.YSU are considering
allowmg 18-year-old college students into their

. establishments once again.

Paul Guerrieri, owrier of Pal Joey’s Lounge, said
he has been considering this idea and talking with
state officials about_its feasability.

However, Guerrieri noted he has no definite

. plans at this time to allow these younger students

into his bar.
According to Doug Rose, owner of Pogo’s Pub,

_he will allow University students who are under

the legal drinking age inte his bar beginning
tonight.
He added that in order to be admitted,

_ underaged students will be required to present

their college ID in addition to a drivers license to
prove they are over 18 as well as a college student.

“I want to give the college kids somewhere to
g0 [but] I don’t want the high school kids,” Rose
said.

Rose noted that this policy is currently practic-
ed at bars near Ohio State, Kent State and Ohio
umversxf:xes.

In order for it to be profitable to allow underag-
ed students into his establishment, Rose said he
will initiate a one dollar cover charge for underag-
ed students from Wednesday through Saturday.

Also, to prevent these underaged students from
being served alcohol, Rose said he will use color-
coded wrist bands to indicate the eli gibility of his

" patrons,

Upon entering the bar, those persons who are
21 years-old or over will receive a yellow band,
those who are 20 years-old will receive a blue
band and those who are ineligible for alcohol will
get a hand stamp.

Rose added that no one will be served without
a wrist band. o

In order to enforce this new policy, Rose said
he will have security personnel patroling the bar
to make sure those who are of age don't provide
alcoholic beverages to those who aren’t, “If they
are caught drinking, they will be thrown out,” he

Rose said the reason he is initiating such a risky.

Jane’s Addiction wasn't kid-
ding when they chose the title
for their debut album. The

cover of Nothing’s Shocking -

depicts two women joined at the
limbs, naked as the day they
were born. They also have flam-
ing hairdos.

For some reason, record store
chain owners and managers are
choosing to keep the records

from the shelves, or place them -

in obscure racks. That's a
shame, Jane’s Addiction has
managed to put together a
remarkable album.

Recently, the band has been
getting favorable reviews as an
opening act for the Ramones.

The band hails from Los
Angeles, and is comprised of
Perry Farrell performing vocals,
chaotie, upside-your-head guitar
work courtesy of David
Navarro, Eric A. on bass and
acoustic guitars (apparently if
you're from L.A. you don't need
a full last name), and Stephen
Perkins on solid drums and per-

cussion.
Although the record is far
from perfect it is impressive.

The music can be classified as

heavy metal,but it is slightly dif-
ferent due to the use of horns,
kettle drums and other in-
teresting touches. .

Side one starts off w1th “Up
the Beach,” a short basically in-
strumental song that gives a
good indication of what’s to
follow on the record.

The music is sharp and
angry, with emphasis on
Navarro’s crunchy guitar.

The first side is listenable, but
it is the second side that makes
this a worthy record.
