3
The memo emphasized that
the agreement is subject to ap-

proval by the Board but stated
that the bargaining team expected:

prelude to a ratification vote late
in May.” The memo further
stated that the team was with-
holding publication of the details
“untidl the Trustee team has an
opportunity to discuss several
matters with the Board.”

faculty bargaining team and OEA

executive comrmttee' to call a
strike.

Nixon takes responsibility

WASHINGTON AP — Presi-
dent Nixon told the nation Mon-
day night he accepts final respon-

sibility for the Watergate scandal .
that led him to-accept the resigna-’

tion of H. R.-Haldeman, John D,

. Ehrlichman and Atty. Gen. Rich-

ard G. Kieindienst.

In a solemn address to the

nation, hours after a major shake-
up in his adnainistration, the Pres-
ident said the blame belongs at
the top. ‘

Y1 accept it,” he said in a
nationally broadcast and televised
address. .

In the shakeup, Nixon fired
presidential counsel John W.
Dean 1] and nominated Secretary

“of Defense Elliot L. Richardson-

to be attorney general.

The President gave Richardson
the job of overseeing the admin-
istration’s Watergate investigation
and of naming a special prose-
cutor to probe the incident if
Richardson deéms one necessary.

Unitl late March Nixon said,
he had been assured by those

around him that no one in he
administration "was involved in

_ the bugging and wire tapping.
The resignations of Haldeman -

and Ehrlichman as top White

House aides, Nixon said, did not
imply ‘their guilt. He called them
two of the finest public servants

he had’ever known.

Watergate reporter speaks
for Artist Lecture series

Carl Bernstein, one of the two
Washington Post investigative re-
porters who™ first uncovered
details of the Watergate scandal
will speak at 1 p.m. Tuesday, May
8, in 8t. Johin's Episcopal Church.
Berstein's address is a lateaddition
to the Artist Lecture Sesdes
presentation for this year.

Bemstein, age 28, and fellow
crime reporter Bob Woodward,
i29, were assigned to investigate
the Watergate

extensive leg work and investi-
gation, the two reporters un-

earthed information which has

made the Watergate case. the
year's biggest exposure.

Bemstein is. an ex-copy boy for
the Washington Ster and former

religious . reporter for the New.
York Times. He and Woodward-

have been recipients of numerous
journalism awards for their in-

vestigative reporting: -the Drew |

Pearson Award; Clapper Award
Heywood Hale Brown Award;
Judge- Polk Memorial Award;
Worth Bingham Award; Sigma
Delta Phi journalism award and a
gold medal from the University of
Missouri department of journal.
ism. They are also prime candi-
dates for the Pulitzer Prize.

Bernsteir and’ Woodward were'

the first reporters who uncovered

incident as. .a .
routine burglary case. Through

that FBI agents had linked the

Watergate incident to a “‘massive

campaign of political spying and

sabotage.” They also identified
the key presidential aides who
allegedly served as contact men
for the undercover agents.

A true understandmg of the Arab people’s history -
Moslem, Christian and Jews—wouid show" that the Arab
people themsleves have suffered greatly under the rule of

the Crusaders,-Ottomans, British and French colonialists, -
and the present day Zionist colonialists.

further that the upper socio-economic levels of the Arab -
community - Moslems, Christians and Jews - collaborated -

with these invaders to suppress the iower'levelsof the Arab.

YSU offers cnllege work
to hlgh school seniors

High School sepiors will havea
unique - opportunity this summer,

the. chance to enroll in a YSU -

college-level course prior to com-
pleting - their high- school educa-
tion.

~ The _Cc)"urse,_ Pri_nciples 'ih
Biology, is the first of the pro-
gram which will be open to stu-
dents the summer prior to their
senior year of high school |
permitting the students to sample
university-level work before they

make a2 two or four-year commit-~

ment and acquainting them with

_the ‘educational = opportunities
available at YSU in both the two.
and four-year program.

The course will cairy full Uni-
versity credit of four quarter
hours contingent on the student
completing his high school educa-
tion and enrolling in YSU.

Principles of Biology, normallty
elected by incoming freshmen,
may be used to satisfy a wide
range of University requirements
for students who.attend YSU.

For example, four of the 16
credits toward the science re-
quirements which must be ful-
filed by all students enrolled in
the four-year programs; satisfying
part of the biology prerequisites
for ¢ourses in elementary educa-
tion and physical education
studerits; serving as part of the
biology requirement for students
who plan to enter the medical
profession and its related arcas;
and serving as an introductory
course for biology majors who
may genter fields ranging from
enwronmental sciences to micro-
biology.

The course wzll be offered
during the first five and one-half
week summer session, from June
14 through July 19. It will consist
of three, two-hour lectures and
two, - two-hour laboratories per
week, and will be scheduled from
10a.m. to 12 noon each day.

The cost will be $15.00 per
credit-hour, plus a $12.00 general
‘fee-and a $15.00 admissions fee

for a total of $87.00. There will -

be an additional tuition surcharge

of $19.00 per quarter hour for

out-of-state students.,

During the first summer this
will be the only course offered in

the program. If there is sufficient

interest, the program will be ex-
panded to include introductory

courses from other departments

the foﬂowmg summer.
