He jjhen described the election 
process to the students pointing 
out that voting was only one of 
the many ways that students 
could effectively work toward 
change in our society. 

"America is one of the few 
countries founded on the premise 
that change can be made in the 
government by each person 
working for it," stated Celeste. 
"In India if you would ask whether 
anyone could effect change, less 
than one in fifty would raise 
their hand." (Celeste served as an 
assistant to Chester Boules when 
he was Ambassador to India and 
spent four years there.) 

Celeste also had lunch with the 
YSU President John Coffelt, Mike 
Braun, editor of The Jambar, 
George Glaros, the president of 
student government and Ann 
Isroff yice^diairj^oii__of the 

board of trustees. They discussed 
the future of state government 
and the university. 

He closed his day on campus by 
meeting with interested students 
in the lounge in Kilcawley.

Candidate Considerations 

'Neither the President nor Jimmy won, the real winner was the 
American people.' 

Trie above statement, was an analysis of the first debate by 
Governor Carter's press secretary during the twenty-seven minute 
loss of sound fiasco at the end of the debate. It is also one of the 
better and more accurate statements to cprnofrom any review of the 
debates. 

Although it is true mat much of the material dispersed 
throughout the (debates (statistical figures, projections, etc.) went 
over the heads of the average American, this writer included (I've 
never been much good at figures in the millions); there were dtfhflte 
and pointed differences between the candidates and these 
differences were revealed to a voting audience. The audience was 
thus given.. A clear impression for which to make a choice. 

While the debates did drag at points, the viewing audience was 
also given a more exact view of the candidates themselves. For the 
Governor, he appeared to be clearer and precise on the issues than 
he had before the President destroyed the 'Chevy Chase' 
bumbling image that he has been stuck with for the past few 
months. 

The destruction of that image may have had a more dramatic 
effect than any other that was made during the debate. Ford, who 
most people felt would be eaten alive by Carter, surprised them by 
showing that he is a established politician more than able to hold his 
own in a debate. The shock value of this point may have given Ford 
the slight edge in.this debate, a value that will be leveled with .the 
next debate as people are now aware of his ability. 

Scoring ten points per debate, I gave;P*iSBde»t Ford 5.1 points 
and Carter 4.9 points, and the American people a'whopping ten 
points for bein^ efoen a clear choice. _ _ „

The second student, who was 
alleged to have thrown a shrub 
from the fifth floor lounge window 
6f Kilcawley to the roof of the 
breezeway, was found guilty of 
violating residence hall regulations 
and was suspended for three 
academic quarters. 

Another student involved in 
the theft was placed on discipli­
nary probation^ for o.ie calendar 
year and required to work forty 
hours for the landscaping depart­
ment.

The five students involved in 
the spring quarter's drug arrests 
entered guilty pleas to reduced 
charges in Youngstown's Municipal 
Court on May 20. The original 

.charges all involved the sales of 
hallucinogens and/or ampheta­
mines. The charges were reduced 
to sales of non-barbituates or to 
misdemeanors: possession of hal­
lucinogens (both marijuana and 
LSD). All charged with possession 
were given suspended jail sentences 
and one year's probation.

According to a Federal En­
vironment Protection Agency 
(EPA) report obtained by the 
Jambar, YSU was found negligent 
in the use of the pesticide Dasanit 
on campus two years ago. The 
report contradicted a statement 
made by Henry Garano, superin­
tendent of YSU's landscaping in 
the May 28th issue of the Jambar. 

The report ended with a strong 
warning, directed to Garano, citing 
the EPA's belief that he had 
violated a section of the US Code 
'by using a registered pesticide in 
a manner inconsistent with its 
labeling.' 

A summary report filed by Carl 
J. Erickson, Use Investigator for 
the EPA, cited that Garaivo had 
purchased the Dasanit to control a 
turf pest known as nematodes 
despite the fact that no one had 
recommended that any pest treat­
ment was necessary.

YSU suffered its third con­
secutive setback of the gridiron 
season, a humiliating 24-3 loss to 
Akron, before a sparse turnout of 
4,846 on Saturday afternoon at 
Rayen Stadium. 

A campaign that was full of 
sweet optimism and confidence 
only a few weeks ago has turned 
sour for head coach Bill Narduzzi's 
squad. 

Akron's ball control, a lack 
of rushing punch and a shoddy 
pass defense were the primary 
factors in YSU's demise. 

The Zips opened the game's 
scoring at the 5:50 mark of the 
first quarter when quarterback 
Marty Bczbatchenko scrambled 
through a wave of arm-tackles to 
paydirt from the YSU four-yard 
line. Jim Embrick added the extra 
poin t as the Akron march to 
victory began. 

Following the Akron score, 
YSU began their lone scoring 
drive of the afternoon. After 
marching from their own 24-yard 
line, the Penguins were stymied 
by a stubborn Zip defense and 
had to settle for a 27-yard/field 
goal off the toe of freshman 
Carey Orosz. 

With four minutes gone in 
the second quarter a 52-yard 
Akron drive culminated on a . 
29-yard touchdown sprint by 
fullback Dan Simon.' Embrick 
again added the extra point and 
only minutes later drilled a 42-yard 
field goal as Akron built an 
insurmountable 17-3 lead. 

Akron's final scoring effort of 
the first half was thwarted on an 
interception by Penguin safety 
Joe Bell,who made a fine 34-yard 
return in what was one of the few 
bright spots of the opening half. 

The only score of the final half 
occured with six minutes left in 
the third stanza as the opposition's 
halfback Billy Mills slipped in for 
a five-yard touchdown. 

Final statistics of the game 
bear out the ineptness of YSU and 
the superiority of Akron. The 
Zips held a commanding advantage 
in total yards (326-248) and 
also had a decisive (247-86) 
rushing advantage. 

Highly touted YSU quarterback 
Cliff Stoudt, considered a pre­
season bonafide All-American can­
didate, improved from earlier per­
formances but has still not dis­
played the talent of the past two 
seasons. Stoudt hit on 14 of 
26 passing attempts for 143 
yards but rushed for only 31 
yards in 21 carries.' 

Despite the defeat the fine 
play of offensive end Jim Ferranti, 
defensive linebacker Jeff Fitz-
patrick and punter Chuck Haynaii 
bear mention. 

Ferranti caught seven aerials 
for 93 yards and narrowly missed 
a touchdown grab which perhaps 
would have affected the outcome 
of the game. As the Penguins 

tackier/ ' Fitzpatrick ex : ' 

celled in a losing effort. Freshman 
punter Haynaii 'was called oh six 
times and booted for a fine 36.8 
average. 

YSU is now stumbling through, 
what "was once a very optimistic 
season. However, seven games do 
remain on the schedule and no­
body in the Penguin quarters has 
given up. Unfortunately Western 
Dlinois is next on the YSU 
agenda....and they are currently 
ranked tenth in the country in 
small college polls and possess 
some of the best Division II 
players in the entire nation.
