Brackeen, virtuoso pianist and master composer, will

Jazz Ensemble 1. Tony Leonardi, coordinator of jazz studies,
will be conducting the ensemble, and Brackeen will be solo
pianist with the ensemble.

According to Kent Englehardt, instructor, Dana School

of Music, Jazz Ensemble I will perform all of Brackeen's'

music during the first half.

"It’s all new music by Joanne, and the students have

been working on it very feverishly,” Englehardt said.

Brackeen worked through a period of apprenticeships
with great names such as Art Blakely and the Jazz
Messengers, Jjoe Henderson; Stan Getz and more. Growing
up in southern California, she learned to play piano during
her childhood. She was exposed to jazz with the recordings
of band leader and pianist Frank Carle.

Englehardt said, "I've played with her before. We per- .
formed together in Cleveland five years ago. She'sjust oneof .

the greatest jazz pianists of all time. She's played with just
about everyone there is to play with and is intensely creative.
She’s an intelligent person, nice, warm and giving."
Imitating and studying Carle’s recordings, Brackeen
taught herself to play and improvise. At 20 years old she had

already played with heavyweights Dexter Gordon, Harold;

Land and Charles Lloyd.
Since the 70s she has been at the forefront of new music,
recording more than 20 albums as a leader and with some of
the most respected musicians in jazz. Bracken is currently a
faculty member at the New School in New York City and a
professor at the Berklee College of Music in Boston. She has
also been commissioned to write compositions for large
ensembles at Duke University, the New England
Conservatory of Music, Rutgers: University, Dickenson
College, Cleveland’s Tri-C Jazz Fest and SUNY-Plattsburg.
