The U.S. has protected and prevented Chinese forces from
occlpying Talwan; halted the Communist conquest of Indochina and
has .consistently refused - to recognize .Red China in the ‘United
Nations. In other words, the U. S. has opposed every a.1m of the
Pelpmg government, .

‘Friction in Peiping
Communist China’s hostility to the United States. has made its
relations with Russia, also hostile fo the U.S., very easy; but if

there is any truth in Khrushchev’s ‘‘peaceful coexistence’’ theme
the relations between Red China and Russia may become strained,

the United States its position in Asia would be considerably

weakened. It is doubtful if the Peiping government could withstand.

‘Substantially speaking, the Asian
nationalism is anti-imperialism,
served ‘as ‘the energy of na.tional
liberation movement that released the
Asian colonies from ' the Western
po'i.vers’ colonial rules and political
ldealogies‘, and’ eventually it . en-
abled’ attaining mdependence and

establishment of new Asian nations,

This nationalism, with the emergence
of .new posb_-wa: Asian nations, has
characteristically shown a tendency
of the neo-nationalism,

The concept of the nationalism isa
historical concept which reflected
upon the process of modern inter-

national politics, It has been evolved |-

through ‘the media of the political

1 backbone (thought) that a state is an

agsemblage of the people who have
gathered under the pretext of com-
mon destiny, kinship, geography,
cultural system. '

Such'a concept of nationalism, as
a whole, is the political principle of
forming =2 nation and state, This
concept has developed to form the
principle of ‘‘Peoples’ gSelf-Deter-
mination’’, and it further developed
into the prineciple of national expan-
sion aimed at gaining extérnal ex-
‘pansfon and national supremacy.

After the World war I, there have
been ceeurred in Asia abrupt changes
-- a5 Professor. W. Macmahon Ball
points out -- political, economical
and cultural r'evolur.ions

The motor force of this revolution
in Asia was atiributed to the Asian
nationalism.

The characteristics of the Asian
Nationalism can be described as;
first,- anti-colonialism;  second, an
idealogy of the national develop-
ment; third, peaceful political in-
fluences reflected on the cuwrent
world history.

"I‘he historical task of the. Asian
nationalism, lies" in the complete
striving to detachment from outside
control, poverty, and passiveness,
and securing independence,; pros-
perity and peace, through the
modernization. The modernization of

- Asia can only be made possible by

development of Asian individuality
in parallel to westernizationprocess.
The first problem to be solved in the
modernization of Asia is formation of
modern states -- democratic states --
free from religious influence.

However, there exists in Asia
various conditions curtailing the
solution of this first problem. The
second problem is how to secure the
prestige of a state. Though external
prestige is important, more important
than this will be the gain and secur-
ing the loyalty of her own people.

How ' to - create and strengthen
patrigtism among the people is a
common question facing the Asian
.states. The peoples willingness and
the administration policies aimed at
furthering the real interest of her
people would he only solution to
‘this question,

Many people think SCUBA and
skin diving " are the same thing,
actually they are not. In skin diving
a mask, fins, snorkel and suit are all
that are used, whereas in SCUBA, in
addition to the above, tanks and a
regulator " are used, This is where
the term SCUBA originates, in that
the air supply is carried by the diver.

Another method of diving is called
“*hard hat’., On this type of diving
the ‘air supply is’ furnished to the
diver from the boat by means of
hoses. The diver wears & heavy and

divers head. Ffrom this helmet comes
the term “hard hat'. The whole out-
fit is very cumbersome and the diver
moves very slowly. This was -used
by the Navy and salvage companies
before SCUBA appeared on the scene.
