Division Of Wildlife
Makes Phéasant Study

A study made by the Division of
wildlife shows that there was one
hunter for every 122 acres of land on
aopening day of 1958. After the initial
day hunting fell off to practically
nothing until the Saturday following
opening day, when one nimrod for
every 250 acres was counted,
Hunting activity then fell again until
Thanksgiving day, which was the

last day of heavy hunting, with one |

sportsman recorded. for every 230
acres. These statistics -were agh
quired by aimlane filights over
individual areas. Results of similar
studies in 1951 and 52 foliowed the
same pattern.
