On standing conmmttees of the Senate which call for
student participation, only one student xrépresentative
may be a nenber of Student Council. unless otherw se
specified in the coomttee description. Wen the nunber
of student nmenbers on a Conmttee is six, one nenber
nust be appoi nted from each of the six (6) Schools in
the University. Wen the nunber of student nenbers

Al Appointnments of students to coonmttees of the Senate
must be made by Student Council and ratified by Student
Council in a formal neeting. The Chairman of Student
Counci| shall present the slate of ratified student

appoi ntees to the Dean of Student Affairs who IS re-
sponsible for confirmng their eligibility and notifying
committee chairman of the confirmation. |f aﬁpoi nt ees
are not eligible and not replaced, the seat shall remain
vacant. A student shall not serve as Chairman or Tem
porary Chairman of any Standing Commttee of the Uni-
versity.

3 The President of the University is an Ex-Oficio menber of all
Committees, and he shall receive a copy of the approved M nutes
of all Commttee neetings, Any other Ex-Cfficio nenbers are
identified to the Commttee on which they serve,

4. Each Commttee, except the Discipline Committee and the Textbook
Subcomm ttee of Academc Affairs, shall send a copy of its
apPr oved Mnutes to the University Librarian. These Mnutes
\éut !j be filed and nade available to the Faculty, Staff, and
udents.
