Memorandum to Professor K. W, Dykema, Chalrman

The Committee on Academic Standards :
The Youngstown University

November 10, 1955

The undersigned Sub-Committee of the Academic Standards Committee, apvointed
to conduct a survey of summer school oractices at the Youngstown University, met on
Thursday, November 3, to consider the results of the questionnaire distributed to
students and faculty members during the past summer term. Specific information on
the findings is contained in the apnended supplementary report.

Upon aporonriate examination of this material, it was the unanimous consensus
of the undersigned members of the Sub-Committee:

1. That the full Committee on Academic Standards shoulﬂlstrongly urge the
University Administration to adoot some olan that will eliminate the regular sched-
uling of Satuyrday classes during the summer term. It was noted and agreed that
such general plan should in no way a2bridge the vrivilege of any department to
schedule Saturday classes thet may be deemed essential for special reasons.

2+ That the first consideration in revising summer plans should be given to
the orovosal to create two five-weck terms of five days each, with the pericds
lengthened sufficiently to provide adequate time-coverage for existing accredi-
tization standards. (This represents the third ootion of Item #7 on the Instruc-
tor's Questionnaire--two-hour neriocds were tentatively suggested.)

It was further unanimously agrecd thct the question of teaching load during
the summer term should scriously engage the attention of the Committee on Academic
Standards., This is reccgnized as primarily a problem invelving full-time teaching
pversonnel, There was unanimous agreement thet six hours constituted a full and
sufficient teaching load in a sumrer tcerm. By a vote of L to 1, the SubsCommittee
recormmends action by the full Committee on Academic Standards, seeking accomplish-
ment of this limitation upon teaching assignment insofar, at least, as full-time
teaching personncl are concerned. It should be noted that the dissenting member
was not in disagreement with the orinciple; he sought merely to substitute "suggests”
for "recommends."

With the submission of this report, the undersigned Sub—Commlttee respectfully

requests discharge.
