2. Enrollment 

The sunnier session w i l l  s t a r t  June 16. Over 1400 students have already 
indicated t h e i r  in tent ion of attending t h i s  session, and it is  expected 
t h a t  t o t a l  enrollment w i l l  be around 1800 f o r  t h e  t en  week term. 

Although it i s  d i f f i c u l t  a t  t h i s  t i n e  t b  estimate f a l l  enrollment, plans 
a r e  being made f o r  a t o t a l  enrollment of about 3600 students. Of  t h i s  
number, 1200 w i l l  be new freshmen, and 200 w i l l  be t r ans f e r  students from 
other colleges , 

3, Tuition Increase 

The t u i t i o n  charge per semester has been raised $12 .OO, e f fec t ive  
September, 1947, bringing the t o t a l  t u i t i o n  t o  .^112,00 a semester f o r  
t h e  average load of f i f t e en  c l a s s  hours. Additional work w i l l  cos t  
$7.00 a semester c l a s s  hour. Incidental fees  now average *20.00 t o  
$30.00 a year; however, fees a r e  being reviewed and it may be necessary 
t o  r a i s e  some of these. Music t u i t i o n  w i l l  be 5200.00 a semester, 
including th ree  pr ivate  lessons a week, 

4. Salary Adjustments 

The Salary Committoe of the  Board of Trustees has approved sa la ry  adjust-  
meats f o r  t h e  f acu l t y  t o t a l i ng  ?l5,26O. These adjustments w i l l  bc- 
e f fec t ive  July 1, 1947, a t  t h e  beginning of t he  College f i s c a l  year,

Individual adjustments range from *loo. i n  most cases t o  a s  high a s  ~1,000.  

5. Leaves of,-Absence 

The fo l l o r i ng - in s t ruc to r s  have boon granted leaves of absence t o  con- 
t inue  t h e i r  graduate work t h i s  summer: Miss Mary Ellen h g a r o l l  
( ~ ~ y c h o l o g y ) ,  Mrs. J. E, Smith ( ~ e a l t h  and Physical   ducat ion), 
Mias Valentina Potor (~a themat ics ) ,  T, C. Smith (hthemat ics) ,  Dr. Wilcox 
w i l l  have the  summer f r e e  f o r  travel .  

6. Ooverpmon.t Surplua Equipment 

Since t h e  March 18, 1947, repor t  t o  t he  Board, government surplus ecyipmen'ft 
amounting t o  $16,0^0 t o t a l  fair value has been received by t h e  College. 
Major items i n  these  sh i~men t s  include drawing tables ,  mechanical engineer- 
ing equipment, and chairs ,  



B u t l e r  Property 

Purchase of t h e  Bu t l e r  o rooe r ty  (90 f o o t  f ron tage  on Wick Avenue and 70 
f o o t  f r o n t a g e  on Bryson S t r e e t )  was comnleted on May 26. The house w i l l  
b e  used as t h e  n r e s i d e n t l s  home. Arrangements w i l l  a l s o  be made f o r  a n  
economics seminar c l a s s  t o  meet i n  t h e  house t h i s  summer, and a r t  s tudents  
t o  meet t h e r e  t h i s  f a l l .  P a r t  of t h e  house w i l l  be occupied dur ing  t h e  
summer by Mr. McCormick, t h e  engineer i n  charge of t h e  government bu i ld ing  
p r o j e c t  on campus, a s  h e  has boon unable t o  f i nd  l i v i n g  q u a r t e r s  i n  
Youngst own. 

8. Government Temporary Buildings ( co l l ege  Annex 1,2,3,4) 

The completion d a t e  of t h e  government bui ld ings  i s  J u l y  5,. 1947. However, 
one of t h e s e  bu i ld ings  w i l l  probably be ready f o r  u s e  dur ing  t h e  summer 
term. 

The bu i ld ings  w i l l  provide seven classrooms and law l i b r a r y  space on t h e  
first f l o o r s ,  and a r t ,  chemistry, and biology l abo ra to r i e s ,  and f a c u l t y  
o f f i c e s  on t h e  second f loo r s .  The classrooms w i l l  have a n  average 
capac i ty  of 60-75 s tudents .  

- The government i s  f inanc ing  $100,000 of t h e  c o s t  of r econs t ruc t ing  t h e  
bui ldings.  Cer ta in  a d d i t i o n a l  changes, no t  included i n  t h e  government 
con t r ac t ,  w i l l  c o s t  t h e  College between $6,000 and $7,000. The h o t  a i r  
hea t ing  system o r i g i n a l l y  i n  t h e  bu i ld ings  i s  n o t  s u i t a b l e  f o r  classrooms, 
and i s  t o  b e  replaced w i t h  steam hea t ing  connected wi th  t h e  c e n t r a l  power 
p l an t .  Addi t iona l  i n s u l a t i o n  and w a l l  l i n i n g  of plywood have been i n s t a l l e d  
f o r  f u r t h e r  wsatherproofing. Extra  f i n i s h i n g  work inc ludes  sanding, s t a i n -  
ing, and va rn i sh ing  t h e  f loo r s ,  and r e p a i n t i n g  t h e  ou t s ides  of t h e  bui ld-  
ings.  The College w i l l  a l s o  l a y  concre te  walks t o  connect t h e  buildings.
