Vetérﬁns Pro&fam

In the fall of 1945 187 of the 569 day students at Youngstown
College were voterans enrolled under Public Laws 16 and 346 (the G.I.
Bill of Rights). These veterans were easily absorbed into the normal
routinc of the College, and all but four of the men finished their first
~ semester in good academic standing. It was evident that the veterans
were very mach in earnest about their education, and the faculty and
administration found them an adaptable and cooperative group..

Early in the 1945-46 school year plans were laid for en exe

~ pansion in the veteran progrem. Inrollment estimatcs, based on various
state and national surveys of probeble veteran enrolment, varied from
200 to a maximum of 400 new students for the second semester, By the
end of December, however, the Registrar had already interviewed over
500 service men apnlyingz for ontrance. Schools throughout the country
faced the same landslide of new enrollments, and many OChio colloges were
forced to turn vetorans away because of limited facilities. As Youngs-
town College is a non-rosident school, it was not affected by the hous~
ing shortagc which curtailed cxpvansion plans in most colleges, It becama
our objeective, therefore, to make some sort of provision for all of the
young men and women of Youngstowm who had returned from service and who
wanted to lose no time in completing their education.

This objective was verhavs too ambitious. It would have been
en impossible undertaking, excent for the loyal and unflagging efforts
of thc entire faculty and administrative staff, Many of the heaviest
burdens fcll on the Business Manager, but the Registrar and the Deans
of the College werc almost equally pressod with work., Faculty mombers
wore faced with hecvier teaching schedules and much ¢nlarged classes,
end they 2lso met their new problems with enthusiasm and vigor. .

The comparison of cnrollment figures in Exhibit A gives e
clear picture of the change in the College situation. The largest vre-
vious enrolment had been 1890 students in 1941, but even in that year °
the p»rcuntage of full-time students had not aporoached the 1946
figure. It was nceessary to set up a priority system of enrolmont,
whereby fornor Youngstown College students hed proference in signing
for olasses and new candidates were then acccpted in order of their
'\pnlicatlon.

A mejor problem in handling the enkarged enrollment was that
of securing additionzl instructors, A list of new faculty mcmbers is
piven in Exhibit B. o were fotunate that former tcachers at the College
were able to return for the now terrr, Mr, Allison from the Navy, Mr. Oyen. -
from government work, ond that Dp. 7aldron and Dr. Babecock again consomted
to take eveming classcs, It has becn espesially difficult to secure :
instructors in seientific fiolds, as indestrics are still eompeting for -
tsehnically-trained ncrsonaeh : ) -
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- With thc cooperat1ov of the First Rcforﬁed Church, the prob-
lem of finding sufficicnt classroom and auditorium space has becn tem=-
poratily solved.s A majority of the College agsembly mectings is now
held in the church,

There have, of coursc, been countless minor complications for
both the College staff and the students, of which the difficulty of
teaching w1thout textbooks wes not the least. However, with the initial
six weeks of the new term completed, most major adjustments in routine
have been made, and the books and leboratory supnlices have in most
instances been dclivered from the suppliers.

Willian Rayon School of Engzinecering

Tork on tho rechabilitation of the Rayen School was begun in
July, 1945, By Januwary, 1946, most of the building was ready for ocoue
vancy, and classes were held there from the beginning of the second senes-
ter. There is still much work to be done in preparing the cngincering
lsboratories. It is interesting that the engincering faculty and the
advanced studonts are themselves doing a greater part of the job of setting
vp the laboratory couinment,

The Rayen School of Engincering as it now stands is in reality
e, tribute to the mny loyal friends of the College who have consistently
shown their interest in the young peonle of this ecity, Certainly withe
out this support the Engineccring School could not have nrovided the oppore
tunity which it now offers the hundreds of vcterans who ceme to the
College asking for cngincering treining,.

A dctailed account of the financing of the Rayen building
appears in Exhibit C. The original fund cstablished in 1944 for the
Engineering School was (80,000. To mect the revised building cstinate
in 1945, an additional w45 000 was reised, as indicated in the "Exhibit.
The contracting coipanics and the architcet also donatoed toward the fund,
#ith the work on the building now rnearing complction, it is good to note
that the eost has been kept within the estimted budget,

There is still work to bec done at the Rayen School: misecel-
laneous Jobs of landscaping, construction of 2 parking lot, and steps
to the sidcwalk, 2nd purchase of minor building acccssorles. -The cost
of these items will be mst from a speclal fund of 110,000, 33,500 of
which has already becn raiscd.

Engineering School Equiomcnt

One of the foremost adwn ntubcs of the Engineering School has
beon the willingness of locel industries tec contribute eeuipment and
nachinery. Fuch of the enginesring laboratory equipment has been ace
cuired in this wey. A recent outstanding example of this is the loan
by the General Fireproofing Company of an Xeray machine, together with
the speecinl lead chember in which it is housed.

Initial steos have now been taken to seecurc surplus materiael
. from government stores. Obtaining this materizl will covorently be a
slow proecess, although approval hes alrcady been received for a smmll
provortion of the desired cguinment,



Goneral Education

There is a strong movement among colloges today to forwulate
certain requirements of genoral education for a1l students, regardless
of their mjor interest. The cmohasis in the past on specielized troine
ing tended morc and more.to destroy the basis of comrion understanding -
rade possible by such general studies. Reeent roports of tho Earvard
Cormittec, the Dartmouth Committee, and the North Central Association of
Collegcs have strossed the need-for a return to broader college training
in the social sciences ~nd the humnn1t1cs. . '

The';nculty at Youngstown College have 2lso been concerned
with this movement. Two years ago studies werc undertaken with regard
to & goneral eourse in the socicl sciences, and ~or- reccntly the depart-
ments thought of as the hummnitiecs have begun studics on the same lines.

As a result of the original study, the Sceinl Science Department initiated

this year a two-year gcnor'I program. -The new cours¢ iroludes o semester
of cconomics, 2 sorester covering outstanding problems of socioclogy and
Americen govcrnﬂcnt and a full year of american history. It is recuired
of all students; and over 860 ore now cnrolled in the first-year work

in this course,.

Football Pfovrnm

Youngstcwn C.llege orgenized its footbnll prograx in 1938. )
"By 1943, when the prograri was suspendod beeduse of the war, the Colloge -
. team had made & crcditable rocord in inter-collegiatc competition with
_colleges of much longer cxperience in coapetitive sport.

With the return of men students, zn active football program
has agnin been established, Mr, D. V. Boede has scccpted a re-apoointment
es Head Coach, Thc gane’ schedule for the 1946 season, as rcported -to
éate by Mr. . L.’ ebstcr, Director of aithlctics, is shown in Ixhibit D.

In accordﬁncc with recommendations of the North ucntral Assocla=

" tion of Colleges, thc inter-collegiatc athletic program hes been placed
under thc guidance of the athletic Board. FEntirc responsibility for
formulating and enforeing =z satisfactory nthlctic policy rests with the
Board, of which the Dean of the College, tho Dean of Students, the:
Business Ianeger, the Director of Athletics, and two nrﬂfessore are
meabers. Dr. Gould is chairman of the committee.

Endowrcnt Fund

_ In 1945 the Bo«rd of Trustecs aporoved the establishmert of an
Endowment Fund. The cndownent now amounts to §$12,500, in sddition to
which $5,0Q0 has been pledged for 1946. iAs is noted in Exhibit C,
anothce ¢5,000 will be transferred to the Endownment Fund from noney
r«lsed for the Engineerlng Sshool. -
