III. Radio broadcasts.

In addition to thc use of the broadcasting facilities
of station WKBR, Youngstown College enjoyed the privilege
of having a program broadcast over WSM of Nashville, Tennessce,
on October 31.. The week previous to the Youngstown College
broadcast thc station dedicatcd thc program to the honor of
the University of Pittsburgh and last week to the Univcrsity
of Indiana.

IV. Trade school leasc.

The final disposition has becn made of the trade school
building vhich is located at 8 West Raycn Avenue. This
building was constructed on library property, and the College
has been paying rent to the library. Sincc it is at prescnt
in need of sevcral hundred dollars worth of rcpairs, it was
decided to give the building to the Rcuben iecliillan Public
Library. This transaction has been complctcd.

Vic rccelved 17 transfcrs into our Collcge and transfercd
58 studcnts to other colleges this semestcr. :

VI. Results of Freshman test.

The Ohio State University Psychological Test, Form 18,
was given to 162 students on October 18 and 19, 1934. The
examination results at Youngstown Collegc as compared with
Ohio College Association Norms were as follows:

Interesting comparisons:

thirty four perccnt of Youngstown College students had
scores as high or higher than the top twenty five percent of
scores according to 0.C.A. norms.

seventy three percent of the 162 Youngstown Collcge scores
are in the upper half of the scores according to the 0.C.A.
norms. 118 of the 162 scores were a:ove the mid-point of
scores, instead of 81 according to the 0.C.A. norms.

VII. Should Youngstown Collecge have a football team?

The alumni of Youngstown College arc urging that Youngs-
town College should sponsor a football team. It has been
estimated that it would cost approximately $2,000. for the
first scason. The Junior Chamber of Commerce has likewise
become interested in the project.

The following suggestions have been made as to ways in
which this expense could be underwrittcn:

(1). Sale of basketball tickets far in excess of ex-
cnscs for current basketball season.
§2 . Propgsed sale of football tickets. '
3). Raising student activity fee from §5. to §7. per
semester.
(4). Securing ynderwriting from business concerns and
individuals.

VIII. ©Should high school departmcnt be closed?

A numbcr of the members of the cxecutive committee of
the Collcge Board heard the rcport of Dr. Boyd after his re-
cent inspcction of our college. Hc discussed with the com-
mittee what he considered points of strength as well as points
of weakness in our institution. It was Dr. Boyd's rccommcenda-
tion that the high school be closed.

IX. Use of F.E.R.A. funds for library purposes.

At a mccting of the Board of Trustces of the Young Mcn's
Christian Association held on Tuesday, August 7, 1934, a mo-
tion was madc by Mr. Barrctt, scconded by lr. Goode, that the
following recommendation of Prcsidcnt Bennett be approved, i.c.,
that it 1s to dcclared to be the policy of the Board that
the funds which accrue from the ‘Fedcral Emergency Relicf Asso-
ciation bc substantially all uscd for the purpose of building
up the collcge library unless the enrollment for the first
semester be such as to make this action inadvisable. Iotion
carried. — -

Since it secms rcasonablc to expcct that, according to our
present cnrollment, the college will bc able to maintain satis-
factorily its proposcd budgct, is thc Board rcady at this time
to takc some definitc action on this matter?

X. Discussion of leasc on 416 Wick Avenue property.

The custodians of thc property at 416 Wick Avenue have
insisted that certain repairs bc made according to the terms
of the lcase on this property. Various estimctes have been
made which range from $581. to $706.. These rcpairs would
include the rencwing of tin and sldat¢ work wherce nceded, the
painting of sash and frames, and replacing putty and broken
glass on both the house and barn. There has been no fund set
aside on our budget for this purpose. For details sec
attached shcct.

For the past two years no classes havc been held in
this building. Students have used kick Hall as an ¢xtra-
curricular activity center. Last yecr the students, from
their ovn funds, paid for heating and lights, c¢tc., because
the Board did not feel that thcy could allocatc moncy for
this purposc.
