During the 1987-1988 academic year, I was on a Faculty Improvement Leave
from my teaching duties in the Department of History. As a recipient of a
Fulbright-Hays Faculty Research Grant as well as a fellowship from the Inter-
national Research and Exchange Board, I spent four months in Europe, primarily
in Budapest, Hungary.

The Fulbright Grant enabled me to travel to Hungary in order to gather
materials for my research project on the cultural history of medieval Budapest.
During the four months in the Hungarian capital, I was the official guest of the
Historical Museum of the City of Budapest, as well as the Institute for Historical
Research of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences. Administrators and colleagues at
both institutions welcomed me with great enthusiasm, did their utmost to aid and
facilitate my research. The environment for scholarly work was ideal. As a
result, I was able to gather an immense amount of primary and secondary source
material. Furthermore, I had the opportunity to visit a number of excavation
and reconstruction sites in and around the capital. It was also possible for
me to purchase a large number of valuable books, including some rare eighteenth-
century editions, which will be most helpful when I write the monograph summariz-
ing my findings. This book is provisionally entitled: '"An Intellectual and
Artistic History of Medieval Buda and Pest, 1241-1526.'" The editor of the
series East European Monographs, distributed by Columbia University Press, has
already shown an active interest in publishing the volume.

While in Budapest, I was received by the Hungarian Minister of Culture,
Dr. B. Kopeczi, who a few years ago was a guest of our History Department and
delivered a lecture for our students. He still remembers Youngstown State
University with fondness and pleasant memories. I also had the opportunity
to finalize publication plans with the Press of the Academy of Sciences for
my forthcoming book on the Hungarian Renaissance.

In May, I traveled to Siena, Italy, at the invitation of the Rector of the
University, Dr. M. Berlinguer, and represented the United States at the meeting
of the International Commission for the History of Universities. Scholars from
sixteen countries were present at the week long conference. 1 was invited by
the President of the Commission to prepare a lecture to be presented at the

International Congress of Historical Sciences to be held at Madrid, Spain, in
1990.

After my return from Italy, I delivered two formal lectures in Hungary, one
on Medieval Universities in Central Europe at the Paedagogical Faculty of the
University of Pecs, the other entitled "Major Trends in the Growth of American
Higher Education, 1636-1988" at the University of Budapest. Both presentations
were very well received.

During the four months in Europe, I also had the opportunity to briefly
visit the archives, museums and libraries in Venice, Florence, Bologna, as well
as Vienna and Munich.

The Faculty Improvement Leave provided by the University enabled me to devote
a whole year to improve my scholarship and widen my intellectural horizons. The
varied experiences of the past year will add new dimensions to my teaching and
writing and thus will benefit both the students in my classes as well as the
reputation of this institution.

I want to express my most sincere thanks to you, Mr. President, to
Provost Gillis and Associate Provost Hotchkiss, Dean Yozwiak and Professor Beelen
for providing me with this unique opportunity.

I apologize for taking so long to answer Professor Baird-
Lange’s request for a reading of your monograph on Matthias
Corvinus. No historian of Eastern Europe with editorial
experience came to mind when her letter arrived, and I still
cannot think of one to recommend.

Quite frankly, the best thing for an author to do when a
monograph is near completion is to just send it to a likely
publisher. At this point, the author is the world’s expert on
his subject and only needs to find out how readers respond. The
editor will send it out to expert readers, and their responses
will demand changes and additions, no matter how much the author
may have changed and added before submission. There’s no point
in changing everything before submission and then having to
change again afterwards, perhaps even changing back to the
previous version.

If you would like to have a copyeditor read the monograph
and maKe queries and suggestions at this point, I can suggest an
excellent copy editor who may be willing to freelance. She was
the best editorial assistant we ever had at the American
Historial Review and specialized in Central European History.
