9. New Business
a. Joe Palardy 
i. Transfer Pathways

Palardy discussed guaranteed transfer pathways; includes 2+2 pathways for associate degrees for students state-wide. Builds on OTM and TAG framework. Info available at ohiohighered.org. Palardy introduced list of meta majors included in the ODHE conceptual framework, and a timeline for implementation from the ODHE.

Adam Earnheardt asked question about existing 2+2 programs; Kevin Ball said the existing 2+2’s will probably work, might need to be tweaked a bit depending on requirements.

Don Priour asked how this would impact enrollment; Ball said ODHE believes this will help enrollment.

Gary Walker asked about quality of entering students, are these students automatically accepted; Ball said this is unclear right now, but ODHE assumes students will meet admission requirements. Walker follow-up asked if this would impact more than TAG courses; Ball said this would probably lead to more articulation agreements, more pathways. But unsure at this point.

Kriss Schueller asked is there might be a 2+3 articulation agreement; Ball said most variations have included 1+3 and 3+1, but it’s unclear how ODHE will approach these. State did a lot of research on when students transfer, students almost always transfer regionally.

Joe Sanson, engineering technology inquired about how do we handle students coming from non-accredited institutions into accredited programs; Ball said ODHE hopes to have some of guidelines in place to address these issues, but conversations are on-going.

b. Gabriella Gessler and Tyler Miller Gordan
i. Textbook Affordability

Gordan introduced data on how students purchase textbooks, adoption of textbooks, etc. Gessler discussed accomplishments to the textbook affordability initiative, including education efforts, open textbook network and course textbook collection. Gessler also provide incentive information for student participation. Purpose of the ad hoc committee is longevity, communication and expansion with the goal or reducing textbook expenses incurred by students. Ad hoc committee would include students from each college, an academic senate member, Maag library staff, rep of the Ohio Textbook Committee, and chair of the library committee.

Motion was seconded (unknown)

Dan O’Neill noted that the committee should look at the University refusing to adopt textbooks that exceed a cost threshold. Gessler noted that the committee plans to address this concern.

Dawna Cerney said students should consider a voucher other than a sporting event (a meal, etc.). Gordan noted that the committee will address this suggestion in future meetings.

Walker asked question about motion

Bob Kramer raised question about adding more faculty, friendly amendment to include 3 faculty members (one faculty member from senate and two at large). Amendment was accepted.

Abraham made a friend amendment; should be 7 students, 7 colleges (graduate college).

Motion passed.

		c. Hillary Furhman, NESSE (Nessie?)

Shared information about the NESSE, and briefly discussed results of the survey. Noted that a report on the results of the survey will be forthcoming.

	d. Taci Turrel, Academic Events Committee

Shared information about purchasing/renting regalia; committee noted that faculty should not have to pay for regalia if they are required to attend. Steve Reale thanked Turel and committee for addressing this as the cost is burdensome to some faculty. Schueller noted that we no longer get the 20% discount; Learman challenged that.
