The dean s were also 
asked t o check with Dr. Edgar on the discrepa ncies of f aculty informa tion 
wit hi n the var ious areas.

Dea n Yozwi ak mo ved and seconded bv Dean Kril l that t he last sentence in 
the paragraph whi ch reads as foll ol"Js: "Any except io n ll1ust be app~'oved 
by the Ac ademi c Affairs Comm ittee" be cha nged to read: "Any except ion 
mu st be approved by the dean of the school i n wh i ch the student is 
enrolled . '1 Motion passed unanimoLis ly .
