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The Commencement Speaker 
OR. PAUL L. DRESSEL 

A graduate of Youngstown College and a 
native of Youngstown, Dr. Pau l L. Dressel 
has served Mich igan State University for 
nearly 40 years, the last 19 as Professor 
of University Research. 

Dr. Dressel began his acad emic career at 
Michigan State in 1934 as an instru ctor and 
assistant professor of mathematics, when 
the school was known as Michigan State 
Co llege. He has served as d irector of the 
Orientation Office; di rector of Counseling 
and chai rman, Board of Examiners ; professor 
and director, Office of Evaluat ion Services ; 
assistant provost, director of Insti tutional 
Research; and assistant provost for Institu­
tional Research. He also spent fou r years 
as di rector of the Cooperative Study of Eval­
uation in Genera l Educat ion for the American 
Council on Education. 

Dr. Dressel has distinguished himself in 
other areas of academia nationwide, chai r­
ing the Com mission of Scholars for the 
Illinois State Board of Higher Education 
and the Task Force on Professionalism of 
the Newspaper Jou rnalist fo r the American 
Newspaper Pub lishers Association. He cur­
rently is a member of the Commission on 
Higher Education of the Midd le States As­
sociation of Colleges and Secondary Schools, 
the Commission of Co lleges for the Southern 
Association of Colleges and Schoo ls, and 
the Advisory Com mittee to the Northwest 
A rea Foundation. He is consulting editor to 
both "Research in Higher Education" and 
"The Journal of Experimenta l Education." 

A consu ltant to the Council on Pub lic Higher 
Educat ion for the Commonwealth of Ken­
tucky and the Board for Higher Education 
for the Lutheran Ch urch-M issouri Synod, as 
wel l as to numerous coll eges and uni­
versities on problems of eva luation and cur­
riculum development. Dr. Dressel is past 
president and chairman of the Committee on 
General Educat ion for the American Associa­
tion of Higher Education, of which he is a 
member. He also holds memberships in the 
Ameri can Educational Research Association, 
the National Society fo r the Study of Educa­
tion, the American Psychological Association, 
the American Assoc iat ion for the Advance­
ment of Sc ience, pl us other societies and 
professional organizations. 

The author of articles on evaluation, counsel­
ing, testing , curriculum development and re­
vision, instruct ion and resea rch in higher 
education , Dr. Dressel is noted for his works 
on these topics. Some of his most recent 
publications are The Confidence Crisis, The 
World of Higher Education, Institutional Re­
search in the University: A Handbook, Col/ege 
Teaching: Improvement by Degrees, and the 
Handbook of Academic Evaluation. 

Dr. Dressel received an Associate in Arts 
degree from Youngstown College in 1929, 
earning a Bachelor of Arts degree from 
Wittenberg University, a Master of Arts from 
Michigan State College, and his Ph.D. from 
the University of Michigan. He also is the 
recip ient of an Honorary Doctor of Laws 
deg ree from Wittenberg University.

legel> and universillas have linings (turned to exhibit thalr

Institutions. For Instance. Ihe IInln9 of the hood placed 'this 
morning over .Ihe head 01 the recipient ot the honorary d .... 
grea Is cardinal .and white, Ihe colors 01 Youngstown Stale 
UnivBrulty. In eddltlon, Ihe lacing of the hood represenm 
by Its color the discipline In which the degree has been 

granted. whIte ~Ior arts. letlers, or humaniUes; golden yellow 
for ficlence; purple ror law: green for medicine; lemon 'yellow 
for library Bclence; orange for onglneerlng; drab for com­
merce or business; light blue for education; pink: for music; 

brown lor fine arts; apricot for nursing; dark blue lor 
philosophy; scarlet for theology: citron 'for social work; sage 
green for physical educallon. II Is posslble,also, to deter­

mine Irom the length of the hoods Ihe Iype of degree held 
by the wearer-qulte long for the doctor's degree, medium 

lor the master's, short for Ihe bachelor's. 

Since 1895,In Ihe United Slates, the colors and types 
01 caps and gowns have been largely standardized; In 1932 

Ihe code was revised to 60me extent, and In 1960 II was 
~evlsed once more . A tew Amerlcan universities have adopted 
gowns other Ihan black In color, and In European universi­
ties there Is rnore diversity in cui end In the call then pre­

of gowns are of dillerent lengths ,and cuts, and In addllfon 

the sleeves 01 the doclor's gown havo thrao horlzonlal velvet 
slrlpes. The doclor'.s gown also has vertical facing 01 velvet 

ill front. The slripes and faCing may be ollher black or In 
the color representing the field In which the wearer has re­
ceived the dootorate. 

There are dlHerent opinions about the origin 01 the capS 

worn In academic ceromonles. One view la that the "mortar 
board" Is ln actuality adapted ,rom the wooden square used 
by masons. Another Is that Halelns from the ecclesiastical 

or clerclal heed covering of 'the medlBVal period. The tassels 
worn on the caps mayor may not be of the same types.
