In 1975 , fourteen st.udent.s were enrolled at 
each of the cooperating universities in Phase I 
of the 8. S./M. D. degree program. T hey were 
selected b_v adrnissions co mmit.tees made up of 
equa l numbers of ,uiiversity facu lty m embers 
and practicing physicians. It was possible to 
enroll .st.udents wi.th outstanding qual.i.fications 
because of t.h e large nwnber of appli.cants (700 
for a t.ut.al of 42 po.sit.ions). 

The 42 sllldents had been adv ised that 42 
pl.aces wo uld be held fo r them and t.h at admis­
sion t.o t.he Co l.Lege of Medicine would be based 
solely on their Phase I performance. After 
r ev iew ing th e stud e nts ' p e rfor,nan ce in 
academic subjects and on the Medica l Co llege 
Ac/missions Tes t. and aft.er evaluating th eir per­
sona l. gro wth, thirty-seven of the fo rt y-two were 
reco mmended by the Admissio ns Co rnrniuee 
for promotion to Ph ase I I. 

The official accreditation group (Liaison 
Co rnrn it.te e on M edical Eclucati.on) h ad 
autho rized t.he accept.once of a t.utal of fo rty­
eight sllldent.s. Thus eleven places were filled 
by s t.udents who had cornpl.e ted a more 
t.rad it.ionol prem edi.co l college co u.rse. 

Orientation for the f irst. class of m edica l 
student.s began on Sep tember 7 and fo rmal in­
stri,ct i.on co mmen ced on Sept ember 12, 1977. 
Tl,is firs t class will be graduated from the 
Co/.1.ege of Medicine in June of 1981. 

Y o u.ngs town Sta te University, Kent Stat e 
Un iversity, and the University of A l.ron ha ve 
wo rlced hard together to achieve a goa l of im­
proved m edical care in nor t.h eastern Ohio -
t.he proj ect is successfully underway.

. Activities resume 
as YSU recovers 
from coal strike 

Normal services · and hours of 
operation have been restored at 
the University foUowing the end 
of the nationwide coal strike 
announced Dr. John Coffelt , YSU 
president, yesterday . 

Coffelt remarked that although 
he had received no official word 
from Ohio Edison stating that 
extreme conservation measures 
were . no longer • necessary, · he 
expected to be notified today. 

During maximum cutback late 
winter quarter, the University was 
functioning with . a 4 7% reduc- . 
tion of power. All non-academic 
University events were suspended 
on Feb. 20 when the coal strike 
cut coal supplies to a dangerously 
low level. Concert and recreation­
al activities were , dropped from 
the academic calendar, Maag li­
brary hours were limited and 
Kilcawley Center was forced to 
close early. Classes were also 
reschedule!! and all weekend so­
cial events were cancelled in an 
effort to reach a 50% power 
reduction goal. 

On March 20, Coffelt an­
nounced that since the energy
