In spite of the duration of the 

econo,nic proble,ns and the 

short ages of une111ploy111ent 
co,npensation, so111ehow these 
residents have chosen to re,nain and 

face the L111cert ain future in the area 

of their heritage. 
Likewise, those persons dependent 

upon the auto industry as a livelihood 
have found their lives tossed into 

eco110111ic uncertainty. Lordstown GM 
calls people back to work only to lay 

the111 off again. Workers accusto111ed 

to a certain standard of living are 
now having to 111ake it on a different, 
lower standard of living. With the

glaring uncertainties of the auto 
industry these people and their 

.. families have withstood the problems, 
survived the hardships, and remain 
loyal residents of the area. 

In addition to the 17 % 
unemployment rate as compared to 
8% nationally, and the unlikely 
rescue promised during every 
politfca/ campaign, the residents of 
our area have persevered. We have 
been able to withstand the $/.31 per 
gallon price tag on gasoline, the /6-
/8 % interest rate, the almost 
incomprehensab/e price of a new car, 
and the continual upswing in prices 
for food and utilities. The resultant 
problems associated with high 
interest rates and the havoc they 
play in the real estate industry serve 
as another indicator of the extreme 
conditions the residents of 
Youngstown and the surrounding 
areas have endured. Yet ... we 
continue to make it. 

Perhaps one of the hardest hit 
areas has b-een academics. The most 
co111111on the,ne of Jambar articles 
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and student discussions in the Pub 
and Arby's was the econo,nic 

difficulties plaguing the University as 
a result of the legislature in 
Colu111bus. The huge budget deficits 
forced upon the University for the 
/981-82 and the 1981-83 acade,nic 

year, will force decisions to be 111ade 

by the University ad111inistratio11, 
f acuity, and 111ore i111porta11tly the 
students. These decisions will be 
based entirely on econo,nic needs as 
opposed to acade,nic or career 

needs. The ,nost prevelant proble,11 

will be the necessity for students to 
review their eco110111ic situation in 

light of probable tuition increases to 
see if attending the University is a 
viable possibility for the,11 -
econo,nically. The $4,500,000 deficit 

facing the University for the /981-83 
acade,nic year, will force the 

University co111111u11ity into options 
we would rather not face. 

As the year unfolds, possible 

budget cuts will affect services both 
acade111ic and 11011-acade111ic that the 
University will be able to provide to 

"'r rh,,t,, bv L.mv fitrnmm,,ns . RMt,,m rh,, .. , by l',.rn l'iSt,1'"' the students. The inevitable increase 
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in tuition will place students under 
· additional economic pressures for the 
next few years. If someone had a 
crystal ball and could predict the 
budget of the State of Ohio for the 
next decade, planning the services 
and the cost for these services, it 
would allow students to feel secure in 
their positions as students. However, 
with President Reagan's "New 
Federalism" which forces states to 
accept currently federally funded 

·. programs, the budget cuts enacted 
across the board in rnonies for 
student loans and grants, and t/le 
obvious problems encountered by the 
state legislature will prevent students 
from feeling "secure" in their 
positions at the University. Students, 
faculty, staff and the administration 
of Youngstown State University are 
working to reduce the potential 
impact of the legislature's 
"miscalculations" in the biennium 
budget on University services and 
the student cost for these services. 
However, as is evidenced in the past, 
the University cornrnunity, especially 
the students, will continue to make it. 

The students who march in those 
black robes in Beeghly Center have 
achieved the goal they set for 
the111se/ves when they entered 
Youngstown State University. They 
have rnade it in spite of or because of 
those persons they have 
encountered, those economic 
hardships endured, and all other 
assorted obstacles placed in front of 
them during their years with the 
University. Students should place a 
great deal of pride in their 
accornplishrnents in the classroorn, 
out of the classroorn, and internally. 
These students have reached a 
plateau in their lives and the 
University recognizes their 
achievernents with the conferring of 
a degree and the giving of the 
diplorna. 

Across the Mahoning Valley area, 
there are other exarnples of the 
positive makin' it therne. In spite of 
the hard econornic titnes the Valley is 
in, there has been rnuch to cheer 
about. One of the things rnost 
cheered about were the 
accornplishrnents of Ray "B00111 
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B00111" Mancini in and out of the ring. 

The day he fought for the World 

Cha111pionship, there were few 

Youngstown residents whose eyes 
weren't on the TV screen. Each of us 

who watched Mancini felt every blow 

he felt and grinned at every blow he 

delivered to his opponent. Each of us 

felt the pain of defeat as Mancini 

went to the canvas. Each resident of 

Youngstown was proud of our "B00111 
B00111" as he left the ring that 
afternoon in Atlantic City. We then 

111arvelled again at his persistance as 

he rebounded with the next set of 

victories to reswne his 111arch to the 

title for hi111self, his fat her and for all 
of us. "B00111 B00111" is ma kin' it and 

we are all confident he will achieve 

his goal and beco111e the World 

Cha111pion. No one would be prouder 

of Ray "B00111 800111" Mancini than 

the co111111unity he was raised in. 

