“We assumed the physical
plant: would take care of clean-
ing the place,” Mitchell said.
“We knew we were responsible
for the equipment we had in
Rayen Hall, but we didn’t
think we were responsible for

leaving the place ‘spic and span.”

- “We have gotten everything
cleaned up and have made a
follow-up inspection,” said Aey,
referring to the Physical Plant’s
cleaning of the basement of
Rayen Hall,
