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Mideast visit

A n intensive two-week study 

mission to the percnially-
troubled Middle East has con­
vinced Dr. Elizabeth Sterenberg, 
former professor of Political 
Science and International Rela­
tions at Y S U , that a lasting 
peace is the longed-for objective 
of both the Arabs and Israelis, 
she said. 

"Most of the people in the 
Mideast want peace and want 
very much to see the treaties 
signed," commented Dr. Steren­
berg after returning home from 
the mission last week. "Their 
thinking is not all alike, but 
they are sure o f one thing; no-
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How would you feel i f you 
auditioned for a play, landed a 
part, reported for rehearsal, and 
discovered that you were the 
only cast member who was not a 
theatre major? 

Though accounting major 
Roy Scarazzo is not a theatre 
student, nor has he ever taken a 
dramatics course, he seems un­
daunted by the fact that lie is 
co-starring with .'potlight The­
atre veterans and theatre majors 
Christina Webb and Larry Kale 
in The Subject Was Roses. 

True, this is Scarazzo's acting 
di?but with Spotlight Theatre, 
but he has profited from nu­
merous theatric endeavors apart 
-fromi Y S U . 

" I got interested in theatre 
when I was in the eighth grade," 
says Scarazzo. " I was the sound 
man for a production we did, 
because I was the only one with 
a tape recorder." 

Scarazzo also stocked the 
backstage scene for. Spotlight 
Theatre as the assistant stage 
manager for Blythe Spirit 
this past summer. 

On stage, he has worked with 
Youngstown Playhouse's 
Children's Theatre, and in high 
school . was in Neil Simon's 
Star Spangled Girl. Coinciden-
tally, The Subject Was Roses and 
Star Spangled Girl both have 
only a three member cast. 

Scarazzo says he auditioned 
for the current Spotlight pro­
duction after an involuntary 
absence from the theatre. " I 
wanted to get involved again 

after being ; i n the service for 
three years." , -

In his first audition for a part 
in a Spotlight production, Scar­
azzo saw serious, competition 
from two other gentlemen. " I 
really do not know what made 
him (the director) choose me. I 
guess there were just qualities 
in me that my character was to 
have." 

With a cast as small as The 
Subject Was Roses, one might 
wonder i f student apathy proved 
to be an asset to a non-theatre 
major trying to land a part. " I 
don't think there is a problem 
with apathy. There might have 
been fewer people trying out for 
this particular play because the 
rehearsals ran through the quar­
ter break," says Scarazzo. 

In the play, Scarazzo takes 
the part o f Timmy Geary , a 21-
year-old veteran returning home 
from the service. The plot re­
volves around his attempted re­
adjustment to the situations 
at home with his parents, played 
by Webb and Kale. 

Considering the fact that 
Scarazzo has had less formal 
theatrical training, is he sub­
ject to more attention from the 
director than his co-stars? "Be ­
cause o f the fact that I have 
been away for a while ," states 
Scarazzo, "the director did have 
to show me -how to move on 
stage again. But I do not recall 

him spending more time with me 
than the other characters." 

Webb adds "'Because he plays 
someone closer to his own age, 

coming .home from the army as 
Roy did, he .can more easily 
relate to his character than we 
can playinghisparents. '" 

It. is hard to say why this 
would-be-accountant is so com­
fortable on stage with two 
theatre majors. Perhaps it is 
his general familiarity with the 
theatre, the type of character 
he plays, or the fact that he is 
so at ease with Kale and Webb 
since all three work together 
at University Book and Supply. 

Whatever the case, he says he 
would definitely like to try out 
for another play. He is more 
partial to college work as op­
posed to community, theatre;

investigated the prospects for 
peace in the Middle East. The 
trip was sponsored by the Amer­
ican Professors for Peace in the 
Middle East. 

"They set up a very fine trip 
for us," Dr. Sterenberg said, 
"making it possible for us to 
talk to many knowledgeable 
people and allowing us to 
visit a session of the Knesset 
(Israeli ' parliament)." The 
Knesset session the professors 
heard, however, dealt not at all 
with the Arab-Israeli conflict. 

Most o f the study mission 
had Sterenberg and her 15 
companions hearing the opinions 
on the Mideast conflict of uni­
versity professors, economists, 
an Israeli journalist and an 
Iranian oil man. Though the 
group heard "many differing 
opinions on how to achieve 
peace," Dr. Sterenberg said she 
was most impressed by the 
thoughts o f Shimon Shamcir, 
a professor at Tel Aviv Univer­
sity. 

In explaining the reasons for 
Egyptian President Anwar 
Sadat's November 1977 peace 

initiative, Shameir characterized 
the beleaguered Egyptians as 
"fighting a two-front war" : one 
with Israel and another with 
their own country's formidable 
economic problems. Israel was 
burdened by similar troubles, 
with inflation, there running at a 
rate of 40 to 50 percent, accord­
ing to Dr. Sterenberg. 

