YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio - Three of Youngstown State University's stirong
academic programs have received special funding totaling $243,124 under the
Ohio Board of Regents' Academic Challenge Program, Round Two.

The program provides grants that are incentives for Chio's public
colleges and universities to strengthen graduate and undergraduate programs.

The Dana School of Music received $67,583 for music education. Donald
Byo, chairman of the Dana School of Music, said the funds would be used to
advance its interface program for music education students.
