Major purpose of the research is to determine what can be done to reduce povert. 

and dependency among the poor. The re ults of the study will be used to develo 

public po icy alternatives for state and federal government, 

Youngstown will be the first canvassed. The other un ersities are expected 

to begin their ·S\ll'v.ey~ shortly.
