After playing with the Houston Symphony, Philadelphia Orchestra and Denver Sympho­

ny. he joined the Boston Symphony in 1955 and later was named concertmaster and 

assistant conductor.

As co ductor and soloist, he has appeared with more than 100 orchestras in this 

country and abroad. 

Silverstein served on the faculties of Yale, Boston University and Tanglewood
