While little

can be done to lower text prices, more- careful plannmgfby '_

faculty members could encourage students to- utilize

the book lists provided them by the Universtiy to purchase ~

books. prior-to the first week of the quarter, and thus ehrm—
nate some initial quarterly chaos.
The unpredictability of instructors’ intentions for the use

of the texts reported on the book list prevents many .
students from purchasing texts early. A student who has

gone to the first. meeting of ¢lass -fully prepared with the
book list’s prescribed text and has learned that the instruc-

" torhas decided to ude a different book or no text at all, and
- who then has encountered. the.inconveneince of returning
that book; will probably be discouraged from . further early _

“time saving” buying.

A similar s:tuatmn results when the student book hst
suggests that one “‘go to class first and see which - books
your instructor is using,” because the course lists a “multi-
The student cannot purchase texts
early and is forced to face bookstore lines,

While better and more consistent planning by faculty -
members for- the use of texts will not eliminate all .of the
problems associated with the early quarter textbook pur-
chases (bookstore madequames and -poor purchase, plan-
ning on the part of students compound the situation), 1t

could assist in their alleviation. Meanwhile, students- will -
continue to either suffer through long lines, or postpone
their purchases until early in the second week, as many
“do, falting'behind at the outset of the quarter.
