George Segal's sculpture 

tribute to the Youngstown area 
steel industry will be dedicated at 
noon on Wednesday, May 14, on 
Youngstown's Federal Plaza. He 
began the project in a Bliss Hall 
studio last July. 

The preliminary work saw two 
area steclworkers, Peter Kolby Jr. 
and Waymna Paramore, 
smothered in plaster in a ground 

floor Bliss Hall studio. Their plas­
ter cast models were transformed 
into bronze figures which will be 
placed in front of an actual open 
hearth furnace donated on Jones 
and Laughlin Steel Co. 

The process of raising monies 
for this project started approxi­
mately four years ago with a 
request for funding from the 
National Endowment for the Arts 

and the Ohio Arts Council. 
As part of the agreed upon 

conditions, Youngstown Area 
Arts Council was required to 
match, with local monies, an 
amount equal to that which was , 
funded from the National 
Endowment for the Arts and .the 
Ohio Arts Council. Local banks, 
businesses, the City of Youngs­
town, various organizations and 

individuals, including services 
donated by iron steel and con­
struction unions have helped to 
match the required amount.' 

Segal is an internationally re­
cognized sculptor, and artist 
known for his recreation of real 
life situations. Segal considers 
the Youngstown Federal Plaza 
steel sculpture to be his most 
significant work.

Council approves secretarial pay 
by Yvonne Stephan 

A proposal to fund a full-time 
classified secretarial position in 
Student Government, passed at 
council's Monday meeting. 

In other action, a motion 
passed to give a stipend to the 
student grievance officer, and 
Tony Merolla, Engineering 
representative, proposed a reso­
lution requesting a reassessment 
of allocations for summer quarter 
instruction in the engineering 
department. 

The Student Government's 
full-time secretary will receive 
$9,693 a year. This secretary will 
replace two part-time students 
who have been performing the 
•secretarial duties. The combined 
salary of these students is $6,448, 
so there will be a $3000 increase 
to finance the full-time secretary. 

Later in the meeting, Tony 
Koury, president of Student Gov­
ernment, announced that he 
would not run for re-election. 

. Koury said that he has 
achieved the'goals for the job 
which he had set, so he said he 
feels that it is time to move on to -
other things. 

Merolla proposed Ills resolution 
requesting a reassessment of allo­
cations for instructions in the 
'engineering department because 

engineering students have been 
protesting the unavailability of 
certain engineering classes in the 
summer. 

As far as the grievance officer 
is concerned, Joe Castrodale has 
held the position for about one 
year and-has received no financial 
compensation. He will now be 
receiving $1,260 stipend or 50 
per cent of a full scholarship. 

Council also passed the remain­
ing items of the budget. This in­
cluded giving the Student Govern­
ment president a 52,520 stipend 
plus $504 in the summer, or 
120 per cent of a full scholarship. 
A proposed $252 increase in the 
president's stipend was defeated 
by Council. 

Other stipends will also remain 
the samelncluding chairperson of 
Student Council who receivesTOO 
per cent of a full scholarship, vice 

• president of Student Government 
who receives 30 per cent and 
Council vice-chairperson and 
secretary who receive 20 per cent. 
Although the percentages remain 
the same, the monetary value will 
increase with' the approved tuition 
hike. Therefore, there is an auto­
matic $315 increase for president 
and chairperson, $94 increase for 
the vice-president and a $63 
increase for the vice-chairperson 

and secretary. 
In other business, Ed Menaldi, 

Publicity Committee, said 
"that the Jambar says Student. 
Government is ineffective as a • 
group. . .We the publicity com­
mittee have come up with the 
recommendation that a part of 
the Jambar'be dedicated to Stu­
dent Council for the purpose of 
creating better public relations 
between Student Council and 
the student body." 

The Finance. Conimittee pre­
sented three requests which were 
approved. The Lebanese Student 

' Organization will receive S250 for 
different activities they are plan­
ning including a dance and a 
lecture. The IFCP will get an 
additional $150 for Spring 
Weekend. Tins will beadded to 
the $1,150 they now have. 

Also, $484.70 will be given to 
the Outdoor Club for transpor­
tation for a Memorial Day 
weekend canoe trip. The trip will 
be open to all YSU students. 
- Council also passed a motion 
giving $500 to the discount 
film fund. This fund is used for 
discount tickets to the Youngs­
town Playhouse and other off 
campus theatres.

It was recommended at Monday night's Student Council 
meeting that "part of the Jambar be dedicated to Student 
Council for the purpose of creating better public relations" 
between Student Council and the student body." Balder­
dash. 

' Student Council can recommend its little heart out, 
but it cannot expect this paper to serve as its own personal 
public relations organ. Neither can any other special 
interest group or individual on this campus. 

The primary criteria used to determine the contents of 
this paper, as was explained at the beginning of this academ­
ic year, is whether the material is newsworthy. We devote 
space to campus happenings which by professional journal­
ism standards are deemed interest provoking enough to 
warrant coverage. Such items include hard news events, 
as a fire or a protest, an unusual hobby enjoyed by a Y S U 
student, staff or faculty member, vor a review of a play, 
movie or album which might interest students. 

However, the Jambar is limited in the amount of its 
coverage by the size of both each semi-weekly issue and its 
staff of reporters. The number of pages, run each issue 
depends upon the amount of advertising space sold. If 
many advertisers purchase space in a given issue, the paper 
may run 16 to 20 pages. However, should there be only a 
few advertisers, as has been the case most recently, papers 
of only eight or 12 pages will be published. With a small 
amount of space to work with, the Jambar must limit the 
number of stories and events it covers1 and promotes. 

- Also a factor in the amount and type of stories covered is 
the number of journalism students serving on the paper in a 
given quarter. The bulk of the newspaper's reporters are 
students enrolled in a journalism workshop class, and thus 
the number of writers varies from quarter to quarter. 
Currently, the Jambar'"has a staff of six students to report 
on the activities of 15,000 individuals. Right now, the 
Jambar has numerous story ideas in the works, but not 
enough people to report on them. 

When and if Student Government/Council, or any other 
special interest group on campus does anything news­
worthy, they can expect the Jambar to supply adequate 
coverage. But in the mean time, this paper will not stoop 
to becoming a public relations tool at the whim of a publi­
city seeking few;

The defenses of both teams 
took over in the second quarter as 
neither side tallied any points, 
with the score remaining 14-0 at 
the half. 

After a scoreless third quarter,. 
the White squad took control of 
the ball on the Red's one-yard line 
after the Red team failed to gain 
10 yards early in the fourth 
period. 

The -Red squad got points on 
the board for the first time, after 
Wicks was brought down in the 
endzone by Dave Morvay, for a 
Red safety to make it a 14-2 
ballgame. 

The follow-up punt by Chris 
Weber was returned by Brett 
Modic from the 33-to the 45-
yard line, where the Red squad, 
began an advance to the White's

After- an incomplete third-
down pass from Pakalnis to

For the Red team he 
punted 194 yards for an average 
of 36.8 yards per kick, with the 
longest-flight 47 yards. From the 
White's side, Weber booted the 
pigskin 175 yards with a 35-yard 
average and the longest gain 40 
yards downfield. 

During half-time, Bob Hill and 
Joe Koken were honored as the 
most improved defensive and 
offensive players, respectively, 
this spring. 

As a "reward" for winning, 
the White team was served a 
roast beef dinner Tuesday night 
while the Red team feasted on 
beans and cornbread for their 
efforts.
