Another proponent of an open:convention, New - York
Governor. Hugh Carey, points out that many Democrats
seeking office this fall are trailing Republicans, according
to early polis; Carey attributes this phenonemon to Carter’s
own unpopularity. - Like Carey, Colorado Governor Richard -
Lamm considers Carter a “Yjability” because of his low

. standmg in public opinion polls. '
