Y S U employees dilute the chlorine that spilled Monday near 
Beeghly Center. A 55-gallon drum of sodium hypochlorite was 
punctured as it was being delivered to the Beeghly pool. YSU 
officials said there were no serious safety concerns.  

A n accident caused two 
gallons of a corrosive pool -
cleaning chemical to s p i l l 
near Beeghly Center. The 
amount wasn't enough to 
cause any serious safety 
concern, but a u n i o n official 
says the incident is an 
example of h o w easily dan­
gerous accidents could hap­
pen. 

A 55-gallon d r u m of sodi­
u m hypochlorite was being 
del ivered to the p o o l 
M o n d a y when the delivery-
man accidentally punctured 
the barrel w i t h a dolly, a 
Youngstown State universi­
ty E n v i r o n m e n t a l and 
Occupat iona l H e a l t h and 
Safety incident report said. 

' 'One to two gal lons" of 
the pool cleaner spi l led out 
onto the ramp leading to the 
pool before the d r u m was 
tipped on its side to prevent 
more f rom s p i l l i n g . The 
remaining chemical i n the 
punctured d r u m was 
p u m p e d into an empty 
d r u m . Maintenance 
employees then hosed the 
area d o w n w i t h water to 
di lute the . chemical , the 
report said. 

Chlor ine-based chemi­
cals, such as s o d i u m 
hypochlorite, are respirato­
ry irritants and can be cor­
rosive i n h i g h concentra­
tions, said a w a r n i n g on the 
C h l o r i n e Institute's Web 
site. The Chlor ine Institute 
is a trade association, of 
chlorine producing compa­

nies. 
St i l l , Y S U officials said 

the accident posed no dan­
ger. 

"There's no safety con­
cern at a l l , " sa id Sandy 
D e n m a n Y S U ' s e n v i r o n ­
mental health and safety 
director. 

Denman said the chemi­
cals were be ing used to 
clean the pool since the 
pool's current fi ltering sys­
tem was being repaired. 

Ivan M a l d o n a d o , vice 
president of Y S U ' s 
A s s o c i a t i o n of Class i f ied 
Employees, said he hadn't 
received an official report of 
the incident, but that he 
hopes the environmenta l 
safety department contin­
ues to make sure serious 
accidents don't happen. The 

. A C E union represents cam­
pus staff, some of w h o m 
work to maintain the pool . 

. "I hope that they 
responded appropriately . 
This is an example of h o w 
easily accidents can hap­
p e n , " M a l d o n a d o s a i d . 
" P r o b l e m s . c o u l d turn into 
serious condi t ions if w e 
don't take the appropriate 
measures to prevent them." 

The s p i l l was s m a l l 
enough that Y S U d i d n ' t 
have to report it to the O h i o 
E n v i r o n m e n t a l Protect ion 
Agency. 

M i k e Setters of the O h i o 
E P A said certain h igh-vol ­
ume spi l ls have to be 
reported to the E P A . If a 
s p i l l of a l i q u i d or granual 
hazardous ' chemical

Survey tests students' YSU knowledge

A n informal survey o n 
campus s h o w e d that 
Y o u n g s t o w n State 
Universi ty students gener­
ally cannot name the presi­
dent of Y S U and most have 
never voted i n a campus 
elect ion. -However, • most 
have heard tuit ion may be 
increasing. 

Students in an advanced 
reporting journal ism class 
Wednesday m o r n i n g sur­
veyed 71 students on cam­
pus about their awareness, 
w i t h most of the focus on 
campus-related issues. 

C h a d Mil ler , parl iamen­
tarian for S G A , said he is 
not at all surprised by the 
survey results. 

" W e don ' t even get a 
good turnout to vote for the 
president of our country," 
M i l l e r said. " W h y not get 
invo lved?" 

The survey showed that 
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51 of the 71 surveyed had 
no idea who served as pres­
ident of Y S U .

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Workshop trains for sensitivity

Signs that read " Y S U SafeZone" 
can be found on Sandra Stephan's 
door i n the Engl i sh Department and 
across Youngstown State 
University. 

Stephan, a Y S U Engl ish 
professor and the 
Y S U n i t y advisor said the workshop is 
for faculty, staff, administrators and 
students to help train them i n under­
standing and support ing gay, lesbian, 
bisexual, transgender and questioning 
students. 

"It's -essentialy *an awareness rais­
ing effort. We talk about some of the 
issues that students deal w i t h / ' 
Stephan said. 

