Dark Energy Experiment,
which recently began full
scientific operations.

that involves about 100 scientists; Feldmeier has been part of the collaboration since
2011. The experiment will create a three-dimensional map of 2.5 million galaxies to help
astronomers understand how and why the expansion of the universe is speeding up over
time. A news release updating the project includes a photo of a galaxy, M101, that was
imaged in part by data that Feldmeier took a number of years ago. Feldmeier earned a
PhD from Penn State University and joined the YSU faculty in 2006.
