Although the melodic lines evoke
traditional Indian music, they were composed to reflect the spirit o
Indian scales through a modern lens, conveying a sense of urgency
The melodies interact contrapuntally, creating a contemporary mood
not found in the music it was inspired by. Certain hauntingly familio'

strains of Indian melodic style do begin to surface toward the middle o
the work, but are eventually suppressed by incessant contrapuntal lines,
Urban Ragas is carried through on the same pulsing rhythm tha
introduces the piece, but ultimately the melodies lead to a highe
place, bringing it to a triumphant close.

Program Notes

Urban Ragas was composed for Kathryn Thomas Umble and the Dq
Flute Quartet in the fall ot 2005. The piece is reminiscent of ragas, the
scales and modes of Indian music. Allﬁough the melodic lines evoke /
traditional Indian music, they were composed to reflect the spirit of Indian
scales through a modem lens, conveying a sense of urgency. The
melodies interact contrapuntally, creating a confempororx mood not
found in the music it was inspired by. Certain haunting‘lr amiliar straing of
Indian melodic style do begin to surface toward the middle of the work,
but are eventually suppressed by incessant contraﬂunfal lines. Urban
Ragas is carried through on the same ulsing rhythm that introduces the
piece, but ultimately the melodies lead to a higher place, bringing it to o
triumphant close.

The Sonata for Violin and Piano was written for Swedish violinist
Semmy Stahlhammer. It is a four movement work, of which the slow third
movement is performed tonight. This movement explores the soloistic
qualities of the violin, particularly through the employment of double
and arpeggiando figures. The warmth of the low register is given es
attention, contrasted by the ethereal high notes.

Quantum Jitters for alto saxophone was written for Kimberly D’Angelo
in the summer of 2005. ls title is taken from the cosmological theory that
celestial bodies coalesced out of fluctuations in various fields that were
present in the first moments of the creation of the universe. While reading
the book ‘The Fabric of the Cosmos’ by Brian Greene, | was inspired to
put into music the emotions | felt about new theories regarding tﬂe
evolution of the universe. Although the work is not strictly programmatic,
the music may conjure the thought of a vast expanding space and the
birth of its galaxies, stars, and planets. The mef::dic line often moves in
perpetual motion through a series of leaps, while the music moves from
one diatonic or modal region to another. Repeated material returns in
various guises throughout the composition.

The Four Songs were written for Corinne Morini in 2001. Blake's
poems lend themselves well to musical realization, because of the
immediacy of their emotional content, the richness of their imagery, and
the simple truths in their statements. These particular poems were

for their common theme of flowers.

This is my Tuba was composed for tubist Brian Kiser in 2006. The tape
accompaniment (on compact disc) was created entirely using Brian’s
sampled tuba playing and extended techniques, which were manipulated
and sequenced in the computer program Reason, and mixed in the
program Digital Performer. Some of the manisuloiions on the tape part
include transposition, truncation, looping, and modulation of the sound
\fﬂlaves, and the use of effects such as distortion, flange, reverb, delay, and
iltering.

The Universal Prayer was written in 1999 as a peace initiative for the
third millennium. It was inspired by a poem of the same name by
Alexander Pope, which was composed around 1715. The principal
melody, that governs all the compositional material, is a setting of the
words of the first stanza:

Father of alll In every age

In every clime adored;

By saint, by savage and by sage
Jehovah, Jove or Lord.

Nothing Lasts was commissioned by Dr. Buddy James, baritone. The
text, by Kevin Peterka, was also written for Dr. James. The poem speaks
submissively of the unsioproble ravages of Time, and the music reflects
this passive defeat, as well as Time's powerful hold upon us. At the close
of the piece, however, we see that there may yet be a hopeful reason for
our brief existence together.

Upcoming solo performances for Mr. Kiser include the
International Army Conference in Washington DC in January
2007, the Midwest Regional Tuba and Euphonium
Conference at Western Michigan University in March 2007,
and he is the featured guest artist at the University of New
Mexico’s Octubafest next month.

Program Notes

A Spritz O'Sprezzatura is the world premier of a jazz and reggae
reworking of an austere, hyper-stretto fugue in B-flat Minor from the
second book of the Well-Tempered Clavier by J. S. Bach. This
reworking includes all of the notes in Bach's original version, but with
more contrapuntal, rhythmic interest, and a few notes of my own.

Lyric Counterpoint on a Theme by Warshawsky

Lyric Counterpoint on a Theme by Warshawsky,

- commissioned and premiered by the Cleveland Duo (Stephen
Warner, violin and Carolyn Gadiel Warner, piano) is an
original contrapuntal setting of a folk song by Mark M.
Warshawsky (1840-1907). Warshawsky was a touring
performer and a klezmer composer for the Yiddish Theatre in
Russia and Poland. The famous Jewish writer Sholem
Aleichem assisted in publication of two collections of
Warshawsky’s songs in 1901 and 1914.

The song describes a little one-room school house
where the children and their teacher are gathered around the
warm hearth as they work on reciting the alphabet.

Elegy for A Young American (1964) Ronald Lo Presti
(b. 1933)

The Elegy For a Young American was written in 1964 and is
dedicated to the memory of President John F. Kennedy. The
many stages of mourning can be felt as the work unfolds. A
quiet adagio sets a tone of respect and solemnity in the
beginning. Feelings of shock and denial are reflected by the
dynamics and octave jumps in the melody. Anger and remorse
express themselves, but they are replaced with a resolution of the
loss and an allegro celebration of the contributions of this great
American. The maestoso closing reminds the listener of our ?oss.

Ronald Lo Presti was borm in 1933 in Williamstown,
Massachusetts. He is a graduate of the Eastman School of Music
and a former Ford Foundation composer-in-residence. He has
taught at Texas Technical University, Indiana State College, and
is presently a member of the music faculty of Arizona State
University. Lo Presti has been the recipient of several Ford
Foundation grants to young American composers.

Four Scottish Dances (1957) Malcolm Amold
(1921-2006)

Reed Chamberlin, Guest Conductor

Malcolm Arnold has composed a number of ‘national dances’.
The Four Scottish Dances are original works that employ traits
and timbres derived from Scottish folk music. The openin
movement (Pesante) is in the style of a strathspey, a slow Scottis
dance from the strath valley of Spey, with a hint of bagpipes and
their drones. A Iively reel starts off the second movement
(Vivace). The bassoon’s melody brings visions of the fown drunk
who is whisked away with the return of the reel. Each time the
tune repeats, its variation in orchestration and constant upward
modulation creates a new sense of urgency and frenzy. In the
third movement (Allegretto), Amold provides an impression of
the sea and mountain scenery on a calm summer’s day in the
Hebrides. The last movement r(Con brio) is a lively fling filled with
a sense of abandonment.