Another exa111ple of excellence in 

athletics fro111 our co111111t111ity was 

the success of the San Francisco 

49ers. Indeed both Super Bowl tea111s 
evidence the makin' it the111e of"the 
NEON. Cincinnati and San Francisco 
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were losers for the past several years, 
in fact each tea,n was 6-/0 during the 
/980 football season. New coaches, 
new players, new strategies and a 
new confidence instilled by their 
coaching staff made thetn winners. 
Cincinnati finished with a record of 
11-4 while San Francisco finished at 
13-3. 
The Youngstown connection to the 
Super Bowl was two-fold. First the 
Cincinnati Bengals, AFC Cha,npions, 
come fro,n Ohio and are a team many 
Youngstown people support annually. 
Secondly, the owners of the 49ers live 
and reside in Youngstown - the 

DeBarto/o, s. 
The fervor of the Super Bowl was 

witnessed at Southern Park Mall with 
the rally sponsored by the 
DeBarto/o's and the 49ers day before 
the game. When the season began, 
hopes were high for the tean1s closest 
to Youngstown, but as the season 
unfolded, to longshots appeared as 
Division Champions, Conference 
Champions, and then as contestants 
in the Super Bowl. These two tea,ns 
represent, in a parallel ,nanner, the 
Valley in which we live. Each team 
lived through very difficult titnes 
with losing seasons, econo,nic 
hardships, personnel/ changes and the 
like; only to rebound to the elusive 
goal - playing in the Super Bowl in 
Pontiac.

Campus employment is a form of 
financial aid designed to help over 500 
students earn enough money for tuition.

The purpose of 
limiting the hours was to give more 
students a chance to work on campus, 
since the tightening of the financ ial aid 
budget will leave some students without 
any financial aid.

The heart of Youngstown State 

University is the Kilcawley Center. The 
center offers the university community a 
place to relax with friends , study for an 
upcoming exam, or just spend some time 
while out of class. Also provided is an art 
gallery, a craft center, a music listening 
room, a game room, and a television 
viewing room. Clubs and organ izations use 
the many conference rooms for their 
meetings and events. Located in Kilcawley 
West is the university bookstore which 
contains all the books and supplies needed 
by the student. For those who wish to know 
about the university events and services, 
the information booth is available to 
provide the answers. Kilcawley Center also 
offers several eating facilities with a wide 
choice of meals . They include Arby's, The 
Terrace Room , The Wicker Basket, The 
Kilcawley Residence Hall , and The Pub. The 
Creamery, a candy counter , and various 
vending machines are available for anyone 
wanting a quick snack . Several enclosed 
lounges allow for quiet study while open 
lounges are available where one can relax 
and talk with to friends. 

This past year saw several changes to the 
Kilcawley Center in an effort to keep up 
with the needs of the university as it 
changes and grows . One major change was 
the construction of the new dining facilit y, 
the Terr ace Room. The Terrace Room is an 
entirely new addition located on the north 
side of the center. Its design allows for 
quicker service and plenty of seating. Other 
changes include the relocation of the art 
gallery, the addition of the special lectures 
lounge, the expansion of the pub, the 
redesign of the game room , relocation of 
the copy center , and the remodeling of the 
Buckeye Suites . The center has undergone 
additions and remodeling three different 
times since its original completion in 1967. 

The center provides many students with 
part -time employment throughout the 
school year . The center is staffed by 60 
full - time employees and an additional 190 
part- time employees.

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, ,on January 15, 1908 a group of young 
women at Howard University caught the 
inspiration of a fellow student, Ethel Hed­
geman, who initiated the movement of 
Greek-letter sororities among Black wom­
en in America. Ethel Hedgeman, who in­
troduced the original proposal and whose 
efforts were greatly assisted by a teacher 
of English at Howard was joined in this 
unique venture by a group of fifteen other 
girls at Howard. One year later on Febru­
ary II , 1909, the first initiation was held in 
Miner Hall, Howard University. 

In 1913 , the members of Alpha Kappa Al­
pha Sorority worked diligently and suc­
ceeded in having the sorority incorporat­
ed under provisions of the District of Co­
lumbia. Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority Inc. 
has grown to a membership of more than 
75,CXX) college women affiliated with un-

dergraduate and alumni chapters located 
in the leading colleges, universities and 
cities throughout the nation and outside 
continental U.S.A. 

The point of focus has shifted from 
time to time and will cont inue to do so as a 
necessary part of growth and change.

' ' Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity Inc., the 
first black college fraternity was founded 
December 4, 1906 at Cornell University 
Ithaca, New York. Beginning with its sev­
e n founders ; Henry A. Callis , Charles H. 
Chapman, George B. Kelly , Eugene K. 
Jones, Nathanial J. Murray, Robert H. 
Ogle, and Vertner W. Tandy , our fraterni­
ties "Jewels", more than 80,CXX) men have 
been initiated into Alpha Phi Alpha. It is 
now the largest of the black collegiate fra­
ternities. 