Shameir also pointed out 
that the issue of international 
relations, as well as, an economic 
struggle, were closely linked to 
Sadat's peace initiative. He said 
that a bloc, of moderate anti-
Soviet states-Saudi Arabia, 
Egypt, Morocco, Iran, and other 
smaller Arab nations-were uni­
ting to put a stop to the radical 
leftist movements that the 
Soviets were fomenting in the 
Mideast. During 1978, however, 
the situation changed, and this 
bloc of states began to 
crumble, the most serious cause 
for the deterioration being the 
uprising in Iran against the Shah. 
American influence in both 
South Yemen and Ethiopia has 
beeri diminished through the

Brown Bag lectures give 
lunchtime entertainment

Students attending Kilcawley 

Center's first Tuesday Brown Bag 
Series were given information con­
cerning where to take a question 
and in the second o f the con­
tinued series Dr. Ronda gave some 
interesting facts about Sherlock 
Holmes. 

Dr. Charles McBriarty, dean o f 
student affairs, spoke at the first, 
lecture, and explained to the 
students that his office is open to 
students with questions. 

A n y student seeking informa­
t ion, any k ind , should go t o one 
of the four offices designed to 
assist students. Two of the of­
fices are located in Kilcawley 
Men's Residence Ha l l ; one is in 
Kilcawley Center and the other 
is in Tod Administration Build­
ing. General information and over­
all assistance is there for the 
asking. 

Although the main theme o f 
the lecture was where to find 
answers to questions some stu­
dents spoke out about particular 
gripes they have. 

The most frequent complaint 
students have concerns teachers, 
some who neglect to pass out a 
course outline and others who 
arrange classes for their own 
convenience even when students 
are unable to comply with the 

new times. A situation was men­
tioned where, a teacher was 
teaching two classes at the same 
time in the same room with two 
different books. McBriarty was 
"amazed." 

Another- situation brought to 
McBriarty's attention was, as he 
put i t , "unethical ." A teacher 
was teaching such advanced ma­
terial the . students needed tu­
toring,. no tutors were available 
and the. teacher then charged the 
students a fee for helping them! 

Other topics discussed were 
the possibility of student, mail­
boxes on campus and the idea 
of an information booth, which 
has been installed in Kilcawley 
since the lecture. 

"Sherlock Holmes is alive and 
w e l l , " said Ronda in his lecture 
at the second Brown Bag Series. 
Ronda stated that "asking i f 
Sherlock Holmes is real is like 
asking i f Mickey Mouse is real. 
I f you look for him he indeed 
is there." 

Ronda . went on to say how 
Sherlock Holmes "always offers 
rational solutions" to the prob­
lems he encounters. If anything 
is beyond belief in the mys­
teries, the story almost always 
takes place in America," says 
Ronda. For the most part, the

(Cont. from page 1) 
actions of Castro's Cubans and 
the Soviets. " A n d this poses 
a very serious threat to the 
interests o f both the Mideast 
and the United States," Dr. 
Sterenberg declared: • 

Professor Shameir felt;-that 
Sadat ."would* 'still- #antv.pe2ce 
even ' with the development 
of a Soviet offensive in the 
Mideast-but, because- o f that 
offensive, he wil l ask Israeli 
Premier Menachem Begin to 
pay " a higher price for peace." 

Because of these recent 
developments, Sadat wil l now 
ask Begin for a definite date for 
termination o f Israeli occupation 
of the' Gaza Strip and the West 
Bank, which was agreed upon at 
the Camp David Summit last 
September, "whereas before v the 
Egyptian President would only 
have sought a "declaration .of 
principles."' 

"The Israelis, in the interest 
of peace, w i l l probably-have to 
allow the Palestinians to estab­
lish their own state on the West 
Bank, " Dr. Sterenberg said. She 
found out that some Israelis 
want this state ;to be l inked with 
Jordan, while others fear that 
i f it is not independent, Palestin­
ians might take over Jordan and 
thus threaten Israel. Israelis, 
however, must provide for the 
Palestinians or else no peace wi l l 
be achieved, Dr. Sterenberg said. 

The uprising against the Shah 
of Iran-the major cause of the 
breakdown of the Mideast anti-
Soviet bloc-is entirely the fault 
o f the Shah himself, Dr. Steren­
berg said she learned from the-
Iranian o i l expert. "The Shah 
tried to force modernization on 
Iran too quickly, ' and went 
against the whole way o f life o f 
the Moslem people," Dr. Steren­
berg said. "They (the Moslems) 
felt that the Shah was 

eluding poetry, fiction, drama 
exposition, journalism.

undermining their influence. 
Iranian students, sent to the 
universities by the Shah, got new 
ideas from their education and 
wanted to bring about reforms, 
such as spreading the wealth and 
improving the lot o f the lower 

, classes, which the ^cgiine does 
notwaftftefoo '^-^O 

The Soviets also have a good 
chance to stir up trouble in 
Iran, Dr. Sterenberg said,- be­
cause that country is rife with 
anti-Americanism--the direct 
result of the Shah's importing 
Americans into Iran to help 
modernize the country. 