M a n y L G B T Q students need to 
have a place that they can go and talk 
about issues l ike coming out and f ind­
i n g their sexual identity, Stephan said. 

The contract for being a Safe Zone 
member states that positive support 
should be given to all those struggling 
to understand gay L G B T Q issues and 
p r o v i d e appropriate resources for 
those students w h o seek help. 

Stephan sa id 
Y S U n i t y ' s goal is to 
make Y S U at safe place 
for L G B T Q people to 

call home. 
" I f s for those dealing w i t h h o w to 

come out, dealing w i t h harassment 
and the problems they encounter," she 
said. 

In a national survey by the Gay, 
Lesbian and Straight Educa t ion 
N e t w o r k i n 2005, 3,400 students 
between the ages of 13 -19 found that 
33 percent were harassed based o n 
their appearance. It also found that 90 
percent of L G B T Q students were 
harassed or assaulted w i t h i n the last 
year. 

One way to prevent this k i n d of 
treatment is to have more people 
become allies to L G B T Q students. The 
w o r k s h o p sets u p ro le -p lay ing 
between panels to g a i n f i rs t -hand 
experience on some of the issues they 
might have to help students w i t h , 
w i t h the help of L G B T Q students. 

" T h e students are gracious and 
w i l l i n g . They're really good k i d s , " 
Stephan said. 

Stephan said she expects 20, people 
to attend today's workshop and hopes 
more come to experience the event. 

" M y goal is to see as many of these 
diversity signs across campus as pos­
sible. Twenty more flags is a good 
th ing , " Stephan said.

striped tie and extended 
his hand in greeting. 

"Students engaged i n 
student activities is a prima­
ry goal. It enhances their 
experience on campus and 
this includes internships/' 
Sweet said. 

Sweet offered an explana­
tion for w h y students on 
campus may seem apathetic 
or uninformed. 

"Administrat ion is sepa­
rate from the student body. 
This is not surprising. The 
average student goes to 
classes, goes to work and 
studies while the students 
who live i n the dorms and 
on campus have more time 
to get i n v o l v e d , " Sweet 
said. 

The question that nearly 
all students answered cor­
rectly was: " H a v e you heard 
tuit ion might go u p ? " A 
total of 66 of the 71 students 
questioned knew of the pos­
sible tuition increase. 

The question that 
stumped the most people 
was " W h o is John Habat?" 
Only seven of the students 
surveyed offered the correct 
answer that Habat is the 
controversial vice president 
for administration. 

Habat has become the 
target of faculty animosity 
and a panel appointed by 
Sweet to study labor-man­
agement problems on cam­
pus recommended that he 
be fired. 

H a b a f s name has 
appeared in 145. articles in 
The Jambar between M a r c h 
2001 and M a r c h 2006. Since 
January 2006, he has been 
featured in 23 articles. In 
addition to The Jambar, The 
Vindicator has also printed 
14 articles about Habat since 
January. 

The Vindicator ' s senior 
regional editor Tony Paglia 
said students might not 
k n o w Habat because they 
don't have to deal with h im. 

" H e ' s not out-front and 
many students don't keep 
u p w i t h administrators ," 
Paglia said. "They only deal 
with those who immediate­
ly affect them." 

S G A President Bob 
M c G o v e r n also said he 
understands the apathy and 
d i d not appear troubled 
when told that only few of 
the survey respondents 
knew who he was. 

" A p a t h y exists in a l l cam­
puses. But i f s not that we 
shouldn' t do anything 
about i t , " M c G o v e r n said. 

M c G o v e r n said S G A is 
attempting to cure the apa­
thy through a series of mass 
cue-mail e-mails that 
remind students of elections 
and campus events. He said 
he felt non-traditional stu­
dents tend to be more aware 
of what is happening on 
campus. 

Univers i ty spokesman 
Ron Cole said he believes 
the Office of Marketing and 
Communicat ions is 
addressing what is going on 
at all levels of Y S U . Cole 
cited the YSUpdate , a 
newsletter that his office 
publishes, as a critical com­
munications vehicle for the 
campus. 

"Students should k n o w 
what is going on on campus 
because administrat ion 
makes decisions that w i l l 
affect them financially and 
academically and the 
administrat ion should 
know what the students feel 
as w e l l , " Cole said. 

Cole said it is not neces­
sary for students to know 
the name of the president of 
the university but it w o u l d 
be important for the stu­
dents to know the name of 
the man who makes the 
decisions o n their educa­
tion.