The husic world lost Malcolm Arnold in September of 2006, ot
the age of 84. Fortunote:y, the wit and compositional genius of
his works will live on indefinitely.

Air for Band Frank Erickson
(1923-1996)

Benjamin Ammon, Guest Conductor

Several generations of band members have developed their
ability to play a sustained line, to listen for the moving part, and
to improve Jwir intonation while playing this work since it was
first published in 1956. While not difficult to play technically, Air
for Band takes careful rehearsing to get the results the piece
deserves. The composition begins softly in the key of C minor,
and by gradually adding instruments and increasing dynamics
and range, the climactic section is reached approximately halfway
through. Erickson then uses the opening melody to create
interesting rhythms and dialogues between sections on the way to
a modulation to C major and another crescendo leading to a
glorious ending. Frank Erickson (1923-1996), born in Spokane,
Washington, started playing the piano at age eight, the trumpet
at age ten, and began composing while in high school. After four
years in the U.S. Army Air Corps, tollowed by two years as a



dance band arranger, he received his Bachelors degree from the
University of Califoia in 1950 and his Masters degree the next
¥eor. His primary composition teachers were Mario Castelnuovo-
edesco and Halsey Stevens. Erickson’s published works include

more than 150 arrangements and 100 original works.

Toccata Marziale (1924) Ralph Vaughn Williams
(1872-1958)

Written for the Commemoration of the British Empire Exhibition
of 1924, this was Vaughan Williams second work for wind band.
As one of the central tigures in British music at the time, it was
only natural for the composer to write music for the occasion, a
celebration of Britain’s finest in art, architecture and literature.
The work abounds with energy as the various layers of brass and
woodwinds are juxtaposed in contrapuntal lines that display the
colors and sonorities of the wind band. In addition, tﬁe work
became an important early addition to music written exclusively
and specifically for the wind band medium. It was one of
several works commissioned for this event.

Postcard (1992) Frank Ticheli
(b. 1958)

Originally titled “A Postcard to Meadville,” this piece was
Bremiered in 1992 by the University of Michigan Symphony
and, H. Robert Reynolds conducting. Reynolds commissioned
Postcard in memory of his mother, Ethel Virginia Curry, not as
an elegy, but as an energetic work to celebrate her life.
According to Ticheli, the music is a brief postcard that is a
“musical reflection of her character vivacious, whimsical, and
succinct.”

The first section honors a Reynold’s family tradition by including
a palindromic theme, or a musical idea that sounds the same
forward as it does backward. The second section is based on a
five-note series derived from Mrs. Curry’s first name, Ethel:
E=E-natural, T=te or B-flat, H=B natural (in German), E=E-
flat, and L=la or A-natural. The return of the original material
completes the large-scale palindrome (ABA form).

Festive Overture Dimitri Shostakovich
(1906-0975)

arr. Donald Hunsberger

The Festive Overfure was composed in 1954, in the period
between Shostakovich’s Symphony No. 10 and the Violin
Concerto. It's American premiere was give by Maurice Bravanel
and the Utah Symphony (grchesfro in 1955. Dimitri Mistropoulos
and the New York Philharmonic presented the overture in Carnegie
Hall in 1956. On September 55, 2006, the musical community
celebrated the 100th birthday of this ouistanding Russian
composer. The piece is an excellent curtain raiser and contains
one of Shotakovich’s greatest attributes, the ability to write a long
sustained melodic line combined with a pulsating rhythmic drive.
In -addition to the flowing melodic passages, there are also
examples of staccato rhythmic sections that set off the flowing line
and variant fanfares. It is truly a “festive” overturel

(1874-1932)

Gustav Holst (1874 - 1934), one of England's most prominent
composers, was also a professional trombonist and a teacher of
composition and organ. His music includes operas, ballets,
%mphonies, chamber music, and songs. During the first World

ar, he was placed in command of all English Army Bands,
organizing music among the troops under the Y.M.C.A. Army and
Education program. He continued his teaching as musical
director at the St. Paul's Girls' School in the Hammersmith
borough of London.



Written in 1909, the Suite in E-Flat is generally regarded as a
cornerstone work for concert band and is one of the few band
originals that has been transcribed for symphony orchestra. The
opening theme of the Chaconne is repeated by various
instruments as others weave varied filigrees about the ground
theme. In the middle of the first movement, the principal theme is
inverted for several repetitions. The Intermezzo is based on a
variation of the Chaconne theme, presented first in an agitated
style, then in a cantabile mood, the two siyles alternatin
throughout the movement with remarkable and deceivingly
simple-sounding counterpoint that is as charming as it is
masterful. The March is introduced by a British band quick-march
pulse from the brass and followed by Holst's Land of Hope and
Glory version of the Chaconne theme in the great sostenuto
tradition of the singing chorus. Eventually, the two themes are
combined in a thrilling counterpoint leading to the coda with a ffff
dynamic marking!

Bells for Stokowski Michael Daugherty
(b. 1954)

Bells for Stokowski is a tribute to one of the most influential and
controversial conductors of the 20th century. Bomn in London,
Leopold Stokowski (1882-1977) began his career as an organist.
As maestro of the Philadelphia Orchestra (1912-36), he became
famous for interpreting classical music in brilliant new ways, and
expanding his audience’s expectations of what they might hear in
the concert hall. Stokowski created a sensation by conductin
world premieres of avant-garde composers such as Stravinsky an
Varese, and he enraged classical purists with his lavishly Romantic
orchestral transcriptions of J.S. Bach. Appearing as a conductor
in various Hollywood films, Stokowski’'s 1940 collaboration with
Walt Disney in Fantasia resulted in the first stereophonic recording
of an orchestral soundtrack.