Since our founding Alpha has moved 
from purely collegiate social organization 
to one which is deeply involved in the so­
cial organization to one which is deeply 
involved in the social, economical , and po­
litical struggle toward self-development, 
equal opportunity , and liberation of the 
black community. 

On April 26, 1980 Omicron Epsilon chap-

ter , being the 712th chapter of the general 
organization of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity 
Inc. was founded by nine aspiring young 
men dedicated to upholding the high 
scholastic principles of Alpha Phi Alpha. 
Since our existence at YSU, we have been 
an active part throughout the community 
and campus. Our activities include our 
Annual Thanksgiving canned food drive 
and benefit dance, being an integral part 
in the voter registration drive, May 81; 
winners of the first annual greek show 
night with a thunderous step show, May 
81; three brothers who entered Sig Ep fite 
night, went on to be victorious, April, 81.

These young women 
demonstrated a vital concern for social 
welfare, academic excellence and cultural 
enrichment , and deemphasized the social 
side of sorority life. In 1930, Delta Sigma 
Theta was incorporated as a national or­
ganization. It has grown in size to include 
almost 700 chapters throughout the Unit­
ed States, Liberia, West Germany and the 
Virgin Islands. 

Being a public service organization, 
Delta Sigma Theta seeks to project this 
image throughout its Five-Point Program. 
Through this program the sorority works 
to assist in erad icating educational , social 
and economic inequities. The five areas 
- Educational Development, Community 

and International Involvement, Housing 
and Urban Development and Mental 
Health - are served through national pi­
lot projects and through the local chapters 
programs. 

On national level the sorority provides 
undergraduate financial assistance 
through scholarships and awards , seed 
grants, individual scholarships and grants 
and the Minerva Award for Academic Ex­
cellence. Deltas have also developed the 
Distinguished Professor Endowed Chair 
Trust. ' It's purpose is to support and sus­
tain the historically Black colleges and 
universities and to give long overdue rec­
ognition to distinguished Black professors 
and instructors. Established in 1977, this 
trust pays the salary of a Black professor 
at a Black institution for a two-year peri­
od. In that way affecting many more stu­
dents than could possibly be reached by 
individual scholarships. 

The local chapter, Delta Lambda, was 
founded in 1951 as a mixed chapter con­
sisting of both graduates and undergrad­
uates. In 1968, the undergraduates formed 
the Zeta Gamma Chapter of Delta Sigma 
Theta Sorority, Inc. and the graduates be­
came known as the Youngstown Alumni 
Chapter. Members of the Alumni Chapter 
include YSU's Dr. Gloria Tribble, Mrs. Syr­
etha Cooper and Ms. Sharon Black man. 
Zeta Gamma founder , Carole Gregory 
Clemens has become a nationally known 
writer and poet. Nationally prominent 
Delta's include, Shirley Chisolm, Barbara 
Jordan, Barbara Sizemore, Mary Frances 
Berry, Mary Mcleod Bethune, Ruby Dee, 
Nikki Giovanni , Lena Horne, dancer Judith 
Jamison, actress Theresa Merritt , Dr.

, , Zeta Phi Beta Sorority was organized 
at Howard University on January 16, 1920, 
as the result of the encouragement given 
the five founders by Charles Robert Tay­
lor and Langston Taylor, members of Phi 
Beta Sigma Fraternity , who felt that the 
campus would profit by the development 
of such an organization as sisters to the 
fraternity. 

Zeta Phi Beta was the first Greek-letter 
college sorority organized in Afr ica. In 
1948 Delta Iota Zeta Chapter, a graduate 
chapter, and Upsilon Beta Chapter, an un­
dergraduate chapter were set up in Liber­
ia . Since that time many Liberian women 
have joined Zeta Phi Beta . Zetas have also 
spread to Sierra Leone and Nigeria , de­
manding the adding of a ninth region for 
West Africa. 

The objectives of finer womanhood, 
sisterly love, and scholarship have 
brought together women from all parts of 
the country - women who have similar 
tastes and aspirations, similar potentiali­
ties for highest attainments and similar 
desires for concerted action which will 
bring results in removing or blocking 
movements intended to retard the 
growth and progress of this group of 
women, especially in the field of academic 
and literary attainments. 

The membership of Zeta Phi Beta in­
cludes women in the professions of medi­
cine, law, dentistry, pharmacy, the fine 
arts , invention, music, painting, teaching, 
and other fields of higher learning. These 
women have become an integral part of 
the community life of the country and 

have interested themselves in civic and 
social betterment throughout the world. 
Wherever adverse legislation affecting 
minority groups has been proposed, Zeta 
Phi Beta has been active in making its 
voice heard in protestation and appeal for 
fair play. This is done through telegrams, 
letters to congressmen and senators, pub­
lic protest meetings, and through mem­
bership in the American Council on Hu­
man Rights. Zeta has been outstanding in 
carrying its share of community relief 
work , in participation in voluntary ser­
vices, in contributing to organized char­
ity , as well as in granting scholarships and 
fellowships to deserving women students.