Dr. Sterenberg and the 
company of professors also had 
occasion to visit two Arab v i l ­
lages and to talk wi th the towns­
people . and mayors. One of 
these villages, Tamra, sits on 
land that is currently occupied 
by Jews on the West Bank. 
In Tamra, the mayor com­
plained to the professors that 
Arab young people were being 
denied the educational opportu­
nities that were available to 
young Jews, and suggested that 
the Israeli government should 
assist ..the Arabs living there 
with the school systems and 
irrigation. These people, said 
Dr. Sterenberg, "had some 
sympathy with the Palestinians." 
The professor reported that 
Arabs living in Israel are not re­
quired to serve in the Israeli 
A r m y , as are all Israeli men and 
women over 17. 

In America, some of the press 
•has been bad regarding the 
fact that Sadat and Begin were 
jointly awarded the Nobel Peace 
Prize, for the treaties have not 
yet been finalized. But Dr. 
Sterenberg says she thinks that t 
the two leaders are deserving of 
the honor. 

" I think they (Sadat and 
Begin) are trying very hard to 

bring about peace,": she said. 
"The fact that they're simply 
making the effort is, in itself, an 
enormous step mMheir nations' 
long drawn-out confl ict :" -

In assessing the two leaders, 
Dr. Sterenberg • commented: 

's^Sadfrtr* in^matahg , his cpe£ec 
initiative-; is 'expressing thetrirdod 
of the Egyptian people." She 
continued that the people o f 
that country are one with their 
President in wanting a cessation 
of their economic woes. 

Of Menachem Begin, she is in 
agreement with an Israeli 
journalist she talked to who told 
her that "Begin is a very good 
politician within his own party, 
the U k u d . He has worked well 
in getting L ikud members to ral­
ly around him and support the 
treaties. But Begin went to the 
Camp David summit not quite 
as well-prepared as he should 
have been, and sacrificed a little 
too m u c h . " 

Summing up' the study mis­
sion, Dr. Sterenberg said .that she 
"learned very much about the 
Mideast situation. O f course 
I had known o f some of it 
through my teaching, but to 
actually be there and to know 
the situation was a true edu­
cational experience." Asked 
i f she would consider returning 
to Israel, she replied, " I would 
very much enjoy " going - back. 
After al l , you can't learn all 
you need to know in just two 
weeks," she added with a smile. 

Sterenberg taught at Y S U 
from 1956 and retired last year. 
Before beginning her Y S U career 
she studied at the University o f 
Chicago. 

While here at Y S U she was an 
active member o f the faculty 
union, the O E A , serving on the 
negotiating committee and as 
O E A vice president for the 
academic year 1974-75.

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In recognition of Richard Nixon's efforts to bring about 
normalization of relations between the People's Republic of 
China and the United States, Jimmy Carter has invited the 
ex-president to a White House dinner when China's Premier, 
Teng Hsiao-Ping visits America in January. 

In light of the circumstances surrounding Mr. Nixon's de­
parture from office, an event that occurred not too long 
ago, this action seems inappropriate to me. 

Mr. Nixon resigned from office barely four and a half 
years ago, rather than face almost certain impeachment by 
the House of Representatives. The questions surrounding 
the incidents that led to his resignation^ chiefly the Water­
gate-break-in and the subsequent.cover-up, still remain/for. 
the most part, unanswered. 

While it is true that most of Mr. -Nixon's .aides, having 
been convicted of Watergate-connected crimes, have been 
released from jail, their debt to society has not yet been 
paid. Those who know the entire truth, about that shame­
ful summer, (Mr. Nixon included) are not telling, and have 
realized large profits through books and lectures that bare­
ly touch upon what really happened, from break-in to-
cover-up. 

President Carter's 'invitation carries with: it a flavor of 
forgiveness, that all is well again, Mr. Nixon can come back 
home. That certainly is not, and cannot be, the case. 

It is truly proper for Americans at this time to recognize. 
Mr. Nixon's accomplishments, for without his overtures to 
Peking during his term in office, the historic eventsthat are 
now unfolding could not have been realized. But must this 
recognition come in the form of a White House invitation? 
Couldn't Mr. Nixon meet the Chinese delegation somewhere 
else,-perhaps the United Nations? Xwp'uTd think so. Would 
a-bank invite an embezzler to'an open house? I would hope 
not.