Youngs town State 
University industrial engi­
neering students won an 
award at a regional confer­
ence for their creation of a 
buffer that helps the main 
f lowl ine of carriers at a 
local General Electric plant. 

Seniors Ryan Engelhardt 
and Chris Hr i tz participat­
ed i n the Institute of 
Industrial Engineers 
Student Region 4 
Conference Feb. 10 - 12 at 
Purdue University. 

Engelhardt and H r i t z 
competed against schools 
such as O h i o State, 
M i c h i g a n , Toledo and 
Cincinnati . 

"This is great. It shows 
we're as good as anyone. 
Purdue is considered a pre­
miere engineering school/' 
H r i t z said. 

Receiving a near-perfect 
score on their paper 
"General Electric Ravenna 
L a m p Plant: U t i l i z i n g 
Buffers in a Manufacturing 
Faci l i ty" and the presenta­
t ion of the material , 
Engelhardt and H r i t z said 
they were thankful for the 
help they received. 

" A lot went into i t , " 
Engelhardt said. "This is all 
possible due to the indus­
trial professors inc luding 
Dr. Cala, our advisor. Due 
to the methods they taught 
us over the last four years it 
makes it easy to sell your­
self, projects and ideas." 

Engelhardt and H r i t z 
developed a p u s h / p u l l 
buffer that increases pro-
ducjkxn 2,.9 percent for ^ 
• G e n S l Efe'ctricr-SSris has= 
theis j^ortunity to generate 
$200,000 more revenue per 
year for the company. 
Engelhardt works for 
General Electric as a co-op 
and developed the buffer 
out of parts that they 
invested into but. never 
used. 

H i r t z said when break­
downs occur in a flowline 
the buffer "helps the 
machine on bad days so 
they are not so bad. " H e 
said people also get con­
fused as to what an indus­
trial engineer is. 

"Engineers make things 
but industr ia l engineers 
make things better," he 
said. 

Mart in Cala, professor of 
industrial engineering and 
coordinator of the industri­
al and systems engineering 
program, advised the stu­
dents. H e said the team put 
a lot of w o r k into the pro­
ject to polish it completely 
before heading to Purdue. 

"They really sat d o w n 
and looked at the require­
ments, the presentation has 
to be polished you can get a 
good score on the written 
but y o u can't bomb the pre­
sentation," Cala said. 

Engelhardt and H i r t z 
said they spent 40 to 50 
hours o n the project. 
Engelhardt practiced the 
presentation five times i n 
front of his peers to make 
sure everything was ready. 

" H e wore a suit and tie 
to get the feel of i t , " Cala 
said. 

Cala credits the engi­
neering department for 
educating h igh caliber 
"blue collar" students such 
as Engelhardt and Hir tz . 

" I f s the high quality of 
student and quality of edu­
cation. It's as good or better 
than the quality of student 
that y o u f ind at larger insti­
tutions," Cala said. "We're 
always the smallest group, 

-we stick o u t , l i k e a sore 
thumb." vri

exceeds 100 pounds and 
leaves the property line, 
the accident must be 
reported. 

The chlorine accident in 
Beeghly comes a few 
weeks after the environ­
mental health and safety 
department received a 
report analyzing a poten­
tial lead hazard near 
Beeghly. A grievance filed 
by A C E in the fall raised 
the concern that an unal ­

tered exhaust fan over the 
Beeghly f ir ing range could 
release hazardous lead into 
the air. In response to the 
report, the environmental 
sa fety department said 
they w o u l d hire a company 
to clean the roof of Beeghly 
removing the lead poispn-
ing risk to Y S U staff.

In Sudan genocide, 
'never again' an 
empty promise 

A s children, most of us learned about the hor­
rors the German Nazis inflicted on Jews, Gypsies, 
homosexuals and other "undesirables" during 
World War.II. " N e v e r again" was the ral lying cry 
for Holocaust survivors who vowed never to let 
the w o r l d dip into such genocidal madness again. 

In the aftermath of the WWII , most countries 
signed onto the United Nation's genocide con­
vention, which obligated signatories to intervene 
and stop genocide — the mass murder of a people 
wi th the intention of exterminating them like so 
many cockroaches — whenever and wherever it 
occurred. In a better-late-than-never move, the 
United States ratified the convention in the early 
1980s. 

Of course the genocide convention has not 
once been invoked by the United Nations and 
genocide has happened again and again, in 
Cambodia in the 1970s, Rwanda in the 1990s and 
the ongoing massacres i n Sudan. 