It was in Philadel&hia that he created the famous Stokowski
sound, making the orchestra sound like a pipe organ.
Stokowski’s fascination with timbre led him to experiment with the
seating of players, moving sections of the orchestra to different
parts of iﬁe stage. ese dramatic spatial arrangements
appealed to the eye as well as the ear. In the mid-1920’s,
Stokowski organized the Band of Gold, attesting to his belief in
the importance of band music as a medium of artistic expression.
Incorporating members of the Philadelphia Orchestra in the
band, Stokowski conducted not only Sousa marches but his own
Bach arrangements.



In this piece, | imagine Stokowski in Philadelphia visiting the Liberty
Bell at sunrise, and listening to all the bells of the city resonate.
The composition begins with two percussionists, placed on opposite
ends of the stage, performing stereophonically on identical ringin

percussion instruments such as chimes, crotales, bell trees, an

In the coda, | evoke the
famous Stokowski sound, by making the symphonic band resound
like an enormous, rumbling gothic organ.- Michael Daugherty

(1813-1883)

Tristan and Isolde has been called the "Romeo and Juliet" of music.
And such in fact it is. In it are at once the poetry and the tragedy of
love, a stupendous appeal in music to the emotional side ot man’s
nature. Some purists have pointed to its alleged excess of passion
as having an immoral tendency. Shame on him who thinks this evil.
This pair were madly in love with each other: that was all, though it
was so much. Mere mythological figures they were when Wagner
laid his magic touch on them, but he made them intensely human,
and gave to their story an element of absorbing interest equal to
the real life-story of Dante and Beatrice or Abelard and Heloise.
Wagner had married unhappily himself, and he could sympathize
very keenly with Isolde’s feelings of repulsion against King Mark, to
whom, by the way, it is by no means certain that Isolde was actually
married. If she became deeply enamored of Tristan, and jilted King
Mark, what then? Such episodes are being enacted every day
somewhere in the great world. Tristan and Isolde are but types of
the common ailment, and their story is simply, in Henley’s words.
"Of man still Man, and woman -- Woman still." This music so
beautifully represents of one of man’s great struggles. Bainum set
Isolde’s Liebestod for the wind band.



Symphony #2: Mvt. 3 Apollo Unleashed  Frank Ticheli
(b. 1958)

Frank Ticheli was born in 1958 in Monroe, Louisiana. He
received his Bachelor of Music in Composition from Southern
Methodist University and Masters Degree in Composition and
Doctorate of Musical Arts from the University of Michigan. He is
currently Associate Professor of Music at the University of
Southern California and is the Composer-in-Residence of the
Pacific Symphony Orchestra. He has composed works for bands,
wind ensemble, orchestra, chamber ensembles, and the theatre.
His music has garnered many prestigious awards including the
Goddard Lieberson fellowship and Charles Ives Scholarship from
the American Academy and Institute of Arts and Letters; the 1989
Walter Beeler memorial Composition Prize; the Ross Lee Finney
Award; and first prize in the 11th annual Symposium for New
Band Music in Virginia. The New York Times has described his
music as “lean amf muscular and above all, active, in motion.”

The finale of Ticheli’s Symphony No. 2, /-}oo"o Unleashed, is
perhaps the most wide-ranging movement of the symphony, and
certainly the most difficult to convey in words. On the one hand,
the image of Apollo, the powerful ancient god of the sun, inspired
not only the movement's title, but also its blazing energy. The
movement’s boisterous nature is also tempered and enriched by
another, more sublime force, Bach’s Chorale BWV 433. The
chorale, a favorite of the dedicatee (Dr. James Croft, Retired
Director of Bands, Florida State University), serves as a kind of
spiritual anchor, giving a soul to the gregarious foreground
events. Croft’s FSU doctoral students commissioned this work as
a gesture of thanks for all he had given them and the profession.

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About the conductors

Stephen Gage is Instrumental Music Coordinator, Professor
of Music, and Director of Bands at Youngstown State University
(YSU). He earned a doctorate at the University of lllinois:
Urbana-Champaign, a masters degree at the Eastman School of
Music, and a bachelors degree and the Performer’s Certificate in
Percussion at the State University of New York at Fredonia. Prior
to his current position, Dr. Gage was the Director of Bands at
Emporia State University (KS) and was the Director of Bands at
Auburn High School in upstate New York. At YSU he conducts
the Symphonic Wind Ensemble, assists with the Dana Symphony
Orchestra, and teaches undergraduate and graduate
conducting. Stephen is in his 14th season as the music director
and conductor of the Youngstown Symphony Youth Orchestra
(YSYO). He has written numerous publications on conducting,
rehearsal techniques, and literature and is an active guest
conductor, clinician, and adjudicator of international repute. He
has been a member of the LIBA School Reform Committee, the
ABA Ostwald Selection Committee, he has served as the NBA
North Central Division Chair and as the NYS President of the
IAJE, and he was recently elected to the NBA Board of Directors
for this biennium. In recent years Dr. Gage and the SWE have
drawn praise from composer, Karel Husa, Samuel Adler, Joseph
Schwantner, Michael Colgrass, Frank Ticheli, Eric Ewazen, David
Gillingham, and Anthony lannacone for interpretation and
performances of their music.

Under Gage's direction the YSU Symphonic Wind Ensemble
(SWE) and the YSYO have each given guest performances at five
OMEA State Music Conventions. In April of 2002 the YSU SWE
appeared in a feature performance at the Music Educators

ational Association (MENC) Biennial Convention in Nashville,
Tennessee, and in March 2005 the ensemble made its Carnegie
Hall debut on the showcase concert of the New York Wind Band
Festival.

Assistant Professor of Music Education Dr. Christopher P.
Heidenreich began serving at Youngstown State University in
the fall of 2006 as Assistant Director of Bands and Director of
the YSU Marching Pride.

School from 1992-2003. While at Lancaster, his bands
performed for the 1996 Bowling Green State University Readin
Clinic and for the 1997 Ohio Music Education Convention hel
in Toledo, Ohio.

Divo Aloysio Sacrum I

James MacMillan is the pre-eminent Scottish composer of his generation. His
music often combines rhythmic excitement, raw emotional power and spiritual
meditation. Catholicism has inspired many of his compositions, including I
many sacred works for choir such as Divo Aloysio Sacrum (1991). This motet
was composed for the Jesuit church of St Aloysius, Gamethill, Galsgow,
where the text is inscribed over the door. St. Aloysius, the subject of this %
composition, died at the young age of 23, having helped victims of the |
plague before suffering the same fate himself. He has become known as the
patron of Catholic.