, ,Though individual students may be 
transient , the entire student body, at any 
given time, collectively represents not 
only themselves , but the greater commu­
nity from which they come; the communi­
ty of YSU is committed to the student 
body, collectively; to the student , individ­
ually, and to the Mahoning Valley area in 
general. 

Student Government represents the 
student body by attempting to assess ar­
ticulate and advance methods, programs, 
and policies which will maintain and im­
prove the success and well being of as 
many students as possible. Hence, Stu­
dent government is a public organization, 
operating as openly as possible , while try­
ing to involve as many students and other 
concerned members of the University 
community, as practically feasible. 

The executive branch of Student Gov­
ernment is most often referred to simply 

as "Student Government" . The executive 
branch consists of the President and 
Vice-President, the Cabinet, as defined in 
the Constitution, and various assistants to 
the President. The President has the pow­
er to veto Student Council legislation but 
he can be overridden by a two thirds ma­
jority of Council. 

Spiritually, Student Government is inde­
pendant of other University offices or de­
partments. However, in actuality, Student 
Government operates as a department 
with the Student Services area. The Asso­
ciate Vice-President, Student Services is 
and has been Student Government 's chief 
faculty advisor for the past several years. 

Student Government operates and/ or 
funds a wide range of programs not only 
for students, but the University communi­
ty and the general public. 

The annual YSU Homecoming celebra­
tion is funded by Student Government 

and planned by the Student Government 
Homecoming Committee. The activities 
associated with this event attract thou­
sands of students and many faculty and 
staff , and members of the Youngstown 
community, and are often reported on by 
the local news media. Homecoming is Stu­
dent Government's most successful cam­
pus wide programming for students' en­
joyment and involvement. 

Perhaps the most important program 
operated by Student Government is the 
Campus Escort Service. Statistics indi­
cate increased use of the service by night 
students and faculty, and by handicapped 
persons during the day. A recently pur­
chased portable radio will put the escort 
service in contact with Campus Police, 
thus increasing security for both the es­
corter and escortee.,,

Since its inception, 
The Ployglot has thrice been the recipient 
of the Columbia University Press Associ­
ation Award for merit in a foreign lan­
guage publication. 

The 1981-82 Polyglot has been under the 
editorship of Jose Juan deCuervo, and un­
der the advisement of Dr. Linkhorn and 
Dr. Aliberti.

When Coach Kamperman took the 
helm he was no stranger to YSU tennis . 
He was a four year member and letter 
winner here at YSU. In his senior year, 
he and teammate Bill Dunn were the 
first two ever from YSU to get a bid to 
the NCAA National Tournament, finish­
ing in the top 16 in the country in dou­
bles. Kamperman owns the YSU record 
for most career wins at 103 . In this his 
first coaching year, he was selected 
MCC Co-Coach of the year . 

Tennis/ ISi 
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Mike Fraley racked up a 500 record. He 
and Pierre Tanguay posted a winning dou­
bles record at 17-13. All this despite playing 
three times more matches than before, 
against the toughest opponents ever. Al­
though not really Division I this year, 
Coach Kamperman set up the season with 
the bulk of matches against Division I 
teams. No one had winning seasons in sin­
gles, but according to Kamperman, that 
wasn't the intention . 

The intention was to play as many Div. I 
matches as possible in preparation for 
next years tough schedule. Coach Kam­
perman reflects, "I think the team benefit­
ed more from the tough competition than 
playing for records . .. Pierre and Mike 
showed that the whole team can compete 
in Division I." 

The YSU raqueteers finished 9-16 overall 

with a .360 percentage. Although the stat­
istics show a rough season, the team man­
aged to bounce a few outstanding balls . 
Mike Gregg accomplished a first at YSU 
by winning all 24 points in a set. The six 
man-two alternate team took top honors 
at a Mid-march exhibition match, beating 
Kent 5-4, and Akron 9-0. 

A spring tour to Kentucky and Tennes­
see allowed Terry Lyden to rack up a win­
ning trip, 6-4. The season closed in May 
with two outstanding achievements, 
Pierre Tanquay was the MCC (Mid Conti­
nent Conference ) co-player of the year, 
and Coach Kamperman was selected as 
Co-coach of the year . Tanguay says to win 
next year will take "practicing 5 days a 
week , 2½ hours a day, working with 
weights and lots of stairs."

Rick Bevly says he's not disillusioned 
by his 5-12 first year season as softball 
head coach. The native Youngstowner 
said he learned some things about his 
team and the competition. And the 
Youngstown North graduate rea lizes 
how important it is to know the compe­
tition. Bevly outsmarted the competi­
tion enough times in high school to earn 
All State status at tight end. When he 's 
not involved in fast pitch, he's busy as­
sistant coaching the YSU football team. 

Makin ' it to first base isn't always easy against Barb 
Nick . 
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Although the Penguin Softball Team 
gave it their best shot. a winning season 
just wasn't in the makin' . Coach Bevly and 
his ladies didn't taste victory until the 
seventh game of their 5-12 season, a far 
cry from last years championship season. 