The Sudan conflict, centered in that nation's 
western Darfur region, began in February 2003 
when three Afr ican tribal groups clashed with the 
Sudanese government: The Afr ican tribes enjoyed 
significant early victories, which prompted the 
government to set loose the janjaweed, a brutal 
group of Arab marauders wi th no objections to 
ki l l ing and raping civilians as a method of war. 

It's fairly safe to say that, w i t h over 300,000 
Sudanese Africans dead and 2 mi l l ion made 
refugees in just over 3 years, the Darfur region of 
Sudan is probably the worst place on earth. 

A n d n o w that Darfur has been more or less eth­
nically cleansed, Sudan is sending the janjaweeo! 
into the neighboring country C h a d to attack 
members of the same tribes targeted i n Darfur. 

Nicholas D . Kristoff, wri t ing in The N e w York 
Times Tuesday, recounted what happened to one 
family in the Chadian village of Karmadodo: 

"[A] force of several hundred janjaweed had 
suddenly attacked the village. M r . Haroun and his 
wife had run for their lives, wi th his wife carrying 
their 3-month-old baby, A h m e d . 

"The janjaweed raiders overtook M r . 
Haround's wife and beat her so badly that she is 
stil l unconscious. They also grabbed A h m e d from 
her arms. 

' ' "They looked at the baby,' M r . Haroun added, 
'and since he was a boy, they shot h i m . ' " 

The w o r l d needs to wake up. The violence is 
spreading. 

President Bush has recently indica ted . a 
stronger willingness to react to these unspeakable 
atrocities, and that is exactly what he must do. A t 
m i n i m u m , he should encourage the U . N . and the 
Afr ican U n i o n to send peacekeepers to the region. 
Ideally, he w o u l d honor his nation's moral pledge 
of "never again" and send U.S. troops to a coun­
try that truly deserves to be included among "an 
axis of e v i l . " 

Unfortunately, with the U.S. stuck in the quag­
mire that is Iraq, there is little hope that the 
United States w i l l put morals above o i l any time 
soon.

In January, two foddser-
vice companies, Chartwells 
and Aramark, sent repre­
sentatives to tour the cam­
pus and survey students 
but have decided not to 
submit contract proposals. 

Student Government 
A s s o c i a t i o n 
Parl iamentarian Chad 
Mi l l e r , who served on a 
board to represent students 
on the matter, said he 
understands w h y a compa­
ny might not submit a pro­
posal. 

"Youngstown's a tough 
market. We're not as main­
stream as some of others. 
Personally, I like it like that, 
but I can see where a com­
pany might not be able to 
serve us," M i l l e r said. 

However, Youngstown's 
market situation isn't the 
only reason Chart well d i d ­
n't b id . Delisio, speculates 
another factor involves 
Kent State University's d in­
ing services going up for 
bid at the same time. 

M i l l e r added that it's 
quality of the contracts not 
necessarily the quantity. 

" I ' m glad that we have 
two strong proposals than 
poor proposals that are 

dressed up nicely but con­
sist of nothing," M i l l e r said. 

He sent an e-mail survey 
to students i n January to 
gain insight about what 
they w o u l d l ike to see 
change wi th the new con­
tract. 

Mi l ler sa id ,many of the 
students who responded to 
the email w o u l d like to see 
Y S U ' s d i n i n g services 
become more like the d i n ­
ing services offered at Kent 
State University. *\ 

A l t h o u g h M i l l e r says 
there is a difference in the 
types of food service pro­
vided at K S U , bpth Kent 
and Y S U use Sodexho. 

"Students were saying 
we should get r i d of 
Sodexho and be more like 
Kent State," M i l l e r said, 
"Kent State is Sodexho."; 

The difference, M i l l e r 
said, has to do with K S U ' s 
h igh enrollment numbers 
and the higher number of 
residents. 

"The " resources come 
from residents. Because 
Kent State has a larger on-
campus populat ion, they 
can do things there that 
they can't do here," M i l l e r 
said. 

M i l l e r said while he is 
happy the two companies 
are proposing, he w o u l d 
have l iked to'see Chartwells 
b id . 

"Char twel l s actually 
deals w i t h a campus i n 
Kentucky that is similar to 
Y S U . It has 12,000 students, 
2,000 of which commute. I 
w o u l d have l iked to see 
how they w o u l d have han­
dled Y S U , " Mil ler said.