Program Notes & Text Translations

The choir sings first in English, in a direct and forceful manner that might be
compared with the proclaiming nature of the text on outside of the church.
The composer then invites us inside, using more a more mystic style, and the
Latin text, to conjure up a contemplation of the saint. Finally we retun
outside as the text continues to ring in our ears, as incisively as the peal of the
church bells across the city.

Urmas Sisask is in love with composing, astronomy and a small Estonian
village called Jéneda. There, in the tower of an old castle dwells his musical
observatory-planetarium, where he holds many concerts. Already in his early
ages, Sisask became keen on astronomy and in its connections with music.
This interest is reflected in his many compositions such as Starry Sky Cycle for
piano. The other side of the composer is visible in his sacred music. The 24
sacred songs under the title Gloria Patri (1988) have become popular. In a
modern echo of Kepler, Sisask has worked out theoretical sound values for
the rotations of the planets in the solar system. This reduces to a ‘planetal
scale’ of five tones: C-sharp, D, F-sharp, G-sharp and A, which by
coincidence he found matches the Japanese scale kumayoshi. This scale
forms the melodic and harmonic basis for Gloria Patri. Oremus and
Alleluia are selections from the work.

Oremus is an intensive prayer without words. Allelvia is constructed on a
fugue structure. It begins with unusually somber mood in ‘p’ dynamic for the
joyful text ‘allelvia’ and gradually grows in dynamics towards the stirring ‘ff’ at
the end.

Robert Young has more than 90 published choral compositions currently in
print. He is represented by Gentry Publications, Alliance Music Publications,
Carl Fischer, Colla Voce Publications and National Music Publishers. The
opening of the composition is characterized by Gregorian chant-like melody,
using change of meters and beautiful melodic contour. The subtle use of
harmonic dissonance captures marvelously the meaning of the mysterious

This is a wonderful setting of this popular carol in 7/8 for mixed choir. The
irregular accents and syncopation create a fascinating and entertaining
rhythm which revitalizes this classic favorite.

Selections from Shakespeare Songs

Matthew Harris is a musicologist and composer. Born in 1956, he has
studied with Elliott Carter, Milton Babbitt, Roger Sessions and Donald
Martino. Among the many institutions that have awarded him composition
prizes and grants are the National Endowment for the Arts, the New York
Foundation for the Arts, and Tanglewood. Shakespeare Songs are
musical settings of the lyrics to songs in Shakespeare’s plays. The cycle
comprises five books. Two selected songs here are from Book Ill. Harris's
setting of It Was a Lover And His Lass is a slow, gentle idyll of young
love in the spring. The last song of Book Ill, O Mistress Mine is a slow,
heavenly coda that expands on the lessons of youth and love in the first song,
It Was a Lover And His Lass.

It Was a Lover and His Lass (Book IlI, 1)

Regle (Forests)
On the southern border of Poland lie the Tatra Mountains. The people of this
region are called Gorale which translates to Tatra Mountaineers. They are
primarily sheep herders and their main occupation is animal husbandry. The
Gorale are a very proud people who live through harsh winters and enjoy
beautiful but short summers. The ruggedness, unrefined, down-to-earth
manner of this people have made its way into the music and dance of the
region. Regle is traditionally sung by a girl. The composer says, “Imagine
her standing in a clearing on a mountainside overlooking a valley. She
would sing out strongly, hoping to hear her own voice echo back.”

(Excerpted from composer’s notes)

Of Crows and Clusters

Dello Joio, born in New York City, began his musical career as organist and
choir director at the Star of the Sea Church on City Island in New York at age
14. By the late forties, he was considered one of the foremost American
composers. He is prolific composer in a variety of genres, but is perhaps best
known for his choral music. Of Crows and Clusters is based on “Two Old
Crows” by Vachel Lindsay (1879-1931). The cluster harmony of the piano
accompaniment matches well with this nonsense poem, adding full of humor
to the music.

Two old crows sat on a fence rail,
Thinking of effect and cause, Of weeds and flowers, And nature's laws.

Overture to L'ltaliana in Algeri Gioacchino Rossini
(1792-1868)

Gioachino Antonio Rossini was born in Pesaro, on the Adriatic
coast of ltaly, on February 29, 1792, and died in Passy, on
November 13, 1868. (Today, Passy is within the boundaries
of the French capital.) Rossini wrote his opera L'ltaliana in
Algeri in 1813 to a libretto by Angelo Anelli. It was first
performed on May 22, 1813, in the Teatro San Benedetto in
Venice. The overture quickly became a staple of the concert
repertoire in both Europe and North America, where it has
been performed as early as 1824 (at New York’s City Hotel).
The Overture to L'llaliana in Algeri runs 9 minutes in
performance. Rossini scored it for flute, 2 oboes, 2 clarinets,
2 bassoons, 2 homs, 2 trumpets, percussion and strings.

Maurice Ravel

(1875-1937)

La Valse

Joseph Maurice Ravel was born in Ciboure, Basses-Pyrénées,
France (near the Spanish border), on March 7, 1875, and
died in Paris on December 28, 1937. Ravel made some
preliminary sketches for what eventually became La Valse as
early as 1906. He finally completed the composition in 1920,
and it was first performed on December 12, 1920, in Paris,
with Camille Chevillard conducting the Lamoureux Orchestra.
Ravel wanted La Valse to be staged as a ballet by the Ballet
Russes; but the company’s director, Sergei Diaghilev, refused
to produce it, leading to permanent rupture between the two
men. La Valse was first choreographed by Ida Rubenstein’s
dance troupe at the Paris Opéra on May 23, 1929, with
Gustave Cloez conducting; the décor was by Alexandre Benois
with choreography by Bronislava Nijinska. La Valse runs just
under 15 minutes in performance. Ravel scored it for piccolo,
3 flutes, 2 oboes, English horn, 2 clarinets, bass clarinet, 2
bassoons, contrabassoon, 4 homs, 3 trumpets, 3 trombones,
tuba, timpani, percussion, 2 harps, and strings.