Coach Bevly cites a shortened season 
due to rainy weather and injuries to key 
players as the two major contributors to 
the season outcome. The first two regular 
season games both doubleheaders were 
bad weather cancellations. The team met 
with such cancellations throughout the 
season and when state tournament rolled 
around in early May, the lady hitters 
lacked that much needed experience, es­
pecially on the pitching mound . Veteran 
pitcher Vicki Lawrence, last years MVP, 
was out the entire season nurturing a 
broken ankle . Three rookies , Donna Tin­
key , Cathy Taylor, and Melissa Kerner as­
sumed the pitching duties. To fur­
ther complicate matters, Kerner lost part 

of the season due to illness. "Overall," 
Coach Bevly stated, " we had a decent 
season, we just didn 't get enough ball 
games." 

Contributing most to that "decent" 
season was Captain Linda Papagna, lead 
hitter with 23, highest batting averages at 
.418, and lead total bases with 26. Coach 
Bevly credits Linda as the "overall team 
motivator, along with the team's fastest." 
Donna Tinkey led the team in runs batted 
in with II while Barb Nick had the squad 's 
only home run. As a team, the Penguins 
compiled a .262 batting average to their 
opponents' .202 mark . 

Most of the lady Penguins will play on 
summer leagues to stay in shape, setting 
their sights on a more successful 1982 
campaign. Coach Bevly contends, "If we 
can keep everybody healthy - we will 
have a big turnaround next year . We 're 
only losing two seniors (Papagna and Tay­
lor), so the bulk of the team will be back."

Despite winter conditioning in the upper 
decks at Beeghly and indoor practices in 
March, the Penguin basers could not deter 
an 11-18 losing season. 

The squad started off the season on a 
high note with a win over Mercyhurst. but 
after that the wins were sporadically 
mixed with losing series. The last win of 
the season posted just three games before 
the seasons end gave Coach Dorn Rossilli 
his 999th combined baseball-basketball 
win. A career IC{X)th win was postponed as 
the team lost its two final games.

Bill Oakley rewrote the record book in 
YSU soccer. The versatile forward tied 
the existing marks for goals in a game (3), 
and assists in one contest (2), but set new 
marks in goals in a season (6), goals in a 
career (II), assists in a season (7), assists 
in a career (17), most points in a game (7), 
most points in a season (19), most points in 
a career (39), most shots in a game (13), 
most shots in a season (51), most shots in a 
career (96), and set a not so successful 
game foul record (7), and a not so delight­
ful career foul record with 36. 

The season log of 2-8-2 doesn't accu­
rately depict the teams outstanding sea­
son performance. Senior four year letter­
man Rick Stine set three records in saves 

in a season, (138), saves in a varsity ca­
reer, (414), and career shutouts, (4). His 
goal keeping stamina was best exempli­
fied in a double overtime tie (totalling 110

Cincinnati 

The Young Penguins opened up the 1981 
football year in dramatic fashion, over­
coming a 10 pt fourth quarter deficit to 
defeat the Cincinnati Bearcats 19-13. The 
heroes were numerous for YSU. Untested 
Quarterback Jamie DeVore making his 
first college start, scored one touchdown, 
and passed for another. Junior Paris 
Wicks rushed for 145 yards in only 21 tries 
and kicker Paul McFadden booted a 49 
yard field goal. The Penguin defense was 
nothing less than outstanding, causing six 
turnovers including two crucial intercep­
tions in the waning minutes of the game. 

Eastern Kentucky 

The Penguins were brought back down to 
earth a week later by the Division I-AA 
runnerup and conference favorite Eastern 
Kentucky Colonels. The Colonels forced 
five turnovers and held Wicks to just 74 
yards rushing in 20 attempts. Down 16-0 at 
the break, the Penguins, made a valiant 
attempt to get back in the ball game, Dave 
Peters picked off an Isaac aireal and eight 
plays later DeVore hit Dave Patterson 
from 15 Yards out to make it 16-6. Howev­
er, EKU shut the Penguins off for the rest 
of the afternoon while adding 10 fourth 
quarter points for a 26-6 win. 

Murray State 

YSU dominated the Murray State Racers 
in every single category but one, which 
turned out to be the most important, as 
the final score read Murray State 13-YSU 9. 
The Penguins rolled up 365 yards to only 
235 for Murray. YSU also had 19 first 
downs while Murray managed only seven. 
The difference in the ball game was Mur­
rays ability to get the big play, while YSU 
always came up short. With 9,46 remain­
ing and the score 10-9 Racers, the Pen­
guins drove to the MSU one yard line. 
Quarterback Jamie DeVore called his own 
number and sneaked into the end zone, 
for what seemed a touchdown. However 
the referee ruled DeVore fumbled before 
crossing the goal line. The ball was award­
ed to Murray as well as the game. Films 
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Paris Wicks . .. school and OVC scoring record at 31 points, OVC First team, won National scoring title and was 
second leading rusher in the nation with 123.9 yards per contest. 

later show that DeVore had actually 
scored, then lost the ball when the two 
teams were unpiling. Despite the loss the 
Penguins still had some great individual 
performances from backs Paris Wicks 
and Freshman Mike Hardie. Wicks rushed 
for 121 yards while Hardie, making his first 
start. added IOI yards. 