Symphony No. 5 in E minor Peter llich Tchaikovsky
(1840-1893)

Piotr llyich Tchaikovsky was born on April 25 (old style)/May 7
(new style), 1840, at Votkinsk, in the district of Viatka, Russia,
some seven hundred miles east-northeast of Moscow, and
died on October 25/November 6, 1893, in Saint Petersburg.
He composed his Fifth Symphony between May and August
26, 1888, mostly in Frolovskoe, outside Moscow, though
conceptual sketches preceded his actual composition work by
about a month. The work was premiered on November 17,
1888, in Saint Petersburg, with the composer conducting the
Saint Petersburg Philharmonic Society. It bears a dedication to
Count Ave-lLallemant, Chairman of the Committee of the
Hamburg Philharmonic Society. Theodore Thomas introduced
the work to the United States at a New York concert in March
1889. Symphony No. 5 runs approximately 50 minutes in
performance. Tchaikovsky scored it for 3 flutes (third doubling
piccolo), 2 oboes, 2 clarinets, 2 bassoons, 4 horns, 2
trumpets, 3 trombones, tuba, timpani, and strings.

Gianni Schicchi Synopsis

Gianni Schicchi takes place in the thirteenth century. The very wealthy Buoso
Donati dies early on in the opera. His relatives are shocked and
disappointed to find that his will leaves all of his money to a certain
monastery. In desperation, they all turn to Gianni Schicchi for assistance—he
is known for his cunning abilities so they are sure that he can devise some
sort of plan.

The grenadiers of the 21st regiment have a “daughter” called Marie who was
found on the battlefield and was brought up by them ever since she was a
child. She is now their vivandiere, supplying them with food and drink. As her
loving “father”, the soldiers of the regiment are prepared to accept as her
suitor an outsider named Tonio. Before he can marry her he must, however,
join the ranks of the regiment — in vain, it seems at first. The Marquise de

erkenfeld realises that Marie is her long-lost daughter born out of wedlock.
True, she says at first that she is Marie’s aunt. She installs Marie in her castle
and sets about marrying her off to a Duke. But Marie is in love with Tonio
and is anything but delighted at her “aunt’s” matchmaking. When the
Marquise contesses to being her mother, Marie feels duty-bound to heed her
wishes. The marriage contract between Marie and the Duke is about to be
signed when Marie succeeds in rescuing herself from the exalted marriage by
telling of her life as the daughter of the regiment and as its vivandiére. T%\e
aristocratic guests are horrified at Marie’s coarse language and familiar
manner and scandalised by what they hear. By contrast, Marie’s mother is so
deeply touched that she blesses the marriage to Tonio, who has now been
promoted to the rank of officer.

Unlike much Western concert music, Snare Drum f
Camus is not notated, but is transmitted aurally. Joseph Celli
states: it is a tone color exploration which is built on a simple
seven note sticking pattem (L,R,L,R.LR,R) which is repeat
throughout. However, the performers are encouraged to think
larger phrases such as 14 or 28 notes. The formal structure
consists of a general timbral progression, a symmetrical arch
form, utilizing rim sounds, rim shots, skin sounds, rim shots, ar
concluding on rim sounds.

The performers exhibit considerable freedom by choosing
(predetermined and improvising) various fimbral patterns and
phrases. This type of piece can be understood as “slow proce
music” in which the beauty unfolds gradually from one pattern
the next. Not only do the tonal pattemns change, but the listener’s
perception of their place in the phrase may also change.

New Orleans trombonist and Yamaha Artist Harry Watters serves with the
Army Blues Jazz Ensemble and is the newest member of the United States
Army Brass Quintet in Washington, DC. His recordings include Love Songs,
Centaur Records' S'Wonderful: The Music of George Gershwin with arranger
and conductor William Grimes, and Summit Records' Brothers, Brothers Il &
Brothers lIl with trumpeter Ken Watters.

A native of Huntsville, Alabama, Harry grew up in a musical family. His
parents were accomplished musicians and Harry's brother Ken (also a
Yamaha Attist) is an award-winning trumpeter based in New York City.

After graduation from the University of North Texas, Harry spent four years
touring and recording with the Dukes of Dixieland. While working at night on
Bourbon Street, a sleep-deprived Watters attended the University of New
Orleans by day, serving as graduate assistant to Professor Ellis Marsalis.

Virginia Symphony, the Syracuse Symphony, the Baton Rouge Symphony, the
Tulsa Pops, the Louisiana Philharmonic, the Janacek Philharmonic, the
University of North Texas One O'Clock Lab Band, the Kishinev Festival
Orchestra & the U.S. Army Orchestra.

Harnry is constantly on the move as a Yamaha Arist. His clinic, "Power
Practicing," has been presented at the University of North Texas, Southeastern
Lovisiana University, New Mexico State University, the University of
Tennessee, East Carolina State University, Baker University, the University of
Central Florida, Virginia Commonwealth University, Louisiana State
University, Loyola University, the University of New Orleans and in high
schools throughout the United States.

YSU SYMPHONIC WIND ENSEMBLE

The wind band program at Youngstown State University encompasses a wide
range of performance groups, from concert bands and chamber groups to
marching, pep and jazz organizations. Over 275 students perform annually in
one or more of these bands. Comprised of the top wind and percussion students
in the Dana School of Music, the SWE performs a broad spectrum of music
including original works, transcriptions, marches, and chamber music.

The group has commissioned compositions by Marilyn Shrude, Thomas Sleeper,
Till Meyn, Edward Largent, and David Morgan. Recent guest composers,
conductors, and performers include Michael Colgrass, Joseph Schwantner, Karel
Husa, Frank Ticheli, Adam Frey, Anthony lannaccone, Donald Sinta, David
Gillingham, James Keene, Don Wilcox, and Ed Lisk. Husa called the SWE's
performance of his music “inspiring,” Ticheli stated that the band “performed my
music beautifully” and that the group was "Hotl" Schwantner complimented the
ensemble for "their artistry, and for their care, and consideration” of his music
and Colgrass thanked the group for its "wonderful performance" of his work.

The SWE has performed at the MENC Biennial Convention, OMEA State
Conventions, CBDNA Regional and National Conventions, and the ABSDA
National Convention. In March, 2005 the SWE debuted in Carnegie Hall at the
New York Wind Band Festival.

Tipping Points (to be released in December, 2006) is the latest in a series of CD
recordings by the band, and it is preceded by Spin Cycle (winner of Downbeat
Magozine's CD Recording of 2005), Camival, Star Wars and Other Scores and
Lions and Jesters and Dragons, Oh Myl

The text of The Daisies was written by James Stephens, an Irish
poet, in 1922 and first published in America in 1926. Stephens'
work was first introduced to Barber by his uncle, Sidney Homer,
who was a well-known composer.