Akron 

Two milestones were achieved in YSU's 
34-7 win over the Akron Zips in the Rub­
berbowl. First, the win was YSU'S 200th 
football win dating back to 1938, and most 
importantly, it was YSU 's first in the OVC. 
Akron scored first, driving 74 yards on it's 
initial possession. It took the Penguins ex­
actly two plays to tie the score. On the 
second play from scrimmage, Paris Wicks 
dashed end around and didn't stop until 
he was in the end zone 72 yards later. 
Later in the first period, DeVore found 
wide out Jeff Patterson all alone in the 
endzone for a 12-7 YSU lead. McFadden 
found the range from 20 yards out and the 
Penguins led at intermission 17- 7. McFad­
den took up where he left off at the first 
half hitting from 53 yards out and boost­
ing the YSU lead to 20- 7. DeVore then 
found John Goode from two yards out, 
and YSU was rolling 27- 7. Robert Thomp­
son concluded the romp with an eight I 
yard TD run, and it was lights out in Ak­
ron, the final score read YSU 34 - Akron 
7. 

Western Kentucky 

The young YSU secondary received a few 
flying lessons, courtesy of WKU quarter­
backs Marty Jaggers and Ralph Antone 
who buried the secondary, passing for 300 
yards and two TD's. YSU got on the board 
first when Paris Wicks darted over from 
one yard out. WKU shut down Wicks for 
the rest of the day holding him to a mere 
25 yards in 13 carries. The Hilltoppers 
meanwhile went coast to coast via the air­
waves building a 28-7 halftime lead. WKU 
scores their final time in the game when 
RB Tony Snardon bolted over from the 
one. YSU got a consolation TD when De­
Vore scored from four yards out. The loss 
left the Penguins at 2-3 overall and 1-3 in 
the OVC. 

Delaware 

The YSU Penguins took their road show to 
Delaware and came away with a shocking 
24-21 upset of the Blue Hens. YSU just a 
week earlier had lost to Western Ken­
tucky, a team Delaware handled quite 
easily four weeks earlier 34-14. To be on 
the field at the same time as the Blue Hens 
was supposed to be a miracle in itself. But 
the Penguins who made a habit of winning 
BIG games on the road in 1981 were not 
intimidated. Delaware scored on its very 
first possession marching 76 yards in 
eight plays. YSU came right back when 
Jamie DeVore scored on a nine yard op-

tion play. The Penguins then gambled, 
with third and one on their own fifteen 
yard line, YSU lined up in a ' tight forma­
tion. Delaware lined up in a goal line de­
fense. DeVore faked the handoff and 
floated a pass to a wide open John Goode 
who raced to the endzone untouched. 
Delaware later tied the score but YSU 
scored once more before halftime when 
DeVore hit Vic Ceglie for an eight yard 
touchdown pass and the Penguins led at 
the break 21-14. McFadden padded the 
YSU lead with a 43 yard field goal early in 
the third quarter. Delaware came rolling 
back when Hen Quarterback Davies 
turned a broken play into a seven yard TD. 
Delaware stormed down field to the Pen­
guin three yard line. On fourth down and 
the ball resting on the Penguin three with 
only 12 seconds left in the game, Davies, 
faded back for the pass, defensive end 
Tom Cullen, gambling blitzed, and sacked 
Davies to end the game. YSU evened it's 
record with the win at 3-3. 

Eastern Illinois 

The Penguins unleashed an awesome run­
ning attack along with an opportunistic 
defense to register their first home victo­
ry and second straight win, in defeating 
Eastern Ill. 48-16. YSU, 4-3, rolled up 400 
yards of offense and caused five Panther 
turn-overs, in building up a 41-6 lead. Paris 
Wicks turned in another outstanding per­
formance, rushing for 149 yards. John 

Goode electrified the crowd with a spec­
tacular 60 yard punt return. Goode broke 
six tackles on the jaunt, running over 
tacklers instead of around them. The of­
fensive line, lead by Seniors Eric Warstler 
and Ron Kissell opened up huge holes for 
the Penguin backs as the Penguins fin­
ished with 351 rushing yards. 

Middle Tennessee State 

Once again the Penguins fell behind early, 
and once again "The Comeback kids" 
came back to win with a furious fourth 
quarter rally. Paul McFadden took the 
hero honors with a 20 yard field goal with 
only 2,23 left in the game, and once again 
the Penguins were winners in the OVC, 
this time over MTS 13-10. Frank Goode set 
the stage for a comeback by recovering a 
fumble on the Blue Raider 26 yard line. 
Reserve quarterback Mike Hall then pro­
ceeded to move the Penguins in four plays 
into the Middle Tennessee State endzone. 
McFaddens extra point tied the score at 
10-10 with nine minutes remaining. On the 
following series, a tenacious Penguin de­
fense which held the Blue Raiders to -19 
yards rushing, forced MTS to punt from 
inside their one yard line. The Penguin 
offense took advantage of the good field 
position, moving to the Blue Raider three 
yard line behind some hard running by 
fullback Mike Hardie. That set the stage 
for McFaddens heroics. The win raised 
the Penguin record to 5-3 overall and 4-3 
in the OVC. The win also kept YSU's road 
record unblemished at 4-0. 