Samuel Barber was born in West Chester, Pennsylvania where he
wrote his first piece at age seven, and attempted his first opera at
age ten. Entering the Curlis Institute at age fourteen, later he
studied conducting with Fritz Reiner. Barbers music was
accomplished by great musicians, artists, and conductors including
Arturo Toscanini. His Antony and Cleopatra was to open the new
Metropolitan Opera House at Lincoln Center in 1996. Barber
received many rewards, and prizes including the American Prix de
Rome, two Pulitzers, and an election to the American Academy of
Arts and Letters.

“The Crucifixion” is fifth in a set of 10 songs titled Hermit Songs. All
the texts in this song cycle were written by anonymous Irish monks
and scholars from t?le 8" to the 14" centuries and later translated
by 20" c. writers. Leontyne Price sang the premiere of Hermit
Songs accompanied by Barber at the piano.

“Simple Gifts” is a traditional Shaker song composed by Elder
Joseph Brackett in 1848. Brackett was part of the Shaker
community and this hymn was used as a type of “dance” song. In
the early 1940’s, Copland arranged the song to fit into his ballet,
Appalachian Spring, and later in his first set of Old American
Songs. He arranged this song, along with many others, for piano
and voice and later it became orchestrated. Copland is now
regarded as one of America’s best known composer’s of classical

music.

Aaron Copland (1900-1990) Copland was born in Brooklyn, New
York. He became interested in music ot age 15.His first
compositions were jazz pieces before moving on to ballet,
symphonies, and eventually movie scores. Some of Copland’s best
known works include Fanfare for the Common Man, Rodeo, Old
American Songs | and I, and Billy the Kid. “At The River” is part of
set two of Old American Songs.

The Little Horses is one of the ten old American folk songs that Aaron
Copland gave a new setting to with piano or small orchestra parts. The
Little Horses is a traditional Southern American lullaby. The author and
the date it was written are both unknown. There are several other
arrangements of the same song, with slight variations in the words, but
Copland’s arrangement of this southern lullaby is by far the most
recognized. The lyrics Copland chooses depict a mother speaking to her
young restless baby of olrthe wonderful things the child will have when
they wake, such as cake, and a coach with six litlle horses.

Ching-A-Ring Chaw is a Minstrel song adapted by Copland. He uses
rhythms and tunes to capture the flavor of the youthful spirit of the early
American nation. Ching-a-Ring Chaw depicts a young man or woman
speaking of the Promised Land to his brethren. The lyrics draw a picture of
a land of song and dance, with no cares or worries to be found; a land
where money isn't important and everyone receives equal treatment.
These promises perhaps are similar to the hopes and dreams the people
of the young American nation had for their new found land.

V. Heart, we will forget him

Referred to as “the Dean of American composers” Copland
attended the Fontainebleau School of Music in Paris from 1921 to
1924 and was awarded the Guggenheim Fellowship two years in a
row. Copland’s compositional style is best described as a balance
between American foﬁ( traditions and modern music, and upon his
return from France, Copland decided to compose in an “American
character” choosing the jozz idiom. Later joining the trend of
several American composers rejecting music for the elite during the
Depression, Copland turned to cowboy tunes, folk songs and
revival hymns for inspiration and managed to hold on to the
respect of the most conservative of academics. Copland’s
nationalistic character is best heard in works such as Rodeo, Billy




the Kid, Appalachian Spring, The Tenderland, Fanfare for the
Common Man, and his Old American Songs. As a film score
composer, Copland won an Academy award for his score for The
Heiress in 1949,

“Heart, we will forget him” is from a song cycle on the texts of 12
poems by Emily Dickinson. It is a depiction of Emily Dickinson’s
own inner dialogue and conflict with herself while trying to forget a
love. She believes that if her heart will forget him, then her mind
will too.

IIl. Songs of Leonard Bernstein (1918-1990)
Piccola Serenata (1979)

Leonard Bernstein was born in Lawrence, MA in 1918 and received
his early education at the Boston Latin School and went on to
graduate from Harvard Universig. He is most famous for works
such as West Side Story and Candide.

This song was written for Karl B6hm on his 85" birthday and was

remiered by Christa Ludwig with James Levine at the piano in
golzburg, Austria, August 27, 1979. The text was written by
Bernstein and mimics traditional Hassidic sounds but has no true
meaning.

So Pretty (1968)

This song was first performed by Barbara Streisand with the
composer at the piano on January 21, 1968 at the Philharmonic
Hall in New York City. The premiere was part of a rally-concert
called “Broadway for Peace”, relating to the American involvement
in the Vietnam War.

Peter Pan is often referred to as incidental music for a production
of J.M Barrie's play. Originally, however, Bernstein intended to
write a full musical score based on the play, but when certain
actors were cast in lead roles, and they were unable to sing the
songs, most of Bernstein’s score was cut. It wasn’t until June of
2005, through the diligent restoration labor of conductor
Alexander Frey, did Bernstein’s Peter Pan come together and was
performed and recorded in its entirety. Two characters, Wendx
and Captain Hook, remain. “Peter, Peter” and “My House
represent the two sides of Wendy’s character- playful and young
and crushing on Peter while pleading for “walls of truth” and a
“roof of peace”- She is not a little gir, not yet a woman, but she
must assume very mature roles.

Simple Song from Mass (1971)

A Renaissance man, influential writer, poet, accomplished pianist,
composer, conductor, and teacher, Bernstein, being from a Jewish
background, believed in living in the memories of others after
death. He left this world with a positive influence on the music
world. He believed that life without music was unheard of. Known
to popularize classical music like no other musician, Bernstein drew

eople to music through his television shows as well. Throughout

is career Bernstein had the opportunity to befriend and receive
mentorship from the country’s most influential composers and
musicians including Heinrich Gebhard, Aaron Copland, Serge
Koussevitzky and Dmitri Mitopoulos.

“Simple Song” is from Berstein’s Mass, “A Theater Piece for
Singers, Players, and Dancers”. Written at the request of
Jacqueline Kennedy Onassis for the opening of the John F.
Kennedy Center in Washington, DC, Mass became a medium for

political criticism from Nixon’s White House. Inspired and
intrigued by the ritual Catholic Mass, Bernstein follows the liturgy in



Latin completely, but juxtaposes it with interruptions and
movements in popular styles and in the vernacular language. This
structure allows for conflict and debate and follows the path of the
Celebrant’s pure simple faith that turns heavy with the weight of
human sadness. “Simple Song” realizes a man’s pure faith and the
love of God.