Western /1/inois 

YSU bidded Fitch stadium farewell on a 
flair note , defeating the Western Illinois 
Leathernecks 34-22. The Penguins playing 
in their last home game of the season fell 
behind on the opening kickoff when WIU's 
Jerome Stelly raced 97 yards to pay dirt. 
YSU came back behind Jamie DeVores 26 
yard run on the Penguins ensueing posses­
sion. Paul McFadden hit from 24 and 40 
yards out, and the Penguins went into the 
dressing room with a 13-7 lead. Leather­
neck Quarterback Tom Pense gave WIU 
their last lead of the game when he hit 
Dwayne Harvey from eight yards out, YSU 
then broke loose for 21 fourth quarter 
points, on two Paris Wicks touchdowns 
and a two yard scoring strike from Jamie 
DeVore to Pat Guerriero. Wicks lead the 
Penguins with 159 yards rushing. YSU 's de­
fense was once again spectacular holding 
the Leathernecks to just one touchdown 
(the other WIU scores came on kick off 
returns .) YSU improved to 6-3 with the 
win. 
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HIT 'EM WITH·vo 
Morehead State · 

The winning streak continued this time at the expense of the More-· 
head State Eagles cellardwellers of the OVC. As the_ sun sank over 
the Kentucky horizon, the scoreboard read YSU 38 MSU 7. The 
Penguins jumped out to a 21-0 first half lead courtesy of Paris Wicks 
who .scored all three touchdowns. Wicks on the day, rushed for 227 
yards in only 24 attempts. Todd Robinson and John Goode scored 
TD's and Paul McFadden added a 25 yard field goal to conclude the 
second half scoring. With the win, YSU improved their record to 7-
3, including 5-0 on the road. The Penguins offense rolled up 554 
yards including 365 on the ground. The defense despite injuries 
continued to shine holding the eagles to only 177 yards total. Play off 
possibilities just a few weeks earlier an impossibility, were not a 
reality. 

Northern Iowa 

Playoff aspirations for YSU all but vanished as the Northern Iowa 
Panthers behind Steve Sandon rolled up a 38-10 halftime lead and 
held on to win 45-43. YSU despite almost insurmountable odds, 
showed great character in their comeback attempt. Paris Wicks 
got the Penguins rolling, scoring five TD's or:, runs of nine, 34, four, 
four, and five yards. Wicks finished the year with 1,363 yards 
rushing, while scoring 17 touchdowns. Later offensive coordinator 
Mike Pariseau s~id Wicks ran like a man possessed. Wicks perfor­
mance tipified the entire team effort in the second half. YSU fin­
ished the 1981 football season at 7-4.

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The Penguins opened up the 1981-82 season in dramatic fashion, 
with a 68-66 overtime loss to rival Westminster. Bruce Alexander 
led the Penguins in the opener with fifteen points. Alexander also 
was injured in the game. The All-American candidate later tried to · 
come back in games two and three, which caused even more dam­
age. The injury finally forced him to the sidelines for the remainder 
of the year. This left Coach Dom Roselli with only one senior , point 
guard Rob Carter. The Penguins also had only one junior in the 
freshmen dominated squad in John Goodson. It was Goodson who 
was the hero in the "landmark" game against Gannon which gave 
Coach Dom Rosselli his l(XX) career combined sports win. Trailing in 
the game by four with less than two minutes to go in the half, 
Goodson quickly ignited the Penguins, stealing and scoring back to 
back hoops that gave the Penguins a lead they never relinquished. 
The 65-57 win also evened the Penguin 's record at one and one. 
Goodson finished the night with fifteen points and five steals. 

The Penguins didn't have too much time to celebrate, taking to 
the road just three days later . After suffering a 67-51 loss at the 
hands of Delaware State, the Penguins bounced back with a 66-50 
win over the Governors of AU. This year's MVP Art McCullough, 
picking up where he left off last year, led the Penguins with 17 
points. McCullough continued his hot scoring pace that would make 
him the Penguin's leading scorer. The Penguins with McCulloughs 
22 points leading the way, rolled to a fourteen point advantage in 
the second half. But a late game comeback by Murray State gave 
them the 67-73 win. 

Despite the heart-breaking loss, the Penguins regrouped and 
easily defeated OVC foe Eastern Kentucky at Begghly, 68-57. Art 
McCullough again led the young Penguins with 21 points. 1981 didn't 
end that well for the Penguins, with back to back losses to More­
head State and Missouri. The Tigers at the time were ranked num-
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ber two in the nation. The Penguins held 
their own early in the ball game trailing Mis­
souri only 27-20 with time running out in the 
first half. However behind stars Ricky 
Fraiser and Steve Stepanivich, the Tigers 
took off and coasted to a 97-60 win. 