It Must Be So from Candide (1956)

Candide, a naive young man living in the castle of the Baron of
Thunder-Ten-Tronckh in Westphalia, gets caught kissing the
Baron's daughter, Cunégonde, and is exiled from the castle.
Candide embarks on a series of exofic and often hormific
adventures which take him around the world in a search for
Cugégonde which eventually leads him to enlightenment and
wisdom.

IV. Songs of Kurt Weill (1900- 1950)

I'm a Stranger Here Myself from One Touch of
Venus (1943)

One Touch of Venus is set in New York in 1939. The Venus of the
title is the latest artistic acquisition of Whitelaw Savory, which is
inadvertently brought to life by his hapless barber Rodney Hatch.
Hatch puts an engoc};lement ring, intended for his domineering
fiancée Gloria, on the statue’s finger. Once released Venus
ursues Hatch, who having been persuaded of Venus’ delights,
n'%twens her off with his lon ir:Jg for a humdrum life in a little house
with a big backyard for the kids in Statten Island’s Ozone Heights.
The show opened at the Imperial Theatre on Oct. 7, 1943 and ran
for 567 pertormances.



My Ship from Lady in the Dark (1940)

As a young composer growing up in a Jewish family in Germany,
Kurt Weill was surrounded by music from his father who was a
cantor at their synagogue. Weill studied composition with
Humperdink and Busoni and became highly respected and
admired by Berg, Zemlinsky, Milhaud, and Stravinsky. Fleeing the
Nazis who began targeting his staged performances, Weill moved
to Paris and then America in 1935. Weill is most known for his
staged works and his musical legacy broke theatrical and musical
ground with works such as The Three Penny Opera, The Rise and

all of the City of Mahagonny, Knickerbocker Holiday, Happy End,
and Street Scene. By 1943 Weill had become a citizen ofpthe UsS
and with the exception of letters to his parents, seldom wrote or
spoke in German. He became active in the encouragement of
America’s intervention in World War Il, and after the US entered in
1941, Weill collaborated on artistic projects inspired by and
supporting the war effort. Most of his songs were written tor his
wite of two marriages and two divorces, Lotte Lenya, who was an
activist and preservationist of Weill’s music especially after his
death of a heart attack in 1950.

Mr. Right from Love Life (1948)

This song selection is from the Broadway musical “Love Life” by
Weill and Alan Jay Lerner, the steady composing partner of
Frederick Loewe. It is the story of a married couple, Sam and
Susan Cooper, who never age from 1791 to 1948. They go
through marriage difficulties as they struggle to cope with the social
changes. In this number, Susan is describing her ideal man and
reflecting upon a hopeless quest of finding her “Mr. Right”. “Love
Life” opened at the 46™ Street Theatre on October 7, 1948 and
closed on May 14, 1949, after 252 performances starring Ray
Middleton and Nanette Fabray. It ambitiously combines ragtime,
blues and a madrigal with ballet, clog dancing, ventriloquism, a
minstrel show, and a tightrope walk.



hat Good Would the Moon Be from Street Scene (1947)

Street Scene is a result of Weill's desire to write and create a new
American orera that could be both artistically and commercially
successful. In Weill's own words, Street Scene was a “simple story of
everyday life in a big city, a story of love and passion and greed and
death.” The production opened on Broadway at the Adelphi Theater
on January 9, 1947, and was billed as a “dramatic musical” due to its
operatic nature. For his work on Street Scene, Weill was awarded the
fist Tony Award for Best Original Score. The song “What Good
Would the Moon Be” was written for the character Rose. She has
feelings for Sam, but is discouraged to act on them by Sam'’s sister.
The text was written by Langston Hughes and Elmer Rice.

Program Notes & Text Translations

Divo Aloysio Sacrum

James MacMillan is the pre-eminent Scottish composer of his generation. His
music often combines rhythmic excitement, raw emotional power and spiritual
meditation. Catholicism has inspired many of his compositions, including
many sacred works for choir such as Divo Aloysio Sacrum (1991). This motet
was composed for the Jesuit church of St Aloysius, Garnethill, Galsgow,
where the text is inscribed over the door. St. Aloysius, the subject of this
composition, died at the young age of 23, having helped victims of the
plague before suffering the same fate himself. He has become known as the
patron of Catholic.

The choir sings first in English, in a direct and forceful manner that might be
compared with the proclaiming nature of the text on outside of the church.
The composer then invites us inside, using more a more mystic style, and the
Latin text, to conjure up a contemplation of the saint. Finally we return
outside as the text continues to ring in our ears, as incisively as the peal of the
church bells across the city.

Saint Aloysius pray for us Divo Aloysio sacrum
Allelvia & Oremus

Urmas Sisask is in love with composing, astronomy and a small Estonian
village called Jéneda. There, in the tower of an old castle dwells his musical
observatory-planetarium, where he holds many concerts. Already in his early
ages, Sisask became keen on astronomy and in its connections with music.
This interest is reflected in his many compositions such as Starry Sky Cycle for
piano. The other side of the composer is visible in his sacred music. The 24
sacred songs under the fitle Gloria Patri (1988) have become popular. In a
modern echo of Kepler, Sisask has worked out theoretical sound values for
the rotations of the planets in the solar system. This reduces to a ‘planetal
scale’ of five tones: C-sharp, D, F-sharp, G-sharp and A, which by
coincidence he found matches the Japanese scale kumayoshi. This scale
forms the melodic and harmonic basis for Gloria Patri. Oremus and
Alleluia are selections from the work.

Oremus is an intensive prayer without words. Alleluia is constructed on a
fugue structure. It begins with unusually somber mood in ‘p’ dynamic for the
joyful text ‘allelvia” and gradually grows in dynamics towards the stirring ‘ff* at
the end.

There Is No Rose of Such Virtue

Robert Young has more than 90 published choral compositions currently in
print. He is represented by Gentry Publications, Alliance Music Publications,
Carl Fischer, Colla Voce Publications and National Music Publishers. The
opening of the composition is characterized by Gregorian chant-like melody,
using change of meters and beautiful melodic contour. The subtle use of

harmonic dissonance captures marvelously the meaning of the mysterious
text:



There is no rose of such virtue, as is the rose that bare Jesu: Alleluia.