The Penguins started 1982 like 1981 with a 
64-61 loss to Bellarmine College. The losing 
streak came to a halt a game later at T ennes­
see Tech. Behind Art McCullough's and Troy 
Williams's 26 points, the Penguins jumped on 
the Eagles posting a 76-60 win. The victory 
boosted the YSU record to 4-6 with OVC 
rival Middle Tennessee next. MTSU boasted 
the OVC Player of the Year in forward Jerry 
Beck. The Raiders proved too much for the 
Penguins dealing YSU a 73-56 defeat. McCul­
lough once again led YSU with 23 points . 

YSU would play their biggest and most ex­
citing game of the season a game later 
against the West Virginia Mountaineers, WV 
came into the contest at Beeghly with only 
one loss with victories over Ohio State and 
Virginia Tech. YSU quickly showed WV they 
were ready to play-rolling to a 30-15 lead in 
the first half. The Mountaineers came back 
and cut the half-time lead to seven at 34-27. 
The game turned out to be a battle in the 
second half with the teams trading leads. 
Then with only 10 seconds left and the score 
tied at 60, West Virginia called time out to 
set up a play. The play was designed to get 
the ball to Greg Jones, a Youngstown Rayen 
Grad, who led WV in scoring. But the Pen­
guins had Jones covered and The Mountain­
eers in desperation threw the ball to forward 
Mike King who lost the ball on a drive to the 
hoop. The ball however was picked up by Phil 
Collins who banked in the game-winning 

hoop at the buzzer. The 62-60WV win ended 
the YSU upset bid and a brilliant performance 
from freshman Troy Williams. Williams 
played like a season veteran driving and 
scoring 21 points. Williams also led the Pen­
guins in rebounding with six. 

The Penguins suffered another heart­
breaker three days later losing to arch-rival 
Akron 64-62. 

YSU broke the three game losing streak a 
game later knocking Cleveland State 67-55. 
John Goodson sparked the Penguins who 
were tied at 18 going to the half. YSU suffered 
it's second blow of the season against West­
ern Kentucky when Goodson broke his wrist 
in a drive to the hoop. Without Goodson's 
slick ballhandling, WKU pulled away posting a 
66-59 win. 

After splitting on the road, defeating East­
ern Kentucky for the second time in the sea­
son while losing to Morehead for the second 
time, the Penguins traveled to Wright State 
to play the Division II power and long time 
rival Raiders. YSU, behind freshman Dave 
Klenovich's hot shooting, jumped out to a 37-
36 half-time lead. The Raiders broke the final 
64-64 deadlock for good with 9,40 left in the 
second half and posted an 85- 74 win , Dave 
Klenovich finished high point man for the 
Penguins with 24 points . 

YSU then returned home and dropped 
their first two games of a four game home 
stand to OVC rivals Tennessee Tech and 
"The Beck" led Middle Tennessee State. YSU 
looked impressive in a 72- 74 revenge 
victory over the Delaware State Hornets. 
Rob Carter led the Penguin attack dishing off 
numerous assists while scoring and stealing 
the Penguins to their seventh win against 14 
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losses. 
YSU suffered from one of their worst shooting nights 

of the season just three days later in their rematch 
against Akron U. The Zips capitalized, behind Joe Jaku­
bicks 26 points, and 68% shooting to beat the Penguins 
78-61. The loss started another three game losing streak 
for the Penguins, including a 90- 71 defeat at the hands of 
Cleveland State. The Penguins 7-17, refused to fold in the 
final two games of the season, pounding Austin Paey at 
Beeghly 65-51. Troy Williams, Jeff Gilliam and Dave Klen­
ovich led a balanced Penguin scoring attack with 15, 14, 
and 10 points each. The victory gave the Penguins a 
series sweep over the Governors and assured them 
sixth place in the OVC. 

The Penguins showed the 1,653 crowd and the OVC 
that it would be a force to be reckoned with taking the 
OVC leader Murray State Racers into overtime before 
bowing 69-66. The Penguins down ten to two early 
roared back outscoring the Racers 28-17 to take a 30-27 
lead at halftime. But the Racers went ahead in the sec­
ond period and seemingly had the game wrapped up 
leading 57-53 with just 37 seconds left in regulation. Jeff 
Gilliam's tip-in cut the lead to 57-55. Then with only one 
second remaining Art McCullough sank two pressure 
free throws to send the game into OT at 57-57. The 
Racers put the game away in overtime on a Glen Green 
layup and a Ricky Hood dunk. Freshman Troy Williams 
lead the Penguins with 24. The Penguins despite ending 
at 8-18, proved to the rest of the league that it would 
indeed be a force to deal with in the 1982-83 season.

Some of the losses this year 
were close and is an indication that contin­
ued growth from the young team could in­
crease winning expectations. This year the 
men's free style relay squad, Ron Maslovsky, 
1981-82 MVP Greg Hetson, Rich Ballard, and 
Co-captain Tim Hilk set a school record in 
the 400 yd. free style at 3,13,06 from 3,14,1.