For in this rose contained was heaven and earth in little space; Resmiranda
(Wonderful circumstance).

By that rose we may well see that He is God in persons three; Pari forma
(Equal beauty).

The angels sung the shepherds to: Gloria in excelsis Deol Gaudeamus (Let us

rejoice).

Leave we all this worldly mirth, and follow we this joyful birth; Transeamus (Let
Us Cross over).

Deck the Halls

This is a wonderful setting of this popular carol in 7/8 for mixed choir. The
irregular accents and syncopation create a fascinating and entertaining
rhythm which revitalizes this classic favorite.

Selections from Shakespeare Songs

Matthew Harris is @ musicologist and composer. Bomn in 1956, he has
studied with Elliott Carter, Milton Babbitt, Roger Sessions and Donald
Martino. Among the many institutions that have awarded him composition
prizes and grants are the National Endowment for the Ars, the New York
Foundation for the Arts, and Tanglewood. Shakespeare Songs are
musical settings of the lyrics to songs in Shakespeare’s plays. The cycle
comprises five books. Two selected songs here are from Book Ill. Harris's
setting of It Was a Lover And His Lass is a slow, gentle idyll of young
love in the spring. The last song of Book Ill, O Mistress Mine is a slow,
heavenly coda that expands on the lessons of youth and love in the first song,
It Was a-Lover And His Lass.

Regle (Forests)

On the southern border of Poland lie the Tatra Mountains. The people of this
region are called Gorale which translates to Tatra Mountaineers. They are
primarily sheep herders and their main occupation is animal husbandry. The
Gorale are a very proud people who live through harsh winters and enjoy
beautiful but short summers. The ruggedness, unrefined, down-to-earth
manner of this people have made its way into the music and dance of the
region. Regle is traditionally sung by a girl. The composer says, “Imagine
her standing in a clearing on @ mountainside overlooking a valley. She
would sing out strongly, hoping to hear her own voice echo back.”

Forests, mountain forests, my beloved forests,

When | sing out to you, my voice will echo.

When | sing out to you it rings in the valley.

You will hear me, dear boy, but you won't recognize me.

Of Crows and Clusters

Dello Joio, born in New York City, began his musical career as organist and
choir director at the Star of the Sea Church on City Island in New York at age
14. By the late forties, he was considered one of the foremost American
composers. He is prolific composer in a variety of genres, but is perhaps best
known for his choral music. Of Crows and Clusters is based on “Two Old
Crows” by Vachel Lindsay (1879-1931). The cluster harmony of the piano
accompaniment matches well with this nonsense poem, adding full of humor
to the music.

Tango to Evora

Jon Washburn is the condudor of the Vancouver Chamber Choir, an
outstanding Canadian professional ensemble. He is a champion of new
choral repertoire, having commissioned and premiered over 179 new works
by Canadian, American and English composers. He is an active composer,
arranger and editor himself. Tango to Evora was originally an instrumental
piece by the Canadian Celtic musician Loreena McKennitt. Evora is an
historical city in Portugal. This vocal version was arranged by Jon Washbum
for the Vancouver Chamber Choir.

El Hambo
Jaakko Méntyjérvi, born in Turku, Finland, is a timpanist, a pianist, a choral
singer and a conductor. As a composer, he describes himself as an eclectic
traditionalist. “He adopts influences from a number of styles and periods,
fusing them into his own idiom. His musical language is based on a
traditional approach and uses the resources of modern music only sparingly.
The composer tells about this piece in his program note:
“The Hambo is a Swedish folk dance in ¥% time. This augmented
hambo in 5/4 time is something
of a tribute to those folk musicians whose enthusiasm much exceeds
their sense of rhythm...
Source of inspiration for this piece include, surprisingly, genuine
Norwegian choral folk song arrangements and of course the Swedish
Chef in The Muppet Show. The text is, or is supposed to be,
completely meaningless. The first three chords of the piece are violin
tunings actually used in Norwegian folk music.”

MLK

MLK first appeared in the album The Unforgettable Fire (1984) of U2, the
popular Irish rock band. Formed in 1976, U2 has consistently remained
among the most popular acts in the world since the mid 1980s. The band
has sold approximately 170 million albums worldwide. The band has won
22 Grammy awards. The band is also politically active in human rights
causes such as Bono’s DATA (Debt, AIDS, Trade in Africa) campaign.

The Virgin Mary Had a Baby Boy

This West Indian spiritual differs rhythmically and melodically from those we
are accustomed to. The manner in which the English words are accented
gives the composition an unusual rhythmical quality. This is underined by the
fact that the West Indian musical tradition comes primarily from Spain and
Portugal. The finger cymbals ringing constantly and gently in the background
supply a distinctive, unexpected accompaniment.

City Called Heaven

City Called Heaven is a “sorrow song” that is usually performed in the style of
“surge-singing.” This arrangement represents a slow gospel interpretation of
the original. :

| am a pilgrim, a pilgrim of sorrow, I'm left in this wide world alonel
Ain’t got no hope, got no hope for tomorrow trying to make it, make heaven
my home.

EOrv O

E Oru O is a Yoruba greeting based on a Nigerian folk song. Traditionally,
the melody and lyrics of “E Oru O" are performed as a procession or
greeting for important leaders such as a tribal chief. The text is translated,
“An important chief who has his palace near the marketplace is about to
appear.”

Gloria

John Rutter, one of the leading British composers, has embraced both large
and small-scale choral works, orchestral and instrumental pieces, a piano
concerto, two children’s operas, and music for television. Gloria was
commissioned by the Voices of Mel Olson, Omaha, Nebraska, and the
composer directed the first performance on the occasion of his first visit to the




United States in May 1974. The Lafin text, drawn from the Ordinary of the
Mass, is a centuries-old challenge to the composer: exalted, devotional and
jubilant by tums. Rutter’s sefting, which is based mainly on one of the
Gregorian chants associated with the text, divided into three movements
roughly corresponding with traditional symphonic structure. The original
accompaniment is for brass ensemble with fimpom, percussion and organ. The
composer tells regarding the accompaniment as “a combination which in the
outer movements makes quite a joyful noise unto the Lord, but which is used
more softly and introspectively in the middle movement.” Today, we will
perform only the first movement with piano accompaniment.
